20)-per c2ut, reduction in freights by June
15th, the Governor will be asked to convene
the Iegislature to remove the Commission
under the Constitution, It is made the duty
of the committee to attend the extra session,
and enforce the resolutions, One of the sub-
jects proper for legislation, it is resolved, will
be an Act to enforce pledges made by candi-
dates before election, Among thoere who
havé been invited to attend and address the
meeting are Attqrney-General Marshall, M.

tack was momentarily expected. The Indians:|

were killing cattle, and were nearly all afoot,
Unless Crook follows the Indians into the
gettlements, which is not probable, the cam-
paign is liable to end in a failure, as the Mex-
ican troops are not in sufficient force to suc-
cessfully attack them, Old Juh has thus far
outwitted Crook, there having been po gen-
eral sungagement up to Monday last, There
is considerable feeling aroused in Mexico
against what is called the agriana invasion,
and tha Mexican troops are not co-operating.

A GREAT EXPOSITION.

The Record-Union Correspomdent on the
Chicago Exposition for Rallway

Appliances.
[Correspondence of the Recorp-UNioN.]

Cuicaco, May 25, 1883.
The National Exposition of Railway Ap-
pliances opened last night at 8 o'clock.
The great building was ablaze with electric
lights that made the dashing waters of the
fountains dance like animated diamonds.
The crowd filled the great stracture com-
pletely, and it was an assemblage every
way respresentative of the wealth, culture
and worth of this marvelous city of the
west, 5 :

Prof. Swing made the opening prayer,
Mayor Harrison the address of welcome,
and Vice-President French responded in
the absence of the President. Hon. L. B,
Washburne was then introduced and d#iv-
ered the eration, which was brief, retro-
spective and presented in a concise manner
the history of

RAILROAD BUILDING
In the United States, and its effects upon
the people and the country. One eloquent
passage from the address I must give you

in full :

“ There have been expositions in many countries,
and nations have vied with each other in the display
of all that ingenuity and taste could suggest or
wealth procure, but it is safe to say that the world
has pever seen & more creaitable exposition than
this, organized solely by private enterprise, and
pushed to what we see before us by private citizens,
with a degree of unselfishness” aud devotion rarely
witnessed, and withodt pecuniary compensation.
But they will find their reward in the gratitude of
that public which » ill appreciate all their labors and
responsibilities, and all the great services they have
rendered to sci-nce and to mankind.”

INTERESTING INCIDENTS,

One noticeable feature of the Exposition
is the large attendance of people, invent-
ors, mechanics and railroad cperators from
Canada. One of the especially pleasing

events of the opening exercises was the
introduction to the great congregation of
railtoad veterans. First came Horatio
Allen, aged 84. He brought the locomo-
tive Trowbridge Lein from England in
1828, and ran it on the first rails of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, He related
his early railroading experiences with much
interesting detail. Geo. Hollingsmith, of
Paterson, N. J., was next introduced as
an engineer eince 1837, and who is now in
the Roger Locomotive Works, William
Halloway came next as an old engineer.
He has been on the Baltimore and Ohio
2ailroad for forty-two years, and still runs
his locomotive. In all that time he never
had an accident in which a passenger was
burt, David Matthew came next as an
engineer since 1829. He spoke briefly and
told of his labors on some of the first loco-
motives, built in the State of New York.
Joseph Whitehead was then introduced as
the man who ran en the Stockton road in
1827 ; and George Davis bowed to the peo-
ple next as the man who built the locomo-
tive Sampson and first ran 1t. The noise
of the machinery in the building is very
great, but this is a machinery exhibition,
and no one must come near it who is not
prepared for a great rattle and bang of
ponderous machines, and the whir and
buzz of smaller ones,

NOTES.

I do not propose in this letter to take np
the great list of exhibits. There are so
many so interesting, so intricate, strange,
beautiful, and some of them so peculiar,

that I must examine and be myself clear
as to their purposes before I can speak in-
telligently of them. There are too many
strange entries which only need %o be men-
tioned, but even these I can scarcely begin
upon in this letter, so confused do I feel in
the wealth of things worthy of mention
that meet my eye on every hand. How-
ever, let me say that there are some of the
oldest and the newest, some of the most
primitive and some of the most beautiful-
ly and delicately constructed articles.
