PREPARING FOR THE CAMPAIGN.

Itmay be said that the campaign of ISB4
begins to take on the forms of life this
week. Several important conventions are
to be held, to be followed by sharp cam-
paigns and elections in several States the
coming fall. That those will have an im-
portant bearing upon the national cam-
paign willnot be questioned. Local issues
to a considerable extent will control the

State elections, yet there willbe a general
expression which willsignify, though not
withcertainty, the preference of voters for
party, and which element has the public
confidence. . While, therefore, the State
campaigns willnot be a certain index of
the public temper upon national questions,
they will be of value in estimating the
strength of parties for the succeeding year,
for as .Presidential elections draw near
they exert a direct influence upon local
campaigns,' and tend to lessen the signifi-

cance cf purely local issues. As, for in-
stance, the liquor question, which, when
standing alone, is, in several States, an
absorbing one, willlose importance in pro-
portion as it draws near to a Presidential
campaign, in which party alignments are
so sharply defined. Men realize that the
local issue can be safely laid aside, to be
taken up when greater ones are disposed
of, and hence purely party rallies become
more easy as the national campaign draws
near.
;Already, therefore, the people are be-

ginning to look about them and watch the
party preparations. They cannot fail to
observe that the more agitated of the two
great forces is the Democracy. Itmust
formulate a new platform, for its leaders
are divided in opinion as to the proper
policy to be pursued. Indeed, as between
those of the West and East, the disa-
greement is so great as to appear almost
irreconcilable. Nor can it be merely
bridged over. One or the other must
absolutely yield, submit and consent to
forego cherished beliefs and hopes. Thus
tho element fairly represented by Mr,
Watterson, to \u25a0 whom a tariff for revenue

But withthe Republican party the situa-

tionis of a very different character. Its
past history it can always advance affirma-

tively;the great sweep of its record en.
compasses the most patriotic era of the na-
tional life, as well. as that of its greatest
danger, and inwhich the party stood alone
as the advocate and defense of.national
unity. The party, while thus inviting
scrutiny of its past, willbe able to assail
the record of the Democracy. The more
recent

'
history of the Republican party,

then, willbe that which willinvite -the
assaults of the Democracy. . Itwillnot be
pretended that this has been a perfect re-

cord, one clear of blemishes, one not
stained by maladministration and dishon-
est practices ;but itcan be shown that the

party has given the best guarantee of in-
herent virtue,inthe fact that ithas proved
equal to the correction of its own errors,
and the punishment of such public serv-

ants as have betrayed public trusts.
As the campaign draws nearer the
people, will more closely com-

pare records, and in this comparison
the Republicans have everything to gain.
There is some force in the belief that a

people sometimes effect changes without
apparent sufficient cause, but that occurs
when there isquiescence upon great popular
subjects, and has been a very ram event in
the history cf the States. Ithas not oc-
curred in national politics yet, .and if it

ever does it willindicate a degree of apathy
and indifference on the part of voters that
is not presaged by any of the signs of the
approaching campaign. There are then to
enter into the coming contest the questions
of fitness, judged by past records ;of the
past and present financial policy of the
country ;of the resistance of communistic
tendencies ;of the fostering of the cause of
popular education and kindred topics.
Both parties willprobably be content to
relegate the tariff question to Congress,
and willnot attempt to bring the country
together upon any tariff plank in a politi-
cal platform, and, that done, the people• cannot hesitate as to which party can best
be trusted to legislate upon that topic with
wisdom and according to the needs and
condition of the country.

THE LATEST FIZZLE.

DOMESTIC.

Fatal Mistake or a Marshal-He Kills
Three Children and Wounds Their
Mother.
Chicago, June 31.—A Tribune special

from Muskogee, Ind. T., cf the 21 instant
says : Aterrible piece of criminal reckless-
ness en the part cf the United States Mar-
shal, which resulted in the killing of three
school, children, has just come to light.
Some three weeks ago Deputy MartiniMer-
ebon, witha posse, was looking for two mur-
derers in the Chickasaw Nation, near Red
river. The murderers were supposed to be
at a certain houte, and just before daylight
the officers surrounded the place. The woman
of the house, with two children, 11 and 10
years of age respectively, was sleepixg out
under the trees, owing to the heat of the
eight, and a third child, only 9 years old,
was sleeping in the house. The Marsh on
riding up, woke their, and they, supposing
that some drunken Indians were carousing
around, ran for the house to barricade them-
selves. The Marshal, without waiting for
other investigation to tea whether they were
the parties wanted, opened fireon them, kill-
ing both of the children and wounding the
woman. They (hen rushed into the house,
and seeing the other child lying there in a
dim light, shot and killed her. On seeing
their mistake, the Marshal and posse left,
and reported that they had killed three des-
peradoep, but the facts have just come out.
Ths Chickasaws are greatly excited over it,
and are determined to sift the matter to the
bottom.
Threatened Strike of Cable Street-Hall-

way Employes. \
Chicago, June 31.

—The conductors and
engineers employed on tho cable street-rail-
way inthe South Division met at midnight
last night, and after rejecting the company's
proposition to pay them 20 cents per hour
instead of 40 cents per trip, drew up a memo-
rial to the company proposing payment by
the trip,ranging fiom 40 to 37 cents, accord-
ing to the length. Unless an acceptance of
this proposition is signified before noon to-
morrow the men willstrike. The Superin-
tendent of the company says the demand of
the men willnot be complied with, and their
places will*be filled with partially-trained
hands. The men, on the other hand, assert
that ajiecret meeting of the Directors was
held this afternoon, at which it was agreed to
accede to the demand at the last moment, if
necessary.

A Distinguished Visitor En Konte.
Omaha, June 3d.—Hon. Edward Pierre-

pout, ex-Attorney General of the United
States, and formerly Minister to England,
passed through Omaha today, accompanied
by his son, en route to San Francisco, intend-
ing to stop two days at Salt Lake, and from
San Francisco willgo to Puget Sound, and
return by the Northern Pacific :to tbe Yel-
lowstone National Park, to spend several
weeks there, and willbe joined at tbe park
by General Shsrman, Chief Justice Waste
and Rufas Hatch, and possibly President
Arthur.

The latter expressed the opinion that BUine
and Logan were each varystrong men for the
Republican nomination in 1884.

Terrible Texas Tornado.
Greenville (Tex.), June 3d.— terrible

tornado struck this city last evening. Rain
fell in torrents for twenty minutes, and the
total destruction of the town seamed inevit-
able, as the windcame withterrific fore?. A
survey shows that over 150 houses wereblown
down and moved off the blocks on which
they rested, while a large number of others
were,more or less damaged. Only one life
was lost, that cf a colored child. The loss in
the city is variously estimated at $50,000 to
$100,000, and tbe loss in the country by dam-
age to property and crops will greatly in-
crease the aggregate.

Lynching Inlowa.
Dis Moi-VES, June 3d.— crowd of about

100 men assembled at . Winterset, lowa,
shortiy after midnight this morning, and
being refused the jail keys, broke in with
crowbars and sledges. They then led out
John Hammer, held for the murder of Wm.
Newell one year ago, and hanged him to a
tree in the Court-house square ;but while he
was struggling one of the mob shot him
through the heart The party who fired the
shot escaped on horseback. Littleexcitement
prevailed. .

Poisoned by Lemon Cream Pie.
