Among the agencies employed here for

the reformation of the degraded classes of ]
•society, that which is just now receiving

the largest share of attention is the Salva-
tion Army. With the peculiar methods of

through the press, have had opportunities ,

LOWERING OP THE STANDARD

In this respect would add greatly to the
chances of success. But what was deemed
its weakness in our country has proven, in

the altered conditions of the lower classes

in thia land, to be its chief source of
strength. The army numbers now over

\u25a080,000 "fighting men ana women," has
accumulated property to the value of about
three quarters of a million dollars, is add-
ing .\u25a0ions at the rate of about four a
week, and increasing its staff of paid offi-
cers in the same ratio -, has 250 brass
bands, forty-five paid band masters, and
has expended a total of about $2.1,000 in
band instruments. These figures give an
idea of the rapidity withwhich this strange
movement is winning its way here, and a
knowledge of them, together with the
comments, adverse and otherwise, con-
stantly meeting the eye in the public press,
led your correspondent to seek further
light by attending a breakfast recently
given at Exeter Hall.

Didnot appear to surprise anybody. In
fact, as they were all church-going people,
this little formality of passing around the
bat seemed to be just what was needed to
develop the devotional spirit and make all
feel at home The inner mac regaled and
the breakfast duly paid for. Big Ben, a
converted pugilist, introduced as "the
victorin,fifteen lights," took the platform
and entertained the audience witha sacred
song. The burly frame of this man con-
trasted strangely with his bashful manner,
and to see the hands formerly employed in
the cruelties of the prize ringmarking time
to the music of a hymn, while from lips
often, doubtless, pommeled to a jelly, em-
anated soft sounds of peaceful melody, was
a sight at once novel, suggestive and af-
fecting.

its friends there assembled to "cash up,"
his appearance was speedily followed, as a
matter of course, by another collection.
This breakfast, it transpired, was held
under something of a cloud.

And as a mark of their disapprobation had
summarily dismissed a committee they had

previously appointed to inquire what en-
couragement the ('lurch should give to the
movement. Tbis act threatened Berions
consequences, for the favor with which in-
fluential people in the establishment had
hitherto regarded the army gave it con-
siderable social prestige, to say nothing of
the pecuniary support it had brought.
Few specifications were made, but the gen-
eral charge was that the freedom allowed
at the meetings had led to improper acts
between the sexes, the fruits of wbioh had
shown themselves in due time inscandal-
ous cases before the Police Courts.

And for proof of their . falsity, if such
could be produced. General Booth stated
that in response to spec. lie inquiries for
cases of illegitimacy sent to over 400 sta-
tions, 370 had replied that nothing of the
kind had ever occurred among them, and
that .the number of responses making con-
fession of such cases was only 20. This
showing, though not a clear record, was
pretty good under the circumstances, the
General thought, and would compare favor-
ably withthat of any of the regular church
organizations. The allegation that such a
thing as

crawling for Jesus" had been

allowed inany of their meetings wss in-
dignantly denied, as was also the charge
tbat the gas is frequently turned off. In
only two cases had the latter impropriety
been committed, and the acts then were
not those of the Salvation Army, but of
the Skeleton Army, an organization which
Wages constant warfare against the Salva-
tionists. This Skelton Army, by the way,
is mads up of the riff-raff of the com-
munity, though at its back, it is said, fur-
nishing it with the sinews of war, is the
grand army of the publicans, or saloon-
keepers, whose opposition is readily ao-
counted for by the fact that all
SALVATIONISTS ARE PLEDGED TEETOTALERS.

That these, whose business must suffer

fromevery victory it wins, should use all
possible means to bring the armyinto dis-
repute seems perfectly natural, and the

opinion seemed to prevail at this breakfast
that in the present instance the publicans

had made cat's paws, not only of the bum-
mer element, bat of their lordship* the
Bishops alto. Still, however, the Salva-
tion Army marches on, tidings of victory
coming to headquarters from all parts of
the Uoited Kingdom and from many points
on the Continent. Nor can any one deny
that this novel system of evangelism is

people scarcely touched by ordinary church

STE-iEgTI^G ACCOtJST OP CITIES, PEO-
PLE AND CUSTOMS

me Pranks of High Pr oca Carnival as
Witnessed at Cologne— The City cf

Pet fumes— Universities— Etc

My list letter treated of travels and

icenes in Holland. The first place we

\u25a0each on entering Germany from the west
s Atx-la-Chapelle or Aachen, a historical
:i-ty in the Rhenish province of Prussia.
It was once the residence of one of the
•ireateat men in ancient history —of Char-
lemagne, or Charles the Great. His bones
ire resting in the Muenster or Cathedra},
where the German Emperors were crowned
until the year 15*oS. This cathedral con-
ta:na a number of relics and ancient crown-
jewels. Among tbo remarkable edifices
is the Court-house erected in 1353, with its
gothic architecture and its Kaiser-.Saal or

