egt.il beaten in withitalso gives flavor to
it. Alittle butter is needed if the fish is
not toooily.

A delicate pudding sauce is made of one
egg beaten withone cup uf sugar. This
may be done some time before dinner ;
when itis time to serve the sauce pour
OV6r the sugar and egg half a cupful of
boiling water; flavor with lemon or rose.

Lsttuce, boiled, makes a good side-dish.
Cook and serve as you do spinach. A
small piece of bacon boiled with itis a good
seasoning.
