ia assured. In household usage itis com-
monly employttd fortable ware, pads, tubs,
fioor-maltiopa, napkins, etc. Itis used iv
the construction of the dome to the Colum-
bia College observato/y. And now we
have a steanboat, which has been nearly
completed, to plyon the Ooio river, that
is almost entirely made of paper. It is
twenty tea Ilong, aud has a carrying ca-
pacity of several ton*. The sheathing ita
solid body of paper three eighths of an
Inch thick. It would seem that there are
twobets characteristic of paper at a build-
ins; material whichpeople would not natu-
rally look for. First, it appears that, de-
spite the- brittle nature of -he material in
its more common forms, it may be made
firmei, because more compact, than wood.
S.cond, while in a thin form it readily
yields to moisture, it may be made by
pressure to resist water even better than
wood. These two qualities of strength
and impertio-snesa matt combine to insure
the popularity of the material. It is a

common principle that paper, cotton and
such toft materials offer more resistance to
blows than do many of the tough metals.
Thus a bulletmight be fired at such a sur-
face and penetrate to a lett distance than
in wood. Practical testa prove that this
principle aoplips to article* manufactured
_;. prcs-cd paper.—[Cleveland iljrald.

HAIR CUTTING.

Itmay be that cutting and shaving may
For the time increase the action of the
growth, bat it has no permanent effect
eith-;r upon the hair-bulb or tbe hair-sac,
snd willnot inany way add lifeto tbe hair.
Un the contrary, catting and sharing will
;anse tbe hair to grow longer for the time
being,butin the end willinevitablyshorten
its term of lifeby exhausting the nutritive
action of the hair-forming apparatus.
When the hairs are frequently cut they
will usually .become coarser, often losing
the but. if gloss of the tine and delicate
hairs. The pigment willlikewise change —
brown, for instance, becoming chestnut,
md black changing to a dark brown. In
addition, the ends of very many willbe
split and ragged, presenting a brush-like
ippearance. If the hairs appear stunted
in their growth upon portions of the scalp
Jr bear.i, or gray hairs crop op here and
there, the method of clipping off the ends
ii the short hairs, of plucking out the
ragged, withered anil gray hairs, willallow
them to grow stronger, loncer and thicker.
Mothers, in rearing their children, should
aot cut their hair at certain periods of the
fear (luring the superstitious period \u25a0," full
moon), in older to increase tbe length and
luxuriance as they bloom into womanhood
and manhood. This habit of cutting the
hair of children brings evil in place of
good, and is also condemned bythe distin-
guish id worker in this department, Prof.
Kaposi, of Vienna, wbo states that itis well-
known that the hair of women who possess
luxuriant locks from the time of girlhood
never again attains its original length after
having once been cut. i'iucas has made
the same observation by frequent experi-
ment, and he adds that there is a general
opinion that frbquent cutting of the hair
increases its length ;but the effect is dif-
ferent from that generally supposed. Thus,
upon one occasion be states that be cut off
circles of bair an inch in diameter on the
heads of healthy men, and from wesk to
week compared the intensity of the growth
of the shorn place with the rest of the
hair. The result waa surprising to this
close and careful observer, as he found in
some cases the numbers were equal, but
generally the growth became slower after
cutting, and he has never observed an in-
crease inrapidity. Imight also add that
I believe many beardless faces and bald-
heads in middle and advancing age are
often due to constant cutting and shaving
in early life. Tile young girls and boys
seen daily upon the streets with their
closely-cropped heads, and the young men
with their clean-shaven faces are year by
year by this fashion having their hair-
forming apparatus over-strained.
