SALVATOR TROAI.
His Examination In the Superior Court

upon a Charge of Wife Murder— The
Testimony of Six Witnesses for the
Prosecution.

Tte examination of Salvaior Trosi,
charged withtie murder of his wife in the

1 southern portion of tliicounty on the eves-
ing of the 223 of February. 18S2, wis com-

menced at 11:35 A. M. yesterday in the Su-
perior Court, Judge J. W. Armstrong pre-
sidio:;. The facts so far as known in this
case hava been repeatedly published, and &3

two men have been arrested charged withthe
crime, and aa everything goes to thow that
the murder was committed by bat one, the
ciee is shrouded inmystery, and attracts the
attention of the entire public. The defend-
ant appeared inCourt with his ccur-sel, N.
Greece Curtu. 8. Solon Holl, Henry L.
Enckley and Frank H. Moore. The prose-
cution is conducted by District Attorney
Carey and Attorney-General Marshall. The
prosecution asked that the information
axainit the -defendant be read inopen Court,
which was done by the Clerk. Everything
being in readineee the protecntion called
Mrs. A. M.White to the witness stand.

Judge H'.il atked that all the witr.e?=ea
who had been sabpenaed in the case be called
inand sworn, and pat under the rule of the
Court. The followingn*med witnesses were
called into the court-room, sworn and in-
iftri,r';ed to remain out of the court-room dar-
ing the trial, but to remain within hearing cf
the. Court. Th;y were also forbidden to con-
verse with one another in regard to the case
or any testimony that they wou'd h>ivion the
witness H'.an I, For the prosecution, Mrs. A.

Wa3 cu'lcd to tha »t 4:.IK She said she re-
sided eight mil?s witof Salt, ;resided there
in Febru*ry, ISB2. Iwas acquainted with
Mrs. Trcai during her lifetime ;live aboil a
mile ar.d a quarter southeast of Troni'i! r. ;-

dence; the intervening land is hilly. Ihere
i-> not a direct roid between the two bouses,
i--both plac^ are situated back a eonsider-
ih'.e distance from the road. Isaw the body
of ili3 deceased about 6 o'clock on tha even-
ing of the murder, in the presence of Mrs.
Giffmy, Miss Bcanlan, Kay Gaffney, Mr.
T.-oai, tiia little girl and my husbund. Mr.
Troai came rafter me, and Iaccompanied him,
to.ret! with my husband and Hula boy.
We met Miss Scanlan and Mr?. Gallaey on
tha road, about half way. There was no one
at Troai't house but the littlegirl. The body
o! tha deceased was lying in the front
potion of the house. Her head was
toward the north, ficicg the west, or
rather her face wa3 turned up slightly ;
it locked a? though At had Mien toward
the steps ;a littleblood was on her face, and
it bore rather it pleasant expression. We
brought her inside and placed her on the
Boor and Iwashed her face. Her clothing
Hfts rot torn much by the phot. Her dr.s-)
ii-a! a dark color; tlie waist was dork'r
than the skirt. Her era were closed, an 1I
c tnnot say what wes the position of her artna.
Mr. Whit?, Ji seph White, Mrs. Gaffoey and
myaslf liftedtha dec?aa?d and brought her
inta the house. Witn?i>s described the
rooms of the house. My husband and
Mr. Troai removed the deceased fto-n
the fbor to the bed. Tee body
was not undreesed until the Coroner arrived,
next evening. The wound was in tli» right
shoulder, side and breast. None of the shot
extended below the elbow, ar.d the wound in
the breast wes cot more than biz inches in
diime'.er. Saw some of the shot taken fr.m
the body withsmall pincers. List saw Mm,
Troai about three months previous to the
homicide. Saw two ;:ui-8 in the house that
night ;one was an old musket end tin other
a doub'e-barrelei'. Fhotgur>. Saw a leather
«bot pouch on an old stove ina room adjoin-
ing to tbo one in which the deceased w.\&

placed. Troai cat down cc a chair and held
the littlegirl until she went to sleep, and af-
terwards walked around the bouse crying.
Did not see him load a gun ;don't remember
whether Troai wtnt out of tbe house that
night ;he sat in the room with the corpzQ
whileIwas there. We have livedlive years
in that cei^hboihood. Troai always spoke
highly of his wife.

IIBS. ISABELLA GAFFSET

Said the resided nice miles east of Gait.
Know 3alv*tor Troai ;he lives south of our
place about a quarter of a mile. We call him
sam Troai. Can see his bouse from oura.
Know Mrs. Trcai for five yean. Sam Troai
called rco abr.ut >:30 P. m. on tiia 221 of Feb-
ruary, 1883, tJ go to l,i-i house. Iwent and
enter- . tbe hou«e, following him, My little
boy, 11 years old, and Miss Scanlan, a eebo.il
teacher, accimpanied me, There was also
a little Kir' in the house. Iwas di-
rected by Troai to enter tbe west door.
When Trail tirat called mo he eni 1: "C. in? !
come !John Is*'shot Magareto iv tho f;tc*%"
Iaaktd him if she ivis cead, ot.d Lo said :
"Not yer. Come, ma'am; rietty eoan, I
think." Iwai at Ih^t time t.bcut a quarter
of a mila north of my hcu c. Troai. was
juipirg up a^d dnwr, pu'.lin-j fa Ihiir.
Heard » gun go (ft abau: ten uiiiinte^ before
that, Tse fbiit came from the direction of

| the ravine south of the b a B. Iwi\u25a0 half a
mi!o from Troa ihouse warn Iheard the
shot. After arriving at the bouse requested
Tr-^i to light tbe l»icp. '? ha corpse lsy be-
tween the coop and the house. Iapproached
it, and pUcing my hands upon tha face of th«
deeaesed Idiscovered that it wss cold. I
sai.i to Tr. ».i :"She is de»d." He replied :

