PASSING REFLECTIONS UPON THE
THOMAS CONCERTS.

An Applauso which Could Not be Sup-

pressed—lncidents tr.d Impressions

of the First Musical Concert.

San Fkani is' o, Jane 13, ISS3.
The city is warm and dusty by day and

"muggy" and dark by night; bat in

spite of all,and all the more, do the peo-
ple swarm to the pavilion to hear the
Thomas concerts. To be sure, a goodly

company of the audiences has totally mis-
taken the true inwardnees of the organisa-
tion, and instead of orchestra concerts

fondly imagine that all that wonderful en-
semble of perfect instruments is for is to

accompany the charming Kuma Thursby ;

but even these deluded one3go, if only for

the chance of hearing their favorite once.
By the way, the audience had a little
tussle with Thomas' iron will this after-

noon at the last concert, and the soldierly
old director had the best of it,of course.
Ifthey had studied the shape of his head
and his physiognomy, they would have

known that defeat was deßtined to be theirs
in any such contest. It was like this :
Miss Thursby sang Handel'B "Sweet
Bird," witha tlute obligato, and was rap.
turously recalled, and again, and yet again,
with such stormß of applause as seemed to
solicit without words—lhad almost said
tacitly—

a concession from the lordly ukase
on the Bubject of encores. Miss Thursby
bowed and

And disappeared, but the clapping went

on. Mr. Thomas took the stand ;atill the
andience clapped and stamped.

No etFect
was produced on the decision of the in-
dexible director, however ;he inexorably
waved his white baton to the last notes of
the Mendelssohn number, and the multi-
tude gradually subsided. Then they
sulked, the wayward throng: they '\u25a0\u25a0/<\u25a0
daiait Thomas, for he had arranged the
rest of his programme for the popular ear
exclusively —the Rigoletto quartet, and
waltzes and polkas by the Strausses ;but

What a siaaou it has been ! What an
event in the city's life and in the lives of

many of the individuals composing the

great audiences ! To so many of us it ia

such music as we never hoped to hear.
There are just a few things more ijratefu',
more overwhelmingly satisfactory in real-
ization than in the most fervent anticipa-

tion, and rich music by a trained orchestra
is assuredly one of them. The first night,
when there was such a j*m and crush at

the doors, and, once seated, the audience
on the flaor began locating the boxes

and making a

note of the white costumes, the instant
Thomas raised his baton, evoking like a
wizard's wand the tirst strong notes of

Went over the audienca that is only to be

produced by genuine power. Aa Thomas

stood there night after night, directing the

threat symphonies and overtures of the
world, he was an epitome of brains in-
telligently applied with perseverance to-
ward a definite aim, Sometimes he seemed
like a performer on some mighty, complex
instrument, and sometimes like a General
direcking his forces

—
separate wills,yet all

bent to one object. He has the round head
and deep-set eyes of a General, too. Every
instrument in the orchestra has the choice
tone of a solo instrument, and all seem
music-saturated; as ifbut to touch them
would elicit a musical reverberation. The
Californians, Louis and Hrnst Sohmitt, are
with the orchestra

—
the former among

the %st violins, the latter with the cellos
The bowing of the players of the stringed
instruments was an endless wonder and
delight —

so absolutely uniform that a
board arranged just to clear one would
never be struck by the others. Tne
grandest burst of sound, the fullest and
completest and most satisfying, was the
march and chorus from Tannhauser on the
Wagner night.

TIIK CHORUS OF SIX 111 Nl>l:ED VOICES,

Beautifully trained by Mr. Loring, one of
the most intelligent workers inthe cause of
music that the city possesses, did its work

with spirit and confidence that spoke vol-

umes for their enthusiam and study, and
the wonderful drilling of their master. The
house was a picture, especially when seen
from the balcony boxes. The parallelo-
gram of the chairs upon the floor lying be-
tween the graduated tiers of the chorus
seate at one end, and the up-stairs gradu-
ated seats for the rest of the audience at
the other, and framed in by the double
row of dress-circle boxes, while above ran
the balcony boxes, specially well tilled en
the Wagner and Beethoven nights. All
the vocalists were exceptionally good, no
one phenomenal

—
that is, not what one

would call a "big" voice— for even be-
witching Miss Thursby, while her voice is
pure and true, and her execution nearly
perfection, and her repertory extended,
lacks a certain majesty and heartfulness
which are part of a great voice. One of
her most delightful numbers was the fa-
miliar

"
una voce," from "the Barber,"

whose light, arch variations suited her
voice and style equally

lira. Humphrey Allen decided that she
was a dramatic singer, acd gave her mind
to the study of the great air from •' Frei-

ichutz" and Beethoven's "Ah Pertido,"
and the method she employed to tatie the
latter would make her fortune if she
would (ell the secret to the tiger-trappers.
How li'nlshe do it! Mrs. Belle Cole, with
a less attractive personal appearance, had
the true, rich, appealing quality that be-
longs, par excellence, to the alto voice.
Her "Lnllaby" at the Saturday matinee
had just the exquisite tenderness such a
song requires, and without which it is
nothing. Mr.Harvey was like all tenors.
He had a cold, poor man, and was acutely
nervous when he sang his solo, Faust's
great air. He did better with Siegmund's
love song on the Wagner night, and quite
shone in the Beethoven t-io on the
Beethoven night. Franz Itemmertz, the
bass, came Dear to being a great singer.
Certainly only < Jermani can interpret Ger-
man music. Schubert's "By the Sea,"
which Mr. Remmertz sang on the opening
night, was just what Heine meant and
Schubert understood, and "Oh Thou, My
Lovely Evening Star," which Mr. Rem-
mertz sang on the Wagner night,

The harp accompaniment, and coming
right after the Tannhauser overture, made
pleasure almost pain. We were fortunate
in having Mme. Hive-King as pianist. To-
day she substituted a fantaisie on Hunga-
rian airs, by Liszt, tor the

Chopin Ron-

do," in X Jit, which was her number on
the programme, and itwas the most brill-
liant playing she has given us this season.
Perhaps, if one might dare to find a fault
with the favorite pupil of L:szt, her play-
ing sometimes lacks in spiritand dash, but
to-day she played with special inspiration.
The people are satisried. Ithas been a
great an»ir, this sending for Thomas and
going to hear him, and they talk freely
of another such season next year, and
speak as familiarly of bauoons and sor-
did as formerly of booms acd margin;.
Everybody is most musical, most merry,
most happy, and when oext the streets are
torn up within a radius of a mile all round,
then we shall know that there is about to
be a gieit shew at the Pavilion.
