Sacramento Valley Fruit Lands— Value of
Sunflower Seed -Grasses for Dry
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The beneficial results to be attained
by subsoil plowing received quite an ex-

tended consideration by us in these col-
umns some time fcince. It was then shown

that in many parts of the E»at eubaoil
plowing and thorough cukivatioa had re-

salted in securing good crops, while ad-
joini; field*, treated inthe ordinary meth-

—with thaliow plowing and imperfect

cultivation
—h»d utterly failed in Bcasons

of drought*. An instance was also given

where » ram in Sin .1 .vi'iiri county had
found a like result from similar methods,

while hi» neighbors, who had only surface-
plowed inpreparing thtir iiMs, were pro-
portionately alightfd by nature in its
lioauty. Tee writer, while ia the Sin
Joaqnin valley list week, raide considera-
ble ir.>|airy and investigation with a view
to learning the cattte of fine grain pros-
pects in Borne lielJs, while there was very
much less ivothers, .iithe result was allin
support of the theory above stated.

The importance of this subject may be
readily comprehended by all at first sight,
but upon reflection it willbe seen to be of
vaat concern to the people of the State,
and the very keystone to a new and grand
success in such sections us have only had
crops at such irregular intervals of seasons
as the uncertain rains of winter seemed to
permit. litail uncertainty can be over-
come, and in its place the fertile lands
which have thus far held fait to nearly all
their virgin power, ' HUM of the uncer-
tainty of rains to mike them produce, can
be rendered as certain through any new
method as they have heretofore been other-
wise, it will not only be doubling the pro-
dujtive value of many vast sections in va-
rious parts of the S;ate, but in the San
Joaquin valley alone willbring into an-
nual succession profitable crops over an
empire in extent of territory which has
heretofore only given uncertain returns in
about one year in four or five. If suoh a
transition as this in the grain-producing
status of the State can in any manner be
be brought about, it would virtually be re-
garded as certain evidence of lack of sanity
for any person whose interests could be fa-
vorably » fifer.-\ by it,not to take the nec-
essary steps aud use the required energy to
avail themselves of such permanent tiuau-
cial advantages. Unfortunately, so little
attention has been paid in California to
deep plowing, and especially to subaoiling,
that the instances wherein demonstration
in possible a3 to these results are exceed-
ingly rare. A sufficient number of cases,
however, can even now hi found in scat-
tered1 localities of the State to establish
the theory and fact stated, that by subsoil
plowing and thorough cultivation good
crops may bo rendered generally sure inthe
dryer »•. 1 now uncertain sections, and
thereby removing the uncertainty now ex-
isting from dependence upon favorable
winter rains. A convincing example of
this fact can now be seen upon the ranch
of W. L, Ashe, between Atwater and Mer-
ced. Here are several hundred acres in
wheat just ripening, which stands nearly
as high aa the head of a man ; very thick
upon the groncd, and withheads of grain
ranging from four to six inches in length.
Same heads were found which exceeded
the latter figure. This was admitted to be
no better ground than other fields about
it,and while there is much good grain in
the vicinity, the™ is none that will com-
pare with thin. Tho neighbors are con-
vinced and wellunderstand the reason, and
remarked, "It's the way he cultivated the
land."

This ground in this case was first plowed
to a uniform depth of twelve inches, as
summer (allow, ond immediately after-
wards cross-plowed eight inches deep. la
tho fallor winter, at sowing time, it was
plowed again, but not as deep as the sec-
ond time, aid the wheat very thoroughly
put in. Tha result is as above stated.
Now here was combined deep plowing and
thorough cultivation, although the plowing
was not Hullijiently deep to ha what is
properly termed subsoil plowing.
Itis said that the work and seed had

cost $5 per acre, when the seeding was
completed. Tnis amount, to those who are
in the habit of merely scratching over the
ground, and call that putting in wheat,
would seem an exorbitant outlay ; but
when three or four fold return is produced
upon the same ares, and with only the
sinic amount of capital invested in land,
the great profit and advantage of the sys-
tem is a; once apparent.

