SOME PRACRICALCONSIDERATIONS

Although it is an axiom in transporta-
tion nuu'i.H:-"cMt that orly in a permissi-
bio high maximum 13 tobe found the prob-
ability of tho lowest minimum, there is no

commercial proposition which the advo-
cates rf -i uniform rate so persistently
iguorc. In that very fact probably is
found tho best evidence of the soundness
'if the proposition, since any rational ap-
proach to its discussion invariably reveals
its correctness. It was, however, unwit-
tingly emphasized by one of the Railroad
Commission the other day in the statement
that on tho lines of transportation where
the travel is the greatest in California the
rate is the lowest, ami almost if not quite
as low as he desired it to bo. Bat his
scheme is to make thai, rate uniform. It
\u25a0will need but a moment's rtflection to con-
vine*the thoughtful that if the rate over*given line ia densely settled .oas is
reasonably low, to opjly the Bama rate
uniformly to (sections where the traffic is
ntuessarily light and tho population very
limited, must work hardship, tince the
fixedexpanses are about tim same in either
case, anJ the eperatiDg expenses not pro-
portionately greater where the low rate
prevails than where the higher rate ia a
necessity. But it ii. true that in Califor-
nia in very mauy instances where the
tra(l;c is light the cost of operation is
greatly increased by reason of natural
obstacles to be overcome. In any light in
which viewed, uniformitysuch as is now
being demanded by those who assume to
be exponents of the popular desire,
means nothing lci> than a crippling of
cil'uiency in the very regions where trans-
portation companies should put forth their
but efforts to develop and build up the
country, that it may the sooner enjoy a
lower rate and yield a heavier traffic!
\:i ithis consideration is wholly exclusive

of that other and intimate one related to
it, the quotti n of competition, which is
always greatest in the thickly settled
regions, aa thoss sections along which
commercial .- 'actions are heaviest and
Tiwre tho lower rates obtain. For in-
stance, it »i!! coed no argument to con-
vince the ;?ople of this county that on the
line op*rstt»d from Sjcrame^to to Folsom,
where the triffiiit tight, the passenger
carriage meaner and the population scarcely

.Our to the square mile, a rate of three
vents, for example, must result ia a dead
lots to the carrier cf passengers and a con-
sequent reduction of the efficiency of the
line, and a damage to this county. This
instance is but cue of many that might be
cited, acd illuttratas the well-known
badness rub that

upon the activity ard ex tent of demand."
As in the older States, so here, when
AaaWfOgOM shall ce»«e to obscure the
popular vision and mislead the public
judgment by the persistency of their fal-
lacious arguments, and the appeals to
paaiioa and prejudice, the people will
fully realize that a low uniform maximum

-it the enemy of ctficiency in transportation
and a clog upon the development of the
interioi sections, and that nowhere else in
the United States is itto manifestly true
as in California, with her broad area acd
limited population distributed over a
great expanse of territory.

honest judgment corresponds with his
pledge made prior to taking on the official
character, he is indeed a happy man ;but in
many cases the gptcitic pledges of the
campaign are not kept, simply because
they cannot be observed without infringe-

j ment of oJiicial integrity. In other words,
men should not be encouraged to make
pledges on the platform as a lare to catch
votes, which should only be the result of

deliberate judgment in an officialcapacity.
If the pledge made is in contravention
of revealed duty and the promptings of
a sound judgment, he isdishonest who will

Mcrifioa the latter and his officialobliga-
tion to the rashness of tho former.

DIVORCE ABUSES.
1j So greatly have the Courts of Pennsyl-

vania, and especially of Philadelphia, been
scandalized by the frequency of divorce
esses, and the slender character of the
groundi laid for the decree asked, that
they propoee, as a check upon the immi-
gration of divorce applicants into that
State, to raise the Court fees, for, says one
of the Judges', "the cheapness ot divorce
is one of the most fruitful causes of the. this city. Parties come here from
all over the country instead of going to
Missouri or Indiana, because they know
that bore they can obtain them at bottom
prices," This may do for Pennsylvania,
but it willonly turn the tide inanother di-
rection, aud not r.t all decrease the evil.
Gieater vi^or on the part of
the Courts would, however, be some-
what remedial. Tho Judges should
require more proofs than are usuaily
offt-red, and of a better character. A re-
cent orJer of the Superior Courts of Sin
Prancisco is in the right direction, and
should be adopted by every Superior Court
in ( jlifoniia. The new rule requires that
when an attorney appears for a defendant
not psrsosally served with the process of
the Court, acd con-resident of tbe city, he
.-.hall by proof establish his authority to
make the appearance, in order that no
false appearance shall be entered. Also
that on the taking of the testimony by the
referee or Commissioner, that officer of the
Court shall cross-examine the witnesses
thoroughly and to euch an extent &a to dis-
close, if, possible, collusion and fal-se swear-

Itis an excellent rr.le and should be
in force inevery county in the fStite.

