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The Cola.a Murder Trial.
Colusa, June th.—ln the Miller mur-

der trialtoday the prosecution closed, and
Jackson Hatch, counsel for the defense,
made the opening statement, tracing the
linn _n i policy of the defense, in which he
fir_t presented the legal aspect of tha case,
and announced that the circumstances sur-
rounding the defendant at the time of the
homicide were such as to justify the killing,
and cited the law bearing upon nelfde_euse.

The case would open up family affair-, and
expose the life of ihe now dead. Dr. Glenn
and Miller had been life-long friends, Their
families were also bound by the closest of
friendship. This d.hip had its incep-
tion in Missouri. Mr. Miller at one time was
a merchant in St. Louis, and not only pros-
perous but in .iH_9nt circumstances. As to
the brass-knuckles mentioned in the testi-
mony, they had been purchased by Millerin
St. Louis, he having a custom of going
home from business late, and wouldplsc a the
brats knuckles on his bands. Mr. Miller
met withreverses, came to California, and in
1875 he went into business in Jacinto, being
aided by Dr. Glenn. Here again he failed.
Later on he went into business inColusa, his
note being indorsed by Dr. Glenn. Here he
also failed, but first called onDr. Glenn, his
life-long friend, to take possession of what
littleproperty he had left. During all this
time tho brass knuckles, which have become
almost a fatal heirloom, had been thrown and
kicked about among the effects of the family.
Mr. Millerwas much depressed after his last
failure. He hadn't a cent left, and did not
know what to do. Finally ha con-
cluded to go to his son-in-law's
at Willows. His eon Tommy packed
his valise, and in doing so asked, "ShallI
put in ths brass knuckles ?" The father re-
plied that he did not care whether he did or
not, and the knuckles were dr.ppad into the
satchel. He then went to Wiliowß, and af-
terward found occupation with Mr. Garnett,
herding geese. He became quite an expert
shot. Itwas Miller's custom, whichis quite
a common oce, to ace a cloth around the
wads of his gun, to give the charge an addi-
tional impetus. About the first of January
last Dr. Glenn rode over to Willows with
Mrs. IV. ten and asked Miller to go up to Ja-
cinto and keep his books. Millerreplied
that he had a situation, a_d did not wish to
leave itunless assured of a permanent posi-
tion. Tha doctor asked if he was drinking,
aid Millerreplied, "Youknow what Iam.
Ihave not been drinkir-g for some time."
Finally arrangements were made by which
Miller was to keep the books at Jacinto for
175 a month. On arriving thcra he found
that he no' cniy had tokeep the books of the
hotel, saloon and store, but also run the dis-
count business of Mrs. Fasten, she having
some money at the store, with which she was
discounting the money orders given the
laborers on the ranch by Dr. Glenn, the rate
of tbe discount being such as the temper of
the men would stand. He sooa found that
his position was a most unpleasant me. Dr.
Glenn was much under the influence of tlia
woman, Mrs. Po3ten, She was in the store
and everywhere. The prisoner could not talk
of business with D.». Glenn but Mrs. Posten
would take a part in it. In short, Mrs.
Posten ran the rancb. The woman became
much dissatisfied with the manner in which
Miller ran the discount business, and what
with her complaints and having a
quarrel with each man with whom he settled,
owing to the Pesten discount, his position
became very unpleasant. One day Dr.
Glenn came to him and said that Mrs.
Posten was dissatisfied with him, and wanted
Mr. llargen, the oldbookkeeper, hacV. Miller
said that was not fair to him. 11. hxd been
taken from a place where he was making a
livi-g, and itdid not look just the thing to
discharge him so soon.

"
Very well," said

Glenn. "Iwill see them about it." Soon
after this Mrs.Posten came to Miller and
asked what the people in the neighborhood
thought of her. Miller declined to answer,
saying he did not know what the people
thought. Being pressed for an answer, he
aske.l,

"
Does Dr. Glenn think you are a

lady?" Yes, redoec," said the Rosebud
of Jacinto."

"
Well, Idon't," said Miller.

To which Mrs. Posten retorted,
"

Well, ifI
am cot a lady, then Mrs. Glenn is not a
lady," and proceeded to relate s.rr.e scandals
about the doctor's family. Miller eaid he
highly esteemed Mrs. Glenn, aid he would
not listen to any scandal. She offered
to prove what she .aid by producing
letters, bet Miller declined to look at them.
The woman renewed her proposition to pro-
duce the letters on the next day. Millerde-
clined to read the letters, which Mrs. Posten
claimed was a request from Mrs. Glenn that
she be not exposed. Atthis time Mrs. Posten
had complete control of Dr. Glenr. She eat
at his right hand at the table. His sons and
other members of his family would sit at the
same table. The night following the day of
the _fc nd refusal to read the letters was the
one on which Dr. Glenn said,

"
Huram, I

wish to speak to you."' Miller followed the
doctor into Mrs. Posten's bedroom, The
"Rosebud" was also there, acd the doctor
accused Miller of having Insulted the wom-
an. Mill- said that he had merely sought
to protect the honor of Glenn's family,
whereupon the doctor struck him between
the eyes, breaking the bridge of his nose.
The doctor's rage increased, and the Rose-
bud" pointed a pistol at Miller,daring him to
deny that he had insulted her. Whereupon
the doctor again struck him, blacking his eye
and knocking him down. After which ho
kicked him on the leg and other places. The
blood poured from the injuries, Millerbeing
drenched wiih his own blood. During a.l
this Miller never once thought of striking
Glenn, their previous relation, had been
such. Tbe now frenziad man we.uld have
undoubtedly killedMiller,had not the "Rose-
bud

