he said, who told the Board that a reduction
of service on the railroads was in the interest
of labor, was not a friend of the workingman,
The Central Pacific was now paying better
wages than any company east of the Rocky
Mouuteins, Their employes did not wish the
prazent rate of wages diaturbed.

Mr. Foote asked the spﬂa.x»r several ques-
tione. Mr, T'urner, who stated that he had
worked for the railrcad at Sacramento for
twelve years, answered one question that over
threes hundred men had signed the resolutions
voluntarily, and that no suggestions had been
made from headquarters,

George B, Merriam replied to the state-
ment of Turner, a=semug that the empl yes
of the railroad were raising their wives and
children in cellars and attics, because they
were not paid enough to support them in
decency. If the compavy reduced the wages
of its workmen after & threz-cent-per-mile
resolution went into effect, the Board could
reduce their fares again, Lnd keep on reduc-
ing until the corporations had bad enough.

1. B. Wheeler, of Oakland, who eaid he ap-
peared for the liberty-loving people of
America, gave his idea of fixiug fares and
freighte. He would arrive at the cost of
transportation and then allow Mr, Stanforda
fair prefit—not a profit on the vaiue of the
road, for that had been built by tha psople—
but on the money he had actually invested in
the enterprise. The road bad cost hut 25 per
cent, of the money mve 1 by the peovle to con-
struct it, He would allow Governor Stan-
ford about 850,000 a year for his rervices in
operating the road. He figured the cost of
running a ten-car train to New York at $500,
This he doubled, srd dividing by the ca-
pacity of esch car. fouud that a mau could be
carried to New York for less than §2. At
this rate he thought evarybody wUuld go

! East, and that the roads would be crowded

with traics, He thought a reductioa of
three cents a mile was altogsther too liberal,
1t could be shown that the railroads could be
operated and a grest profit made ateuch a
rata,

Mr. Carpenter pres ented the following
order, which he asked the Board to adopt :

It is ordered that the Central Pacific and the
Southern Pacific Railroad Companies, for them-
gelves and leased lines, and also all other railroad
compauies having an office in San Francisco, be, aud
they are hereby required to appear before  this
Joard, :t its office in said city, on Wednesday, the
27th day of June, 18S¢ t 10 o'cleck of said d‘A}.
then and there to show cause, if any they have, why
reductions on rates of freights to tide water and
thence to all interior poinis in this State should not
1ade as follows :
¢t An average reduction of from 10 to 20 per
cent. for moving grain to tide water from the fol-
lowing interior points, namely: Willows to Rose-
ville Junection, Yolo to Sacramento, Knights to Sum-
ner, Curtis to Huron, Soledad to Arena, Eden Vale
and others.

Second—Such a reduction, not less than 33} per
cent. on present rates for car-load lots of grain for
seeding and feeding purposes from poiats on tid~
water to all iuterior points in the State, as shall
make the rates on grain the same from and to tke
interior.

Third—The average reduction of rates equal to 20
per cent, on flour and mill stuffs from mills at tide
water and other manulscturing points to all interior
points in the State

Fourth—An average reduction of present rates
equal to 35 per rent. on all kinds of housechold
goods and farniture and on emigrants’ moveables in
car-load lots in all directions to all points in the
State

Fifth— An average reduction of 20 per cent. on
present rates for ience wire (in car-load lots to all
points in the State.

Sixth—An average reduction of 35 per cent. on
rates for blacksmith’s coal, dairy and table salt and
other articles.of the same class, in car load lots to
all points in the State.

Seventh—An average reduction of 20 per cent. on
the carriage of grain sacks, agricultural 1mpkments,
wagons and vehicles of all kinds to all points in the
State.

Exzhth Why reductions on present rates for the
transport stion of wool and alsolive stock, especially
in less than car-load lots, should not be made.

1t is further ordered that the time for showing
such cause as aforesaid shall be limited to said day.

The afternoon session was mainly taken up
by M. R. Leverson, who advocated the adop-
tion of the schedule on a three cent basis,
Humphbreys said he dssired either to amend
his schedule or present a substitute for it.
The matter was laid over until to-morrow,

The following tableis an exiract from the
various tables of new rates drawn up by
Andrus, Secretary of the Board. In no
case has there bsen an increase of rates,
Where present rates sre below four cents per
mile, such rates remain unchanged. But in
other 1*5'&nves rates have been reqnc=d to
four or six cents par mile, sccording to cir-
