CAUSES OF IERITATION.
Close ..vera of the various agitations

that have worked disastrous effects in the
economy of California have not been de-
ceived as to the potent causes. The press
of California has occupied a very peculiar
relation to public affairs. With a few
honorable exceptions here and there, stand-
ing out like refreshing green spots in a
desert of venality, the press is responsible
for about all the unnecessary and unwar-
ranted irritation experienced inCalifornia
inthe adjustment of capital to the condi-
tions under which investments have been
made, and especially as to capital invested
in railroad building and operation. The
statement will probably excite the ani-
mosity of the class referred to, but that
willbe additional evidence of a truth well
established. In the case of the railroad
crusade, itmust be admitted that is a mat-
terof history. Ward-strikers, manipulators
of conventions, and all of the class that
make politics a business, have coined the
anti-railroad agitation intomoney. They
have never had the interests of the people
at heart, although in their name they as-
sume to speak and act. They have, by
devices well understood, "worked up"
the present agitation, just as in the past
they have engineered similar assaults upon
other enterprises. One of their chief aids,
if not the chief, has been a largo portion
of the country press, whose office seems to
be to foster a menacing sentiment against
corporations engaged in prosecuting
industries that have done, and do
more now, than any other agen-
cies to develop the resources of
tha country. As a consequence the lat-
tor have been forced to defend, and
to avail themselves of the class of people
who control the course of legislation, that
the right might not be crushed out. Those
who have been intimately related to any
association for establishing desirable in-
dustries, for manufacturing, for mining,
for navigation, for " developing special
capacities of the soil, for facilitating trans-
portation, for experimental industries, for
Inducing immigration, /or the construction
of great public works, etc., know this to
be true. Capital is driven at the first step
to take care of the assailants whose motive
is personal aggrandizement, and to make
peace with the powers that direct legisla-
tion and nominate men for oflice. Itis a
part of the history of the State
that delegates to -conventions have
come down from counties where
a strong hostile sentiment has be;n
"worked up

"
against any particular en-

terprise, and have coined that hos-
tilityintomoney. For years, aad dating
back to a time prior to the era of railroad
building, a large p-irtiou of the press of
this State has been engaged, possibly at
times unwittingly,in manufacturing goods
for a market in which the usual element
inpolitics controls the price lists. While
no prominent corporate enterprises have
escaped, none have been so persistently as.
sailed and forced todefend the right against
these agencies as transportation companies,
and no agitation has been so industriously
"worked

"
in the interests of the low po-

litical elements as that directed against
railroad companies and their shareholders.
Itia time the people should awake to a
fullrealization of these facts, and should
look beneath the surface for the true c_u_.sea

of the crusades against capital and indus-
try in California, There Are journal" in
the State that have been aad Are conscien-
tious and self-respecting, that have con-

sidered the facts, formed ccol judgments
—

have had the courage of their conviction*,
Jiavo. dared to express their ho.^tt

sentiments upon popular topic?, and have
refused to lend themselves to the evil de-

signs of venal agencies ; but invariably

such pacers havo had to share the fate that
falls, in California so often, to the man
who has the necessary moral stamina to
\u25a0peak for the right regardless of the ques-
tionof its popularity.

THE UNIFORM RATE DEBATE.

The Examiner, in endeavoring to inter-
pret an expression of this journal, which
needed no interpretation, since it was a3

clear and unambiguous as language could
make it, says : "In other words, if a

railroad like the Southern Pacific is built
through Arizona to reach a valuable point
in Texas and the great se-rport cities of
New Orleans, Galveston and Mobile, the
thinly-settled districts on the desert should
contribute, principallythrough extortionate
charges, to the support of the through
line." Now the Record-Union took no
such position. The Examiner misrepre-
gents us again, as it has all along persist-
ently done. It is the hight of folly to
continue a debate with a contemporary
that refuses to read aright. But we may
once more reiterate that the position taken
was, that outlying, thinly-settled districts
cannot enjoy the advantages of thickly-
settled regions and competitive points,
and allthe legislation and regulation in the
worldcan not give them such advantages,
except at the expense of mors favored re-
gions. As a

"
free-trader," the Examiner

should be able to see this clearly. Would
ithave the merchants of San Francisco
driven by taxation and lawto so price their
goods that the retailer inthe distant inland
town who conducts his business under the
disavantages of a long haul of his goods,
may sell at the same price as his San Fran-
cisco brethren ? That is the logic of the
Examiner when applied to trade. "Alo-
cality destitute of competing facilities

"
is

not
"

taxed for that misfortune." It is a
misfortune, inthe first place, onlycompar-
atively ; itis taxed, in the next place, not
at allby reason of locality, but for service
rendered it,according to immutable com-
mercial laws. Nor, on the other hand, has
that locality any claim inreason or law
that a more favored community shall share
the burdens naturally incident to it. On
one point we cap congratulate the Exam-
iner: it agrees precisely with the RECor.D-
Uxio:. when it holds that to levy an ex-
traordinary tariff on a locality because it
has not competitive facilities, is simply ex-
tortion. For once the Examiner has voiced
a truism. No railroad tariff in California
of which we have ever heard does any.
thing of the kind.

HOW IS THIS?

If we remember aright, there was a

party that canvassed this good State last
year upon a pledge to repeal the

"
Sunday

Law." There was nothing too severe for
the promoters of that scheme to say against
the people who believed one day of rest in
seven to be a wise provision. The repeal-
ing party distinctly announced its uncom-
promising hostility to any and all restric-
tions upon

"
personal liberty

"
in the form

of Sunday laws. That party repealed the
obnoxious statute. It is the dominant
patty in Saa Francisco. The Legislature
of that city is thoroughly Democratic.
Yet that same body has just passed a Sun-
day law, and tailedon to it a

"
restriction

upon personal liberty
"

that shames the
most rigid of blue laws, The ordinance
designates the boundaries within which
public laundries and wash-houses may be
lawfullylocated. Section 4. then declares :

No person or persons owning or employed in the
public liiindrloe or public w-_ti-lioui_e_', provided fo?
illSection 1of this order, shall wash or iron clothes
between the hours of 10 _. M. and (iA. M-,nor upon
any portion of that day known as Sunday.

