THE FREES AND PUBLIC OPINION.

In his address before the New York
Tress Association last week, Mr.Chauncey
M. Depaw, speakir.g of the liberty of the
press, said that the error into which the
feeling of irresponsibility sometimes leads
the press is the idea that it controls, and
therefore can defy the public. But public
opinionis always the master. The news-
paper is strongest which best reflects it.
Inthis Mr. Depew uttered a well-known
truth, but one which often suffers vio-
lence. Newspaper operators too often
start out with the idea that they can cre-
ate public opinion. On the contrary, the
best any journalist can do is to read public
opinion and be in the van of its movement.
And he need have no higher ambition. He
may modify, aid, even check, but he can-
not stay its irresistible march, nor direct
it from its destined course. It very often
happens that in interpreting and enforcing
doctrines and faiths the press (nay appear
to be opposed to public opinion, but if the
foresight has been clear it will be found
that the two,inthe end, move together. So,
on the other hand, that portion of the
press which imagines it can create public
opinion, dictate to it,divert it by iteration
and by mere lung strength, is almost al-
ways found to bo in the wrong, and is
swept down by the advance of public senti-
ment. For it is an aggregation of irre-
sistible ideas, slow to gather, steady in
movement and always directed in the right
course, however temporarily disturbed by
agitations and turmoils. The journal may,
therefore, be looked upon with suspicion,
that is constantly announcing itself as the
"organ of the people," the "exponent of
public sentiment." The people do not
select organs ; public sentiment has no
chosen exponent ;neither care for organs
or exponents. Trumpets may blare and
banners wave as the match of ideas moves
on, but those in the solid column blow
neither the one, nor flaunt the other.
That is left for those to do who assume to
be the motive power of the wheel to which
they cling. In other words, the press is
a factor, and one of the most potent in
civilizing processes, but it is not the one
essential. Itshould contend for principles,
and be valiant intheir defense, but itis not
creative of them, and has no mortgage
upon public sentiment, nor does it follow
always because it claims to voice the will
of the people, that it has a special com-
mission to do so.

A CASE IN POINT.

It was shown, and not denied, before
the Railroad Commission on Wednesday
that inone railroad enterprise inCalifornia
several millions of dollars have renamed
sunk for several years, and yet, until this
year, ithas not returned a cent to the in-
vestors, aDd then but the insignificant ag-

gregate of $1,000, and this upon a high
freight and fare tariff. This is a case to
which the Examiner should give its careful
attention. There is a remedy for it,accord-
ing to its uniformity theory that prosper-
ous districts should be taxed to support
those less favorably situated. Let tbe
Examiner make the application of its rule,
and see to it that the trade of San Fran-
cisco is so taxed by a transportation tariff
as to enable the people along the con-pay-
inglice to do business as cheaply as any
others

—
as those, for instance, on the line

between San Jose and San Francisco. If
the uniformity theory is good for anything
it willcertainly stand this teat. Itcannot
affect the principle that the son-paying j

line is not a branch or a leased line of a
trunk line of road—it is paying, and |

the Commissioners agree t_u_. there tr.net

be "discrimination" in its favor. Even
the Examiner's Mr.Foote confesses this.
But how can thia be done, and uniformity
maintained ? If the North Pacific Coast

road was operated by the Central Facific
company, then the "uniformity"pleader*
would insist upon the application
of their doctrine. But will the
Examiner explain, if it can, what

sort of difference the personality or char-

acter of the control makes !If itis right
to discriminate in favor of the non-paying
independent lines, than is it not right
to discriminate in favor of non-paying

branch and leased lines— as the road from
Sacramento to Shingle Springa, for in-
stance . But no, in the case of non-paying
lines and sections controlled by the Central
Pacific, the Examiner and its illogicalco-
horts insist upon the people along the pay.
ing sections being taxed to afford ill-advan-
taged divisions equal rates with them. If
the uniformity theory must apply to all
lines consolidated, and is so good a theory
as i3held, why did the Examiner last win-
ter object to consolidation of lines, since
within the Sate non-consolidation compels
discrimination ? Our contemporary cer"
tainly cannot stand on both sides of the
fence, and it is inno condition to straddle
it. If uniformity of rate is the true
principle, it can admit of no ex-
ception, for any exception means at once
abandonment of the principle of uni-

formity. The Examiner knows that it is
less than twenty-two miles from Sacra-
mento to I''olsom ;that by the new schedule
the fare willbe but SS cents ;that such a
rate willnot pay for operating the tailend
of a caboose car between the points, since
the travel at a much higher rate is un-
equal to the payment of operating ex-
penses of the passenger trains. Yet,
while insisting that the uniformity rule
shall apply to tbe Folsom route, it is
forced to confess that it cannot apply to
the Marin county route. Willthe Exam-
iner explain how this is

The only dis-

tinction between the two is the character
of the ownership, and thus the animus of
the whole agitation foruniform rates is ex-
posed. Itis the outcome of political am-
bition, envy, jealousy, and ignorance of
the fundamental principles governing the
transportation question ;it is notin accord
withthe feelings of the people, and is the
hobby of a few demagogues, upon whicb
they hope to ride into power.

