A PAINTER'S VENGEANCE.
Thirty years ago the Belgian painter,

Antoine Wiertz, was astonishing the ar-
tistic world by the powerful but extrava-
gant prodmctiona which are cow exhibited
»t BrMMla m the museum which bears his
name.

Though his brash was generally occupied
with classical subjects or weird allegorical
design, such as the "Contest between
Good and Evil,"he occasionally jonsented

to paint portraits. Tms was a favor, how-
ever, which he only accorded to those
whose physiognomy happened to interest
him. It may be added that his taste in-
clined rather to the grotesque and eccentric
than the beautiful.

Oue day he received a visit from a cer-
tain M. van '^pach, a notary, who had been
seized with the detirc to have his features
ptrpptnatcd by the celebrated artist. Maitre
van Spacb —

a dry, wrinkled, keen-eyed old
gentleman, with an expression of mingled
shrewdness and self-importance —

waa one
of the wealthiest men in Brussels, and as
avaricious aa he was rich ;a characteristic
which had procured him the uickuaine of

litre Harragon.
Wiertz was »ware of his visitor's failing:

It is plain, too, that the human element
in the Biblemust be recognized and appre-
ciated if we are to reach a better under-
standing of its teachings. The O!d Testa-
ment is uot a mere national literature.
Uoti, for the purposes of his revelation,
made use of the natural literary impulses
of a chosen people, and £he history, and
poetry, and prophewy, and ethics which the
Oid Testament contains indicate a true
literary movement and development of
that people. Tbii is not merely a thing
to be admitted in words ;a full apprecia-
tion of it,a thorough inqoiry into the pe-
culiar literary characteristics of the various
parts, is imperatively demanded for a jiißt
understanding of these parts and of the
whole. The same thing is true of the New
Testament. The divine teachings of the
book are indeed of far greater intrinsic
consequence than the literary form;but
the literary form is to be studied dili-
gently for the purpose of the light it
sheds upon the teachings. Nor will
the believer be shaken in his faith
if he tiuds traces here and there
of human misapprehension and limitation,
for we willbe sure that these, too, in the
wise ordering of God, are not hindrances
to the great purpose of revelation, but
truly subservient to it.—[Christian Union.

The revisers seem
to me to have been insufficiently aware
either of the nature of this force or
of .ita importance and value. They too
much proceed either as if they had
the recipe, if they broke up the force and
beauty and sentiment attaching to the old
version, for producing this force atreeh
themselves, or else as if the force was a
matter of no great importance. la either
case they are mistaken. The beauty of
the old version is 'a manifestation of
secret laws of Nature,' and neither the
revisers nor any one of us can be
sure of finding the recipe, if we
destroy this manifestation, for com-
pounding another as good. And if we
think that its beauty does not much mat-
ter, then we have nature against us ;for a
manifestation of beauty is a manifestation
of laws of nature." The Occident concludes
its article by approving an already made
suggestion that a committee should be ap-
pointed to revise the revision.
