H. O. Beman, Superintendent of the
Heroales powder department of the Cali-
fornia Powder Works, was drowned Sun-
day while hunting at Point Pinole, Contra
Costa county.

The steamship Coptic, Sunday, brought
100 Chinese, of whom 99 were provided
with return certificates, The vesselbrought
no opium, the duty on the drug having, by
the new tariff, bsen raised from $6 to S10
per pound.

The exports of flour from San Francisco
in June were the largest in the history of
the port, reaching a %otal of 132,000 bar-
rels. The shipments for a single month
never reacked 100,000 barrels until 1881,
and it is rare that they have since been as
heavy,

The examination of John Hennessy, the
murderer of Hattie Fellows, will take
place to-day.