Emperor's Hall. 0.0 the main square is a

splendid fountain and a gilded-bronza
statue cf Charlemagne. Aix-la-Chapelle
has been from time immemorial a noted
watering place. For this reason ithas an
invi'iag and modern appearance, broad
streets, nice residences arid large hotels.
Its hot sulphur springs enjoy a high repu-
tation for their curative properties. It
was formerly a great gambling place ;bat
as gambling has been prohibited inPrussia,
it has lost its notoriety in that respect.
Tae population is about 70.000. Ljing
near the frontier of Belgium and Holland,
and on the main line of travel between
Germany, England and France, ithas

ALMOST A COSMOPOLITAN APPEARANCE.

You may hear four different languages |
spoken in the streets almost every day.
Two daily express trains, between Berlinand
Paris, pass it;and nearly all Western Eu-
rope, visiting the Rome, takes this route.
From Aix-la-Chapelle we branched off to-
wards Dusseldorf, on the Rhine, not wish-
ingto leave this place in the rear en our '

journey up the Rhine, as it is ac interest-
ing city. After passing Krefeld, a very
industrious and pretty town of abcus
50,000 inhabitants, laid out in walks and
lined with trees, we crossed the Rhine and
were in Dußseldorf, This is the seat of
government of the Rhenish province, The
town is divided into threej parts :the Old
and New-town and Karlstadt; the latter
is the prettiest. There are several large
and beautiful rquares, among whioh is tne"

Marktplatz,
'

with a colossal statue of
Prince John William. The surroundings
of Dusseldorf are attractive, and the city
itself is a lively and busy place. The line
arts are greatly cultivated and its cele-
brated academy of painting has over four
hundred pupils. The department of sculpt-
ure is also well represented. Continuing
our journey we arrived at

DKUTZ, OPPOSITE COLOGNE,

Of which itis a suburb. In former years
only a pontoon bridge led across the Rhine,
but now a tine railroad bridge spans both
banks of the river. Both sides are lined
withlarge hotels, all anxious to catch the
wealthy travelers and tourists from abroad.
The principal ones among them are the
Hotel Royal, de Hollande, P.-inz Carl, and
the Hotel Discb, which iscentrally located.
We had arrived at an interesting time for
the good people of Cologne, as it was car-
nival time. Those who have never seen a
large city gone cracy should visit Cologne
on such an occasion. AfterRome and Ve-
nice Cologne takes the palm for mirthful
and extravagant demeanor during carni-
val. Everybody isia duty bound to go out
travestied and disguised for three days,
under penalties which we shall try to de-
scribe, and which is not soon forgotten if
one neglects to submit to the general usage.
Woe to the rebellious or innocent stranger
who does not take heed of these friendly
warning* I On Saturday evening, preced-
ing Wednesday, the fun commences.
Numerous masks are seen patrolicg the
streets ;the theaters, cafes and public re-
sorts have changed their usual appearance,

PRINCE CARNIVAL'S REIGN

Has begun. Toe ever-watchful and extra-
ordinarilysevere Prussian police has van-
ished and given way to a turbulent and
ieemingly wicked .and disordered crowd.
We say seemingly, for, beneath this appa-
rent disorder and licentiousness tbere is
a spirit of long-restrained mirth and free-
dom which gives vent to its feelings under
the guise of a matik. On the following
days no business is transacted ;the stores
are closed, and the churches might as well
be, for few worshipers are eeen there.
The town is —literally crazy. At
noon the grand carnivaliatic procession be-
gins. For several months previous a num-
ber of societies, headed by the wealthier
class of citizins, have been preparing for
the occasion, and a large amount of money
has been invested tomake these processions
brilliantand imposing. Some individuals
contribute several thousand marks to the
general fund. Figure to yourself a hue-
dred or more pompously decorated chari-
ots, cars and carriages fallof masks repre-
senting all kinds of

ALLEGORIES OR RIDICULOUS SCENES,
Interspersed by numerous knights, cava-
liers and pedestrians, and accompanied by

several bands of music, parading the
streets, while the multitude of spectators
are nearly alldisguised and wear grotesque
masks. Now letaninnocent stranger appear
inhis everyday suit and watch his experi-
ence cf the carnival if Cologne. In a
moment- he is surrounded by frolicsome
Harlequins, Paillasos and other satellites
of Prince Carnival. They form a solid
chain around him, through which he can-
not esoape, and before long they make him
almost envy the fate of a foot-ball. If he
has ever read the story of Sancbo Panza,
liftedupon a blanket, in

Don lixote,"

be willundersea n1 that worthy's feelings.
And should he happen to wear a cylinder
hat, a few rogues, dressed in woman's at-

tire, will take ooid of him and pass an old
coffee or fluu.- sack over his head and pull
it down to his knees. When one baud has
left him another takes him up, and the
greater his remonstrances the greater the
fan. Inthe evening we visited toe Grosser
Gaerzenich and witnessed a spectacle worth
seeing. There- must have been over two
thousand people, allmasked, and dancing
in a single hall. *We also saw the Alter
and NeuerKubberg, twolarge halls equally
fullof masked people.