I"What! dead?" "Yes." Isaid, "she is
dead, asd ysukaewshe was dead when you
tollme she was alive, and y .v have pot me
iv a pcrape by bricgin>: me here." Her head
was about two feet from the wall of the
house. 1 straightened the corpse out and
found it to b> a very cold tody to be dead so
short a time, as he slid it was.
Her face was not wounded, was as white as
a sheet of paper, her eyrs closed, and she had

joa a pleasant mile. Wton we arrived there
we found the child in the kitchen, with the
doors ahu^. Tbero was no blood on h-r
hinds. Isteeped hack and told him to
go and call Mr.and Mrs. White. He said
be wouldstop and get his gun.

enough harm with it." He replied he was
afraid of John. Itold him he need not be
afraid.

Iknow nothing of the contents of
the box. Troai has never tt&idalone in that
boose since. Mrs. Troai htd Informed me
that herself and sister owned two lots in j
Stockton. She also stated that in a few!
months she would be able to prove up on the I
lot', and then the and her sister wouldgo to
Suck ton and she wocld live no longer with
Sam. ytU was twoweeks before the murder.

Mrs. Troaj ;found
two shotguns and one musket in Troai's
house ;they were in tbe small bedroom in
the southeast corner ;be loaded his pistol at
toy suggestion ;Icautioned John against
going out at night, and advised him to ait in
a dark room ;hi went cut, however, and dis-
regarded my advice ;he said be was not
afraid of John.

JOHN white.

Ireside eight and one-half miles northeast
of the town of Gait. Am acquainted with
the defendant. And in her lifetime was ac-
quainted with his wife. Iwas called for by
Troai on the day of the murder, and on going
to his place found his wife dead. She lay in
the yard on her back, her head resting on a
pillowand her arms cr 3-:ed upon her body.
Heard ihjshot about twenty minutes before
Troai came to our place. Myself, wife and
one of u,y son*, and Mrs G-afTcey, carried
the corpse into the home. Troai did not help
to bring her in the house, but did assist in
pUcing her on the bed. [Witness desciibed
the building, guns, tbe wounds on the de-
ceased and the action of Troai, similar to tbe
preceding witLe^s. He also, from a diagram,
explained the situation of the body as itwas
found, and also pointed cut a place on the
fence where shot was found sticking in the
pickets.] Saw spots of blood on the floor
after the body was placed upon the bed. The

JOHN WILSOS
Said :Ireside 10 miles east cf Gait; am ac
qu&inted with tbe defendant, and was slightly
acquainted with his wife; was at Troai's
hc.ure the night of the murder ;when Iar-
rivedIfound Mm White, Sim Tr.iai, Mm.
Gaffoey trtd Miss Scanlan there ;the body
of the deceased was lying on the bed ;itwas
about 8 o'clock when Iarrived, and Ire-
mained all night ;saw two shotguns in the
bedroom ;Mr. Craig accompanied me to the
bouse.

nEXHr scott
Said : Ireside seven miles east of Gait ;
know the defendant by si^ht, but was not sc-
qnaintcd with the murdered woman ;Mr.
Woite :am" to my place and in'ormed me
that J. he Lentinihad shot Sim Troai'u wife,
a::d wsnted me to go there and stay over
night; several of the neighbors were present,
and t::e corpse was lying on the bed ;
saw two or three funs in the house;

.-a- Bam Troai put a load of Ehot
in one of the guns that night.
When Troai »vent out be "Vis cautioned to bo
e»ri'fr.!, for Ijentini might be around nil
shtiot Mm. lie replied that be di1 not care,
his rife was killed,and he did net care
longer to lire. He said Jobn had hal a row
that evening, and Jobn had come bark and
shot his wife. Discovered drops of blood on
the floorfrom the east door of the wts'. room,
and extending on a line with the doors across
the same. Examined the door-casing and the
premises for evidences of shot, but could < h-

.over none. Discovered two shot in the
picket fence in frontof the house one day last
week. Ono of the cbots had entered from in
front and the other witha considerable slant.
Troai told m his wif3 had bsen shot while
open'nT the doors into the west room. My
investigation at the time made me believe
that Troai's statement w»3 true.

At5:50 r. m the Court adjourned to 9 A.
M. today. From the cumber ot witnesses
"uliiieLaedand the clow progress mada yea-
terday, the case willinallprobability occupy
the Court durirg the entire week.