If then the result given above can be ob-
tained from merely deep plowing, and that
because the moisture is better retained in
dry seasons, or on dry lands, subsoitiug to
a depth of from fourteen to sixteen inches
will render the operation or system still
more \u25a0Bit and successful, and substantially
tolve tho problem of overcoming failures
from lai-k of rain. Most of the soil in the
Sun Juaquin valley can be subsoil-plowed
with bat the least ill-ct, as the earth is
looso and ian be turned up deep with
only light draft of plow. Nearly the en-
tire valley, where not irrigated, suffers
by far the majority of seasons for want of
rain, and Uilare of crops result. Other
portioc3 of the Slate also gaffer frequent
failure from the tame cjuse. Let the tact
become established

—
or rather known, be-

cause it is already established— that in
aubsoil plowiug and thorough cultivation
these failures and loes?a of ciops can, as a
rule, bo overcome, and the value of Cali-
fornia farm?, as well as the wealth from
products, willbe proportionately increased.

county. Next in view came the enormous
vineyard and orchard of 500 acres set out
last »['ring by the N»toma Water and Min-
ing Cjmpany. Tnis company has not
spared any expense inprocuring the finest
qualities of grape cuttings from Italy,Ger-
many. Spain and France. The cuttings,
with but few exceptions, are growing very
finely.

Fruit land in Sacramento county brings
as high a price as $100 per acre, and even
higher. And yet in our county

—
Contra

Costi
—

the same quality of land, fully as
contiguous to market, can be secured at
one-half the price. This may sound
strange to the viticulkurist. Bat it is
ea*ilv explained wnen we state that Con-
tra iVista has not had its railroad commu-
nication many years, and is consequently
not so well-known to the outside world as
the beautiful valley of Sacramento. We
look forward to the day —

and a not far
distant one, either

—
the vine and

fruit lands of Cjntra Costa will bring
double their present prices. The vast ship-
ping improvements being built along th«
Straits of Cirquinez, from Port Cjsta to
Martinez, will certainly invite the atten- j
tion of numerous people to the interior

'
beauties of oar county.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The Plan Grange has, for a few years
part, devoted it*e!f to ths experimenting
of different kinds of grasses, with the ob-
ject o" obtaining tome kind that will
thrive on the dry foils of portions of the
\u25bcalley, and at toe same time will with-
stand the severity of our winters. Amoag
the varieties now being tested are the tr- j

ergreen millet, a variety of meadow grass,
Japan clover and meadow fessler. Some
of these grasses display congeniality to
their surroundings, and itis probable that
they willprove to be highly valuable. It
is the intention of the Grange to have a
report prepared and published, showing
the results of these experiments as econ as
sufficient data therefor can be secured.
Such a report willbo interesting, and it*
coming will be awaited with interest.

Anlowa farmer gives these novel direc-
tions fur raising cabbage seed :Procure a
good, sound, firm hea I, and ifithas a long
stalk or stem, cut itoff close to the head,
throw the root aside and plant the head
only. This may seem folly and contrary

to nature, and I »nt that it is contrary
to general practice. Dig a hole deep
tnoui/h to bury the whole head ;put in
your ige-bead and cover up and press
the earth closely, leaving the top of the
head about an inch below the surt»ce.
Then take a knife ana cut the head in the
form of a cross, and leave the result to the
growtn of the season

—
being careful, how-

ever, to cultivate enough tokeep the weeds
down, and stake up the stalk to keep the

ed trom the ground, and you willbe sure
to have an abundant crop of seed.

Agriculturists claim sunflower seed tobe
the best egg-producing food known for
poultry, keeping them in a thriving condi-
tion and largely increasing the production
of eggs. Every poultry raiser who tries it
will find that the seed is the best food
known for glossing the plumage of fowls,
and is aim indispensable to those who
want to lit their bir Is for exhibition to the
best advantage. The Russian sunflower
is easily raised, requires very little care,
cm bo crown in fence corners, or other
places difficult to cultivate. Its produc-
tion of seed is immense, yielding often at
the rate of 100 bushels to the acre. It
should be planted in hill*four feet apart,
any time from the 10;h of May to the Ist
of July. Three quarts of seed willplant
an acre.