THE DISASTER IN ENGLAND.

ItEcems incredible that iv such a coun-
try as England public inspection of tuild-
icgß should be so neglected as to permit
the maintenance of a hall capable of hold-
ing one thousand children, with the esit
door opening but twenty inches wide. Bat
that was the condition on Saturday of a
hall in Sunderland, and a panic occurring
in an audience of children, a jam at the
exit followed, and one hundred and
seventy-eight little ones were killed

—
crushed and trampled to death. By this
time all cities should be awake to the
necessity of requiring ample exits for the-
aters and public halls, but as a matter of
fact very few insist upon such regulations.
There are probably more defective public
assembly halls than there are thoee prop-
erly provided with exits and life saving
apparatus in this country. Itis no exag-
geration to tay that seven out of ten of
the public buildings where large numbers
of people assemble, have exits toonarrow,
too few in number, »nd that at least in a
majority of cases the doors swing inward.
In this city a new hallhas just been com-
pleted where the exit is well known to be
insufficient, being by a step stairway no
wider than most people provide for dwell-

Iings for dtscent from a second story.
When half an audience shall be crushed to
death on that stairway some night, the
ciuso will probably be inquired into and
tho exit enlarged. But it is timely to in-
quire in advance :Who willbe chargeable
with the deaths !

Colorado/ the Canal State.
—

W. E.
Psbor, author of "Colorado as an Agri-
cultural State," etc , tells in the June
American Agriculturist how quickly canals
are constructed in Colorado. Two years
ago a certain beautiful fertile valley, with
its half million acre?, was in the posses-
sion of a few hundred Indians, whose
tepees clotted the willowlands along the
river bank. One year ago white men en-
tered the pleasant valley, and on every
quarter-section of Government land for a
distance of thirty miles in length and a
widthvarying from three to livemiles back
of the river, a cabin and a few rods of rude
fencing gave promise of a home for hun-
dreds of families. But without an irrigat-
ing canal these lands* were valueless, not
wortheven the $1 25 per acre asked by the
General Government. To construct a canal
required capital, and capital is eminently
conservative in a new country. Four
months ago Viwas not certain that one
would be built equal to the needs of the
valley. Xow a canal 20 miles long, 35 feet
wide, costing §200,000, and watering 36,-
--000 acres of land, is in successful opera-
tion. It is the second largest irrigating
system in the country conceived, con-
tracted for and completed withina period
of 'JO days from the time the company was
chartered. Colorado owes its rapid agri-
cultural progress to irrigation. Allits val-
leys on the eastern slope are meshed with
canals. Southern and western Colorado
are rapidly becoming intercepted with these I
arteries of coil life,and it willnot be many
years before the wheat yield of the State
willbecome an important factor in its in-
dustrial wealth.

TERRIBLE CALAMITY.
FrightfulSeme of Drain InSnndrrland,

England—One Ilnndrcd and Elghty-£lx
t InlilrriiKilled In a Fanic-lsonlzed
Parent* and Friend*- Mrkcninc Inci-
dents or the Disaster.

[aracuL DisrATCins TO TITS ItBOORD-CSIO-1.)

London, June ICih.—Aterrible calamity,
involving the death of 178 children, occurred
in Sunderlaad, County Durham, this even-
trig. From tha details received, itappears
an entertainment was given at Victoria Hall
by a conjurer, and was attended almost
altogether by children, several thousand be-
ing inattendance. The accident occurred at
the close of the performance, the body of the
hall being entirely cleared of occupants, when
some 120 of the little ones came rushing
down the stairs from the gallery. Atthe top
of the first flight of stairs was a door which
opened only twenty inches, and thus but one
child at a time could Ret through. At this
point, while the mis? of children was push-
ing forward, one of them fell and was unable
to rise, owing to the others crowding. The
result was that a great number were pushed
down, trampled on and suffocated. The
scene was terrific, Kb effort could stop
the mad rush of the affrighted children.
They came on pell-mell, though strangely
without much shouting, and soon 178
were knocked down and suffocated
to death by oth;rs trampling upon them.
The greater number of bodies, which we:e
badly mangled from trampling, laidseven or
eight deep. Many of the victims not killed
had their clothing torn from their belief, and
this, together with the bleeding bodies of the
unfortunate?, shows the terrible nature of the
struggle. The ages of the 178 children
known to have been killed ranged from 4 to
11 years. The excitement in the town when
the news spread was tarrific. A great crowd
rushed to the scene, until 20,003 peoph were
surrounding the hall, Ths feeling was in-
tense, and the authorities ordered out the
Sixty-eighth Infantry topreserve order. The
work of getting out the bodies was begun im-
mediately. They were laid out in the hall,
and the parents of thosa killed were ad-
mitted to identify their children. Heart-
rendirg scenes transpired while the identifi-
cation was in progress, toothers of the dead
children constantly uttering piercing Bhriek?,
and many fainted on discovering the bodies cf
theirlittleones.