"
said,

"
You hava done enough, boy ;

"
she always called him boy. "Don't strike
him any more." Glenn then discharged Mil-
ler from his employ. Counsel thea recited
the efforts cf Miller to get his gun repaired,
in order that be might r.-fHs it. He also
stated that Millerhad used the bra: a knuckles
as a paper weight on his desk in the store,
and Dr. Glenn had once remarked that itwas
a queer paper weight. After his discharge
he had one day placed them in his pocket,
where they remained to the time
of his capture. One day in the middle
of the week af'.er Miller's discharge,
he was going past the gate of Mrs. Poßten's
house, when the "Rosebud" asked him,"

Where are yon going
'

He replied,
"Ovar to the store." Upon which she slid,"

Yon had better Eot, Glenn is over there,
and will break your neck. We were talking
about that matter this morning." Miller
took the advice and did not go to the store.
Counsel made a detailed statement of the
movements of Miller,and. coming down to
the time of the homicide, eaid Miller was
walking along withhis gun in hand, intend-
ing to take it to Maupin to re Hi?. He
had his hat drawn down over bis eyes,
and as he stepped upon the porch of the
hotel he almost jostled against Dr. Glenn.
The doctor turned quickly, and said,

"
You

damned scoundrel, haven't you lefthere yet,"
and wheeled around and attempted to grab
the gun. Miller drew back, firmly deter-
mined not to give up the possesion of the
gun. _Ha placed his left hand on the barrel,
and with his right cocked it.

"
Yon cock

your gun on me, do you?" said GlenD, in
a great rage, and wheeled around and
plunged his hand inhis overcoat pocket. At
this moment the gun was discharged, prem-
aturely, as alleged by defendant, he thinking
he had his finger en the guard instead of the
trigger. Aspirit of mob law existed, and de-
fendant naturally fled. The possession of
the dirk counsel accounted for by stating
that Miller had purchased itat Chico to de-
fend himself with, should Glenn again attack
him. The statement was very elaborate, and
entered minutely into details. The taking cf
testimony for the defense will begin to-mor-
rowevening. *

New York, June 25th.—Every scat and
footo f standing-room in tbo Brooklyn Acad*
emy of Music was filled this evening by the
friends .nd admirers of Rev. :Henry Ward
B-Soh-T, assembled to celebrate his 70th
birthday. The Ac .demy was tastefully dec-
orated withflags and streamer* a-.d hanging
baskets, flowers and vines circled the lower
gallery, aid a lice of living plants took the

place of the footlights oo the stage. In one
of the boxes thero were seated Mrs.Beecher, Mrs. Harriet Beecher Stcwe
and other members of Beecher's fam-
ily. The entrar.ca ofBeecher himself on the
stage was greeted with tho warmest enthu-
siasm, the audience rising acd ladies waiving

; their handkerchiefs, while the men lou-ly
cheered. Professor Charle* E. West said
they had come to honor a philosopher, the
poor man's, friend, th . lover of nature, of
flowers and children : to honor one whose
name will ttaud for centuries, like Mont
Blanc, alone in his fame. Ex-Chief Judge
Neillproposed Rev. Dr. Charles H.Hall as
presiding officer. Dr. Hall, on taking the
chair, said that Mr. Beecher, although he
had been the most abused man inBrooklyn
and the country, waa never known (o utter
an unkind word of any man because he dif-
fered from him in belief, and that he bad
never seen a man whom he believed
loves God and his fellowman so deeply. He
then introduced Rev. Dr. J. O. Peck, who
offered a prayer. Rev. Dr. Ingers.-ll read a
number of telegrams and letters of re-tret at
inability to be present. Resolution ex-
pressive of respect, esteem and affection, to-
gether with congratulation!) on a lifeso use-
ful and honored were adopted by a rising
vote. Rev. Dr. Gatthiel, .bbi of Broad-
way Temple, Brooklyn, read an address, and
presented, on behalf of his fellow Hebrews,
a handsome silver pitcher.

His bail was
fixedat 81,000, which be furnished &Dd was
released. Gallagher's friendn were dissatis-
fied that he should be allowed to five
bail at all,although no evidence was giveu in
at the examination except that of O'Laughlin
and his wife. Itis reported that <.'Laugh-
lin was killedby some of Gallagher's friei da.
Jerry Fitzgerald has been arrested on suspi-
cion. He is only a boy, 10 or 18 years old,
and is probably the wrong man.

The Trial of Jews.
London, June 25th.— The development of

further scandals at the trial at Nyrreheg-
hazza, of the Jews charged with murdering a
Christian girl, has given rise to the belief
that the prosecution willbe abandoned. Sev-
eral Jewish witnesses for the defence claim
that they had either been threatened at the
preliminary irquiry or statements they had
never made were inserted intheir depositions.
It is elicited that the girlsaid to have been
murdered had quarreled with her mistress,
shortly before she disappeared, and that
friends of the girl, when they missed her, had
as idea that she might have suicided. The
employer of Esther Saluniassy, the dead girl,
testified that he met Esther an hour after the
alleged murder.

The magistrate's clerk deposed that the
magistrate who examined Moritz Scharf
threatened Moii•\u25a0/. with life-long imprison-
ment if he did not confess, and told him his
father had confessed, thus iuducitg Moritz to
make a statement that he saw the murder
committed in the synagogue before the mid-
day meal was partaken of.