It is here to be noted that any good
Democrat who owns a public laundry
within the district is prohibited from
cleansing tho family linen anywhere in the
city, after 10 P. m. or earlier than i!a. m,,
or on Sunday. It is also to be noted that
while saloons and dance-houses, restau-
rants, balls, parties, machine shops —in-
deed, all other matters and things may be
carried on allnight long and on Sundays,
the Democratic shirt-front can only be pol-
ished prior to 10 P. M. and subsequent to
0 a. m. on week days. This ordinance
reads wellinthe light of the late Sunday
lawfulminations of our Bourbon friends.

THE SCOTT LAW DECISION.

The Supreme Court of Ohio has not, as

was feared, permitted the decision in the
Scott law case to go off upon a side issue.
On the contrary, the decision is direct, and
fully establishes the constitutionality of
the Act. That lawis restrictive of retail
liquor-selling, by a system of taxation,
thus placing the traffic under like burdens
with other business. The result willbe to
more clearly define the issues inthe polit-
ical contest now pending in Ohio. All
who vote the Democratic ticket vote for
illicitwhisky-selling, since the Constitu-
tion prohibits the issuance of license for
the purpose. Prohibitionists who claimed
that the Scott law was a license law, have
now no prop left for their ticket, because
all they desire is to be submitted to a popu-
lar vote on an amendment to the Constitu-
tion, and hence that issue is wholly elim-
inated from the campaign, just as the
Legislature intended it should be. All
who vote the Republican ticket pronounce
infavor of the maintenance of a law which
is the voice of a majority of the people of
Ohio, as expressed through their represent-
ative body. Anibo it comes down to the
square and unmistakable question of

"
free

whisky, illicitselling, no taxation of the
traffic;"or, "

put part of the burden the
business creates upon it, regulate in the
interest of order and sobriety, but debar
no fitman from engaging in it."

MR. FOOTES INDISCRETION.

Mr. Foote has put his foot into it,and
half the Democrats in the State are gnash-
ing their teeth and cursing his folly. Of
course every one knew beforehand that his
crusade against railroads was merely a
shield behind which to advance the inter-
ests of his political faction. Itwas indis-
crete for him to say so, but he did blurtit
out in cpen board that ".the adoption of a
three-MEt fare schedule will help our
pirty," sceaning the Democratic party.
The Democratic President immediately re-

minded him that he was there as a sworn
officer, and act to legislate for party, and
the abashed i'wote was forced to confess it.
But for all that he and the whole Board
are legislating forparty. The anti-railroad
svar of to-day is a party trick, a demagogic
device to strengthen party. The schedule
of .'.ires already adopted is in answer to a
part;.' howl, purposely set up to advance
political ends. The indiscreet remark of
Mr. Commissioner Foots will tend the
sooner to convince the people that the
whole business is a bit of masquerading
and insincerity.

The -tiller Murder Trial.
Cot-DBA. Juno 27th.— The trial of Huram Miller,

for the killing oi Dr. Hugh J. Glenn, was resumed
before Judge Bridgford this morning, Huron
!Miller, the defendant, was called to the stand for
cut's examination, and in no material point differed
from the statement made on the direct examination.

Several other witnesses were examined, when the
Court took a recess.

"THE ROSEBUD" OS THE STASD.

At the afternoon session the Court-room wrsa
picked withspectators. The defendant* family sat
near him, as they have since the opening of the
trial. General Jo Hamilton, for the prosecution,
called,

Mr. Sheriff, willyou call Mrs. C. B. Dyer."

The flatter of fans and the buzz outside the bar of
the Court instantly cease!, and all eves were turned
toward the d.. a through which be Rosebud of Ja-
cinto was entering with Sheriff Davis. The lady
took the witness-stand, and on direct examination
stated that she Knew Dr.Glenn in his life-time;

knewUr. Miller. Between the Istof January and
the 17th of February be boarded at her house at
Jacinto. She was there known as Mrs. C. B. Posten ;

ii.i': since, on the sth of May, married. At her
liouse in Jacinto all the book-keepers and clerks
boarded, as did also Dr. Glenn. Nogentlemen
roomed there. There were in the house the house-
keeper, lira. Wilcox,and another lady.S Witness was
with Dr.Glenn when he engaged Miller.

Counsel— Where have you beet, for the past three
weeks ?

Witness —For two weeks past Ihave been at Me-
ridian.

Counsel— Who sabpenasd you?
Witness— Mr. Bayne. 1 was also suhpenaed at

my boose in San Francisco, and told to como to
Meridian, and that ifIdid not come of my own free
will1 wouldbe brought.

Inresponse to further questions, witness said that
one week ago last Wednesday, aud during the pro-
gress of the trial, Messrs. Hamilton and Bayne had
talked to her about the case, and she had told them
that she saw the shooting. Witness had livedat the
house at Jacinto, back of the store, for two years
prior to the Shooting.

Dyer, bad taken
the defendant from the room, and Miller was absent
during all the latter proceedings. His counsel en-
tered an exception to the proceeding, on the ground
of error.

Jackson Hatch made a statement that Mrs.
Posten, both at her house in Sau Francisco and also
at tho Golden Eagle Hotel in Sacramento, stated
that she had been present and seen Dr. Glenn knocs
Miller down.