THECASE OF MRS. GAINES.

Mrs. Myra Clark Games' name is again
prominently before the public. As con-
nected withpersonal litigation scarce any
person has had more prominence in the
Courts of the country. In 1537 the city
of New Orleans took from the possession of
Mrs. Games wrongfully, certain real estate
in that city, and kept her out of its con-
trol and deprived her of its rents and in-
comes for thirty years. For this tortious
taking she recovered a judgment about the
year IST. for $2,000,000 against the city,
which it has ever since refused to pay. In
I356 an Act of the Louisiana legislature
prohibited any tax levy in excess of 1^
percent., provided that wouldbe sufficient
to pay given debts and expenses. But
Mrs. Game's judgment was cot included in
the list. In IST'.' a Constitution was
adopted by which the municipal taxation
was limited to ten mills on the dollar, ex-
cept the people by vote should authorize a
greater levy. They never did give their
sanction to a levy to pay Mrs. Games.
She applied, however, to the United States
Court lor a writ of mandamus to compel
the levy of a tax for her payment.
This petition the Court has now granted.
TheCourt holds that neither the Actof 1856
nor the Constitution of 1ST!) availed to
estop the issuance of the writ;because,
by the civil code, an act causing damage
is held to be equivalent to a contract to
repair the injury; because, by the same
law, tbe property of a judgment debtor is
held inthe nature of a pledge to secure the
judgment creditor; because, by the same
authority, laws must not be construed to
be retroactive. Itfollows, then, says the
Court, that New Orleans was a wrong-
doer and bound to repair the injury, and
no other obligation to the State laws would
relieve the municipality. The three points
made by the Court are the expressions of
equity, however, as welloutside as within
the boundaries of Louisiana. They amount
to this, that neither the Legislature by
act, nor the people by constitutional revo-
lution, can absolve a municipality from
the obligations of a prior contract. The
decision is one of much importance, and if
maintained by the Supreme Court of the
United States, willhave an important in-
fluence upon municipal legislation, and
render cities and towns far more cautious
than heretofore in contracting that class of
debts and in incurring such obligation?, as

wellas inmortgaging the future to satisfy
a present extravagant desire.

IT WILL MAKE NO DIFFERENCE.

Tho General Freight Agent of the Cen-
tral Pacific Road, before the Railroad Com-
mission Wednesday, enunciated a truism
when he said that freight rates mast be
based en the volume of the business. Tbis
every fair-minded man realizes. Bat it
willmake no difference with the Commis-
sion. Ifbut one-millionth of the freight
was carried on the Central Pacific as oa the
New York Central, the California agitators
would ignore the question of population,
volume of business, etc., and insist upon
the service being performed for a likerate.
Actually grain freight, said the agent, is
now carried cheaper on the Central Pacifis
to tide water than on the Texas Pacific,
Missouri Pacific, St. Louis and San Fran-
cisco Railroad, and the Chicago and North-
western. But then facta will not answer
for the agitators. They have, through
some inscrutiable process, fixed upon a
given rate, and that itmust be, whether it
is in violation of right, commercial law,
and the interest of shipper and carrier or
not. The Democracy has assumed to leg-
islate for the people through its County
Committees, and to their dictation the of-
fice holders must bow, or suffer political
excommunication.

The Scott Law-Points of" the Heeenl De-
cision InOhio.

('..'•\u25a0; i,June 28th.— The Supreme Com ttoday
gavo out its opinion in the Scott liquor tax law,
holding it valid ami constitutional, except the sec-
ond section, wherein itis held not to apply to leates
executed prior to the passage of tin- Act,»s no con-
tracts already made can be violated. Leases, bow-
ever, entered into subsequent to trie passage of the
law came within it_ purview, the same as rentals,

wherein the collection of the tax iithe first lien on
the premises, holding that to subject the freehold
provided forby statute when made against a tenant
for carrying on a business upon premises leased
prior to'the passage of the statute, wouldbean un
warranted interference withprivate property, sub-
jecting one man's property to the payment of
another's debt... If this infirmity can be taken
out of the statute by applying it only to
case arising under leases executed after the
passage of tire \u25a0.'\u25a0.'•. it is our
duty to so construe it. Every presumption
must be taken in favor of the validity of the
statin*. Itwillhe pre umed that the legislative in-
tent was 11apply the statute to subsequent leases
only,if necessary to preserve it from constitutional
objection, Itwillnever be presumed that the Leg-
islature intended to piss an unconstitutional law.
The opinion goes into a lengthyargument, showing
the difference between the Scott law and tho Pond
law. That, toe latter, with its bond feature, im-
plied a license, which is constitutionally prohib-
ited, and that the Scott law differs fundamentally
on this ground, forntis in no tense a license, ac-
cording to the best authorities on tire definition of"

license." The point is made that declaring one
section partially null and void does not destroy the
validityof the law \u00841 its whole, and its legality is
not therefore affected. Okey •>.'•'-. Johnson,
Mcllvain, Doyle an. Upson concur. Last year the
decision was tour to one the ether way.