TURMOIL Or EXHILARATION.

On Ash-Wednesday all is over. The
good Christians go to church early to get
their ashy-crcsa ; for Cologne is a good
Catholic city. Notwithstanding this ex-

travagant deportment no reprehensible dis*
orders or crimes of any kind are commit-
ted ;for, letit be said here, there are f-»wer
crime* or misdemeanors committed inGer-
many, even under snch circumstances, tnan
inmany other countries ia ordinary times.
Cologne is a fortified town of 150,000 in-
habitant*. At a distance it haa a grand
and imposing appearance with its many
spires and tovers ;but on reaching the in-

THE DOME OR CATHEDRAL,

One of the largest churches in the world.

It was commenced nearly five centuries
ago and is not quite finished yet. Itsnave

isabout fivehundred feet long. The inte-

rioroffers a grand and magnificent spectacle

of architecture and sculpture ;itis further*
more adorned with many paintings and
statues. ,The aisles of themselves have

snace enough to form each a good -sized
church. At the termination of its two

towers a great and imposing ceremony took
place not long ago, in which the Emperor
and many Princes participated. Cologne
is a city of commerce and industry ;the
latter embraces the celebrated de-co-
logne, known all over the world. There
are over a hundred manufacturers of this
perfume, and each claims to be the genu-
ine firm of

"
Jean Marie Farina." All

have documentary evidence to show that

itis so. Jean Marie Farina, the first com-

pounder of this perfume, was an Italian,
who started this business some centuries
ago, ard was established on the

"
Julichs-

platz." Hence his tuccessers— for itseems
he sold his secret to a number of people-
claim to be the originalfirm, and reside on

This is the starting point
of the famous and rich-landed banks of the
Ithine.

BONN IS A PRETTY TOWN

On the left bank of the river, and ismainly
known for its celebrated university with
its fiveor six hundred students. Its libra-
ry contains ninety thousand volumes. The

place bears the stamp of a German univer-

sity-city, which quires some explanation.
Inother countries the seat of a university
does not offer the same interest as in Ger-
many, and that for several reasons. With-
out wishing to laud extraordinarily German
educational institutions, tbe fact cannot be
disputed that German universities stand at
the head of Euch institutions among the'
nations of the world. But the principal

| reason why they are regarded withpartic-
Iular interest in that country is their politi-

cal as well as civilsignificance. Ia a coun-
try where individual freedom has been re-

A SCAB OR TWO SATISFIES

The injured point of honor. They seem

to glory in these encounters. Bonn de-

rives its main income from the students, as

they are mostly sons of wealthy families,

and spend a great deal of money. The
general characteristics of the people on the

:Rhine are good humor and joviality. They
) are kind and polite towards strangers, hon-
Iest a»d generous indisposition. Their fre-
jquent eentact with people from other na-
tions has made them liberal-minded and
morally superior to the inhabitants of some

less-favored parts of the Fatherland. This
refers to the people livingin the vicinity
of the Rhine, where nature hag favored
them ;but we must also speak of a wide
tract of country extending south and west
as far as Luxemburg and France, which is
ill-favored by nature, and where the inhab-
itants, although good-natured, are ignorant
and rude. One portion called "Eifel,"is
a rough, timbered conntry, where the peo-
ple are mostly poor and know littleof the
outside world. Another called "blunder-
uek," is of a similar kind. In some dis-
tricts the consumption of coffee and tea is
considered an expensive luxury by the
poorer peasants, who take oatmeal soup or
gruel instead, and meat is seldom seen on
their table.

greets your eye ;fowls are strutting about
and the filledpig pens, adjoining the house,
make their presence felt. A side-door,
leading from the kitchen, communicates
with the cow-stable, so that fresh milk is
close at hand. The particular advantages
of this arrangement, in an odoriferous
sense, we shall not discuss, however. Be-
tween the cow-stable and the horse-stable
is a place reserved for thrashing grain in
winter. Flails are stillin üße. as thrashing
is done by hand. On a floor above both
stables the hay and grain is stored. The
reader must not forget tbat these places
are under one and the same roof, so that
the peasants can milk their cows, thrash
their grain and attend to their stock with-
out leaving the house, as interior doors
lead from one place to another. Inbad
weather these arrangements maybe con-
sidered advantageous ; but, for reasons
easily understood, Idoubt whether Ameri-
can farmers would like the plan. It is
true that more and better care is given to
the animals. They are attended to regu-
larly, and suff«r neither from cold, nor
from hunger or thirst. Cows are tied up
the same as horses, littered and cleaned.