Mr. Gautier, of near Bear river bridge,
brought us ivsome samples of wheat from
his place the other day that measured over
five feet in hight. He also brought in a
sample of orchard grass, which ha has
growing on bis place. This, from all ac-
counts, is likely to he the crop for the foot-
bills, as it is claimed for it thatitproduces
a good hay, a heavy crop, and once rooted,
lives without irrigation, producing a strong-
er crop witheach succeeding spring.

It
can be diluted at willwith water so as not
to interfere with the constitution of the
plant.

Atthe recent meeting of the State Hor-
ticulturist Society in San Francisco, dur-

California," A. T. Hatch said he thought
that early blooming seedlings best resisted
frost and wtrj easier to hull. Ha re-
counted his own experiments, and said
that he averaged a yearly profit of about
|80 an acre, at a bit a pound, and eighty
trees to the acre.

The following ia recommended for pre-
serving machinery : Tike one-half ounce
of camphor, dissolve inone pound of melted
lard ;take off the scum and mix it in as
much tine black lead as willgive itan iron
color. Clean the machinery and smear
with this mixture. After twenty-four
hours rub clean with a soft linen cloth. It
willkeep clean for months under ordinary
circumstances.

The export of sheep from Canada is now
assuming such large proportions that it
bids fair to become one of the leading, in-
dustries of the agriculturist. The num-
bers of sheep ehioped to Europe during the
p3st year were 75,905, worth about $500, •
000, and to the United States 233,000,
worth in round figures $900,000, or alto-
gether a trade of about $1,400,000 per an-
num.

At a meeting of the Sinta Clara Viticult-
ural Association, held recently at San
Jose, itwas decided to hold a Wine grow-
ers' Convention in that city on the "Jlst and
22 1of August, and an invitation was ten-
dered the State at large to send delegates
to attend the same.

Perkins A Co. and James C. Gray are
erecting a fruitcannery at Oroville, which
is to have a capacity of 5,000 cans per day
of ten hours. The machinery has been or-
dered, and the new firm willsoon be ready
to make contracts for fruit.

M. Angot finds that the harvest inFrance
for winter wheat is retarded on an average
four lays when the hightis increased about
300 feet.

The Monkey Txiuk.
—

Prof. Bickmore
in a recent lecture at the American Muse-
um of Natural History, in New York, on
"Insectivore.Chiroptera and Qaadrumana,"
said :The insectivora, or insect eaters, are
divided into moles and hedgehocs. The
moles have bigbly developed shoulder-
blades, and wide, paddle-like feet for forc-
ing their way through the ground. Tney
have eyes, but these are covered with the
soft, furry hair, which extends all over the
animal's body. Some pictures of a curious
looking flying lemur were shown on the
screen, and twostuffed specimens were ex-
hibi:cd. The chiroptera, or bats, are di-
vided into leaf-nosed and fruit-eating spe-
cies. The vampire bat is a small leaf-nosed
creature. Its tongue is rough like that of
a cat, so that it can rasp the skin from the
tlosh of a man and suck his blood. The
fruit-eaters are rather larg», and have well-
developed molar teeth. First among the
monkeys, or quadrumana, the lemur;, were
mentioned. They crawl on all-fours, and
belong to a low order of monkey, looking
more like dogs than anything else. Among
the monkeys of the old world are the dog-
nosed species. Their noses are like those
of dogs, and their canine teeth are well
developed. These belong to the baboon
class. Toe lion monkey, also a baboon,
has a heavy mane, and looks something
likean old man wrapped up in a mu.'H-r.
A picture was shown of a croup of these
monkeys perched upon the limb of a tree.
The picture closely resembled a Democratic
caucus in fullblast. The canto, or bearded
saki, is a very homely monkey, which
keeps up a mournful howling allnight in
the forests. Another monkey has a nose
like a lobster's claw, which grows as
the beast grows older, until it finally
reaches a resting place on its chin. Among
the anthropoids the first to claim attention
itthe orang-outang. These gentlemen are
the forest tramps. They move slowly, and
pend much of their time in making beds