[SECOND DISPATCH.]

London, June 17th.—The terrible calam-
ity of Saturday evening the subject of uni-
versal unhappy comment. The hall has been
surrounded to-day by distressed and excited
crowds. The stairway from the gallery at
the top of the lsndinc, on which occurred the
pressure which led to the accident, is from
five to six feet wide, and the gallery door,
through which the children were allowed to
pas.«, cna at a time, which circumstance ii
regarded as the direct cause of the calamity,
was fitted with a bolt which lodged in a hole
in the fljor, thua narrowing the passageway
for the purpose of facilitating the ticket-
taking uhaa '.bo audienc: w&s entering the
hall. The janitor says the scene behind the
gallery door was fearf al, Siir.e children were
fixed upright in a heap, and actually gasping
for breath, so great was the pressure from the
crowd behind them. The majority c f the
children in the hall were under 12 years of
age. When the disaster happened the jan-
itor and wife and eevc-ral hastily-summoned
bystanders weat to work immediately
to give the sufferers rilief. They first
sent out of the bci'ding by other exits the
'ittle ones still ia the hall, by this way avert-
ing fears of a further crush. Those who went
to the refcue of the sufferers found ths wtrk
of removing the heap of buried, crushed and
suffocated bodies no e.a3y task. T»o hun-
dred children were rescued from the pile who
were partially uninjured. Many others were
found in an unconscious condition, but of
these a uumbsr were restored at ones to tbeir
homes. Those who ware dead, with a num-
ber whose wounds were regardad as fatal,
were lai« cut in the main hall, whera the Is/
c .1doctors in attendance ussd every effort to
restore those in whom a spark of life could
be detected, Oaa eye witness stated that he
saw lying on the 11 ig stones, a short distance
from the bottom oi the stair?, the dead bodies
cf sevan children. Many of those who came
to assist inremoving tha dead and rescuing
the living wera utterly overcome by the dis-
tressing sight of so many dead and dying
children.

(THIRD DISPATCH.]

Losbos, June 17tb.
—

Anumber of deaths
have occurred sicce the first report, and the
total list is now placed at ISG. One of the
perfonswho responded quickly to the call for
help says many who vclnntered to assist in
rescuing fie children sickened at (h? spectacle
and fled horrified fromthe distressing tee:-?.
The reacnera' efforts were directed towards
reaching the children who weie apparently
alive, but so tightly w:ro the victims jammed
together that itwas regarded as dangetons to
drag them out < f the helpless mass, lest the
effort should re?ult in pullipg off the limbs of
the living children aa well as the mutilated
dead. They therefore proceeded slowly and
systematically to liftoff the topmost. A few
of those beneath bad survived, and their
moaning and low cries cf pain could be die-
tinr:tly heard amid the excitement and cries
of tin bereaved parents and friends who
were thronging the adjacent street". The
disaster was referred to inall the churches of
Sunderland to-day, and by macy preachers
in London prayers were cSered for the pa-
rents and friends of the victims.

[FOURTH DISPATCH.]

London, June 17.
—

The staircase from
the gaL'ery was a winding one. Both audi-
ence and officials who were in the hall at the
time of the c.i aster were unaware for some
time of the terrible tragedy beirg enacted at
the door. They were Eot informed until
Graham, tho hall-keeper, who was strolling
near the scene cf the calamity, was attracted
by groans and gave the alarm. Mr.Fay,
who gave the entertainment, wai busy pack-

ice cp his apparatus to depart, when a man
rushed up and informed him of th» disaster,
and he immediately felldown speechless ina

fit. Some of the families whose homes were
so suddenly d&ikened los.over three children.

One man and his wifepushed their way into
the' hall in which lay the bodies of the vic-
tim.*, and without betray any emo-

jtion began to scan the faces cf the
;dead. \u25a0 Recognizing the facs \u25a0\u25a0( one of

his children, the father, pointing with his
finger, exclaimed, "Thai's one." Passing
on again, he recognized another, and then a

third. Staggering in a fitof agony, he cried,
"My God! All my family gone," and

overwhelmed with grief, sank to the floor.
In some homes there are five children dead.

The
weather was wane, and the passage way very
close, so that ina short time after the catas-
trophe a hcrrible sickening stench came from
tbe main outlet cf the hall.

The latest reports to-nuht figure up ISS
dead. The gravest fear is felt that the num-
ber willyet be shewn tohave reached at least
200. Tee eagerness of the children to depart
frcm the hall was caused by their desire to
receive the prizes promised iheir. Graham
throws the blame of the calamity upon the
man connected with tho ent<"rtair.ment, who,
it appeals, fastened the door half open in
order that the prizes aright be given to the
children one at a time while leavirg the ha.

One sad incident was witnessed ia the vi-
cinity of the hall. A lad was fciuirg on a
railing near Unrton etrret, crying. A passer-
by inquired the cause cf his grief. "