for themselves of broken limbs. The
tshego, from the west coast of Africa, has
> habit it walking 00 hu knuckles. He
has a mild, intelligent eye, and a well-de-
veloped brow. Chimpanzees exhibit affec-
tion, and sometimes weep after their keep-
ers. The gorillas are row found only in
the region around the Congo river, in
Africa, though Hanao found some icaeh
further north. :.

laws hive been enacted to protect game
during breeding Beason, and we are com-
pelled to believe these continuous reports ;
when from every quarter we hear a de-
cided sentiment expressed by sportsmen
against these acts ;when we aro unable to
Lind among lovera of the gun and sports of
the tieli, a sinjie expression of opposition
to game protection ; when we rind Bports-
meii'j a^'ocialiona existing everywhere,
and new ones formimr: when we hear of
existing game protective associations in
every part of our land ; of State sports-

man 3 associations and c inventions of
sportsmen with representatives from every
district ;when we consider that the senti-
ment of game protection is so universal
and unanimous, it is almost impossible to
comprehend why so many violations are
committed, or that it is possible that they

! can be committed without detection. But
greatest of ail is the wonder as to who the
perpetrators are. Every candid, unselfish
upirtsman should paa°e and consider
whether, with this sentiment so universa
a^iiiiatjviolationn,itcan be possible for

"
re-

negnde sportsmen "todestroy game enough
during the breeding season to lead to ex-
termination, unless the

"
renegade

"
class

includes far more than sportsmen are gen-
erally willingto admit that itdoes.

Wnile there is no doubt that the effect
of destruction during the breeding season
is vis-ible, yet itis difficult to decide that
the true causa of diminution has been
truly and fully considered. It is a vain-
glorious boast that "he is not a sportsman
who willtake game daring the close of the
season," when the party co asserting will,
by every means of which he is capable,
seek totake game to any extent whatever
in his power, simply for sake of the spurt
of slaughter. That there exists such an
element among sportsmen there is no
doubt

—
an element that no law", willJeter

or opposing sentiment of society entirely
hold in check ; whose desire for recreation
g(C3 beyond their judgment or feelings of
humanity ;whose gratification is greater
incommitting an unlawful and unneces-
sary act than the pleasure afforded in a
privilege granted them.

The second element found among sports-
men is one which, while he advocates the
close season, never loses an opportunity for
a shot when the chance of exposure ia not
great. The third ia the man who owns a
pot-metal gun and a mongrel dog. Hia
love for fieldsports when the season opens,
and for want of something to do, never
allows a Sunday or idle day to paes that he
does nnt devote to the slaughter of every
game bird he can liud or decoy withinhis
ability to kill, and for which he ha 3no
proper use.

The number of birds killed during the
close season, excepting doves, are very
few

—for the reasons, first, that thera ia too
great a ri3k ; and, aecond, because the
birds do not congregate in sufficient num-
bers to make the Bport interesting. Yet
the number is far too great. If,however,
it waa one hundred times greater, the ef-
fect would not equal that of the superflu-
ous slaughter beyond the wantß of those
who killas an accomplishment, or for am-
bition to excel, and the delusion of pleas-
ure. The killing of inferior animals by
man ia justifiedso far a3 his wants extend.
The pursuit of game and its killing is jus-
tified to this same extent, and so far as, in
its pursuit, man can tind health and recrea-
tion, it 19 proper ;but beyond this it be-
comes unjustifiable, unmanly and degrad-
ing.

MISCELLANEOUS.
As has been seen by dispatches, the in-

ternational rills contest is to linally take
place at Wimbledon. The English team
got down from their high horse,
and adopted permission for the
use of the screw

-
adjusting

wind gauge, probably having discovered
how utterly untenable and unreasonable
was its position, not to say that it savored
strongly of a disreputable effort to gain au
advantage in conditions, without which it
was refusing to meet its adversary. The
shooting of the American team at final
practice at < reedmoor, as given in dis-
patches yesterday, shows a record at 800,
!»00 and 1,000 yards of S i7 12 out of a pos-
sible 100, surpassing Britishrecord of la3t
jear by five points. The twelve selected
to constitute the American team are, in
order of merit at last practice shoot :
I).i!an, S. -I. S-ott, Uabbeth, Kainer, Butt,
Polland, Walter Scott, Panlding, Cub,
Van Heußen, Smith and Stewart. Their
practice record is, from best information
obtainable, '24 points in tho lead of tho
record practice of the British team which
they are to meet at Wimbledon.

The recent contests batween Dr. Carver
and Captain Minardna hai raised the ques-
tion a3 to who ia in reality entitled to the
name of champion wing shot of the world.
There can be no question that good mirki-
mansbip with a gun of small caliber is evi-
dence of better skill than the same results
attained with a gun of larger caliber, dp-
tain Ujganlus, after being defeated by Dr.
Carrer, both nsing small caliber guns in
accordance with established rules, chims
that his defeat was owing to having to
comply with this rule, and that if allowed
to use a gun of larger size he can turn the
tables np'n his successful competitor.
Wnile this is a doubtful proposition aa to
fact, it is also an Ineffective method of
holding himself upon a level with Carver,
inthe minds of sportsmen, aa to their re-
lative skill.

An instance of the rapid increase and
profit of c»rp was recently witnessed en
the premises of I'tters & Mi!co, near At-
water, in Mercei county. Their pon3,
which is about one hundred and twenty
feet rquare and six feet deep, was con-
structed about a year and a half ago, and
WM stocked with live carp in the spring of
1882, for which rive dolUrs each was paid.
Upin the water being drawn off this spring
i:was found that there wai nearly 2.000
cirp in the pond, and the smallest of them
was from seven to eight inches iv length.
Tois is a remarkable increase from a plant
of only rive in a single year.

Everything seems to be gettine along
very well, says the Grass Valley T
at the experimental rish hatchery at Sheb-.
ley's. Spawn from Modoc county trout
will be tried in this hatchery. This re-
minds us to remark that when the picnic
takes place near there, on Wednesday, the
I3;h instant, it will be interesting for
young and old who go to the picnic to look
at the hatchery. Itm»y be that some one
livingnear town, seeing how rish are prop-
agated, will establish hatcheries right at
home. Many here have the water tor
pondt for ti-*h breeding.

A clause of the game law passed by the
L»;:sl»tare last winter reads in relation
to doves as follows : "Every person who
in this Statt, between the first day of
January and the first day of Jane of each
year, huntc, pursues, takes, kills or

ys doves, is guilty of a misde-
meanor." Thus it appears that the close
seison for doves has ended. But it most
be remembered that the Act from which
the aH-,\e imitation is mt'le do«3not go
into effect until July 1. 1883, so that it is
illegal to shoot doves danag the present
month.

At the shoot of the California Win?-
-üb, held recently at San Bruno,

other a white horse leaping

were consid-

ered very satisfactory. It was thought,
however, by the specialists of the Frenci
Academy of Sciences that the process ad-
mitted of much improvement.

WOMEN IN JAPAN.

At a recent missionary meeting held at
Cleveland, Ohio, Rev. Dr, Harris gave an
interesting account of the condition of the
women in Japan, and of this address the
Herald of that city ssjs : Tne theme was
the so-called religious condition of women
in Japan, He said tbat women in that
countiy were far down in all the relations
of life. There is no euch conception of the
marriage tie as there is in America orother
I'uristian countries. Amon< the lower
classes there is no form of matrimony.
AmoDn the higher classes there is only eaki
drinking by the bride and groom and the
family, and a feast. No priest gives the
contract a religious blegaiuj! ;it ia purely
a business affair. Allthe Japanese hus-
band cares for is that his Wife may baa
good servant. Itis impossible to depict
the degraded social condition of women in
Japan. He said that in some of the open
ports as largo a proportion as (10 per cent,

of the marriages weie annulled by divorce.
One often hears the greeting exchanged on
the streets of Yokohama, "Have you the
same wife you had whenIlast saw you ?"
The moral condition of the open ports on
this point is much lower than ia the inte-
rior of the country. Itshould not be said
that there are no good husbands inJapan,
but the gener&l feeling is such that wives
are required to shave their eyebrows and
blacken their teeth, so as not to be attract-
ive to other men after marriage. When
they go out with their husbands to the parks
or to tbe theater, they keep a respectful
distance behind, and they were very much
astonished when the speaker and his wife
were seen walking side by aide as equals.
The native women thought it was scandal-
ous. The causes for divorce are very
trivia!. A woman can be divorced from
her husband because she talks too much.
If she is tick for a long time she is di-
vorced, although if her husband is a kind
man he will provide htr a living. Obedi-
ence is the one thing needful in her life,
even to yield to a life of shame, ifher bus-
band wil's it. Itis true, however, that
new laws have been made, bat the old cas-
tomß are haid to abolish. The new move-
ment in Japan ie seeking to relieve women.
The voireii of Japan are eminently relig-
ious ia their natures. They are mostly
Bn3dhist», and that religion has done a

ieal for the woman of Japan. Their
condition ia much higher than inany other
ÜBohriftiaa country. Said Dr. Harris :
"Ihave heard their prayers for help to
tho UDhelping Buddha, and Ihave thonght
that in the tenderness of his heart the All-
Father would hear and answer them, al-
though in theirignorance they knew not."
Bat Buddhism has donea great deal of harm
to women. Its holy men have taught that
women are the origin of eril ;that they
are ilIrior in intellect and in morals to
men, and that they are bad, inevitably
bid. Th? priests would hardly say that
this is the teaching of the religion, but it
is the general ftelioe. Itis a superstition
that if a baby dies in its early infancy itis
because of nome sin ina previous stage of
existence still nnatoned for, and that the
child is suffering in purgatory for it. A
piece of cloth is fastened on four sticks
and passers-by are asked to cay a prayer
for the soul of the baby and at the same
time pour a cupful of wat*r in the cloth.
When ithas become so wornby decay that
the water passes through withrat touching
the cloth, the sin is purged away. These
teachings are hardly those of Sakyamuni.

THB INTERSsTIONAL FISHERIE3 EX3I-

BiriOK AT LOHDON.

Interesting Particulars and Statistical In-

formation f-cm the "Becord -Union's"
special Correspondent.

LoKMS, May 24, 1883.
The object of greatest intereet to tee

visitor in London for the next six months
willbe the great International Fisheries
Exhibition. A Baunter of a few hours
through its multitudinous departments
briugs forcibly to mind some features of

our own Centennial Exposition. This, to
be sure, is much more limited in its scope,
but in the large number of foreign nations
taking part, and the appearance of perma-
nence and duiability presented, as well as
inpoint of vastness, the comparison is very
itriking. The importance of such an ex-

hibition can scarcely be overestimated
when one considers either the enmber of
people engaged in this epecial industry, or
the prominent place which fish holds as an
article of diet. And these two considera-
tions together are amply sullkient to ac-
count for the magnitude of the display.
To givein a single Utter any proper idea
of what may be seen at this exhibition is,
of course, quite beyond the range of Dossi-
bihty. There are

Of perhapj a greater variety ofthe riuny tribe
than were ever brought to popular notice
before, and the aquarium, where so many
of these disport themstlvea in their native
element, is naturally mach frequented.

fishing. Well worthy of study, tc.i, are
the natnral history and fine arts divisions,
for mo3t admirably here is the esthetic
side of one's nature ministered to, whileif
one is fond of sentiment he will naturally
linger long around the craft in which Grace
Darling Raved the lives of the people of
the Foifirshire. Tnis historic boat is ct
the Coble tjpe, fitted with four thwarts,
very strongly built, and looks good ye: for
many yeara of service.

What interested your correspondent in
connection with this International Fish-
eries Exhibitionmore than the mere oppor-
tunity for sight-seeing it afforded, was the
information gleaned from itof the relative
extent and of the fishing interests in
the different countries, and of the economic
condition of the large number of people
who derive their subsistence from this
branch of industry. la ISBO

THE NUMBER EMPLOYED
In the fishery industries of the United
States was 131,426, of whom 101, were

fishermen and the remainder shoresmen.
The fishing fleet consisted of 6,005 vessels,
with a tonnage of 208,297 82, and 44,804
boats, and the total amount of capital in-
vested was §37.9~>~> .349. distributed as fol-
lows:Vessels, $9,357,282 ;boats, $2,465,"
393; minor apparatus and outfits, ?S, 115,-
--261 ;other capital, including chore prop-
erty, $17,987,413, The value of the great
fisheries of the Be%, the great rivers and
the lakes was placed at that tims at $43,-
--046 053, and that of those inminor inland
waters at SI 500,000— in all $44,546,053.
The fisheries of the New England States,
which are the most important, engage
37,043 men, 2,006 vessels, 14,787 boats,
and yield products to the value of §14,-
--370,393. Next inimportance to NewEng-
land are the South Atlantic States, employ-
ing 52.418 men, 3,014 vessels, 13,331 boats,
and returning products to the value of
$!), 602,737. Next are the Middle States,
employing in the coibS fisheries 14,981
men, 1,210 vessels, S 293 boats, withpro-
ducts to the amount of $8 676,579.

THE PACIFIC STATES AND TERRITORIES

Employ 10, SOS men, 5G vessel?, 5,547 boats,
and show products to the amount of 87,-
ISi T")0. The fisheries of the Great Likes
employ 5,050 cen, 62 veEsels and 1594
boats, with products amounting to $1,754,-
--0')0, whilethe products of the Gulf States'
fishing inlerests amount to (545,584, em-
ploying 5 131 men, 107 vessels and 1,252
boats. Tne annual products of the British
Americm sea fisheries are Bet down at
about $'20,000,000, an estimate, however,
which is entirely too small, as the great
cod and seal fisheries of Newfoundland
must alone produce nearly that amount.
In France 80 575 sailors, manning 22 155
ships and smacks, with a tonnage of 14!),-
--297. are employed in fishing, besides which
55,485 riparians (men, women and children)
practice tiahing on the binks. The total
products from the French fisheries, includ-
ing the asm derived from tho sals of oys-
ters, amounts to about §31 000,000 per
annum. The annual value of the tikes of
fi?Vi in Norwegian waters is a little over
$15,000,000, with from 70 000 to 90 000
persons, or 11 per cent, of the whole pop-
ulation employed in the fisheries, and about
fiO.OOO persona or 7 per cent, in the ship-
ping trade. Sweden, although the people
of that country fish with great industry,
does not derive from its sea wealth a larger
sum than

*
1,525,000, while the Dutch fish-

eries must bring
as uhulnoon ornui Sl.">,000,000.
Knssia derives every year a large Bum of
money from her sturgeon and sterlet tish-
eriea, the amount being not less than
$20.000, 000, while the fishing interests of
Denmark and Iceland each yield an annual
income of 5,500.000 crowns. Great Brit-
ain claims to realize about S-">0,000,000 an-
nually from the fisheries. Sne has 120,000
persons constantly or occasionally em-
ployed in fiahiDg, who, with their depend-
ant!-, may be taken at 400 000. Notwith-
standing this, however, fish is compara-
tively high-priced here, and we are daily
reminded by the papers that one of the
problems to be solved by the present ex-
hibition is how this article of food, so
nutritious, so palatable, and which nature
is providing in such prodigal abundanc,
may be placed on tbe tables of the people
at a cost that will brinj it into common
use, a problem which is worthy of con-
sideration, also, in the United States, for,
if my memory does not deceive me, tbe
price of fioh isas much too high there, rela-
tively, as it is here, and with as littlegood
reason for being so.
