THE FREIGHT QUESTION.

A CORCLUSIVE DEPENSE AGAINRST RE-
DUCTION,

Pungeat and Unanswerable Statement of
Facts by J. C. Stubbs, Preight Trafiic
Manager, which Should be Read.

The following highly interesting and im-
portant letter by J. C. Stubbs, Freight Traffic
Mansager of the Central ard Southern Pacific
Railroads, has been filed with the Board of
Railrond Comwissioners, and is niacde public :

8 Juwy 6, 1883.

To the Honorable, the Board of Ratlroad Commie-
sioners, State of California—Sirs: In response
your order of the 20th of June, the Central P:
Railroad Company, by its Freight Traffic Ma
and Gener:zl Freight Agent, appeared before your
bonorable Board on the 27th ultimo to protest
against the action contemplated by your Commis-
sion in the matter of reducing the freight rates of
this company.

It now begs to submit, in writing, the reasons
given at said interview, with additional arguments
against said action,

it respectiuuly urges upon your Commission that
the spirit and purpose of the organization of a State

Joard of Ralroad Commissioners was to remove the
question of regulation of freights and fares from the
stump of political campains—taking it out of poli-
tics—from being forced uwpon the overburdened
Legislature, whose time, knowledge and experience
did not qualify i to deal with the subject, and r«fer
it to the thouzhtful eonsideration of a Board which
ghould study the question with disinterested mo-
tives, and act upon exsct knowledge or from data
gaihersd from the many sources of jnformation
which tue vast railroad system of the nation and the
experience of kindred bodies in other States and
countries make available to thorough inquiry and
research. :

JUDICIAL FAIBNESS INVOKED,

It submits that the individual members of your
Commission are bound by their oaths to deal with
this subject with judicial fairness ; that they should
have equal regard to both sides of the controversy,
acting with caution and from an intelligent consid—
eration of all the facts and interests involved. It
submits that such a thing as a candidate for a place
on your honorable Board being pledged in advance
of election to a reduction of freights and fares be-
fore he could have had information, knowledge or
experience to qualhfy him to spcak to the question
at all, was never contemplated oy the framers of
the Constitution, much less by the people whose
votes adopted that instrument,

It asserts that the agitation of the question by a
portion of the press is for pol tical effect, to serve
the personal ends of men scheming for place, and it
finds its only support in an ggerated puablic
opinion, manufactured by persistent misstatement
and gross misrepresentation —misrepresentation
which your honorable body can, and in the judgz-
ment of the company shou'd, correct, if not for the
protection of the vast trausportation interests com-
mitted to its charge by the Coustitution, for the
protcetion of the people from demagogry, than
which nothiug ¢an be more demoralizing to enlight-
ened citizenship or dangerous to free institutions,

o the Editor of the Fzaminer—Sir: This
town is distant from Los Angeles 33} miles. The
railroad company charges for a carload of hay from
here to Los Angeles §7 ; from Los Angeles to this
place for a carload of hay $20. Can you explain the
justice and reason for this diserimination ? Can our
Railroad Commissioners furai:h a reasonable solu-
tion of the questior

““ Santa Ana, July 24."”

The charge for a carload of hay between Santa
Ana and Los Angeles is §15 in either direction. Jhe
only foundation for the misstatement is found in
the foct that the differencs between the rates from
Los Angeles and Santa Aua respectively to Arizona
poinis iz §7 per carload.

Denial by the carrier of such misstatements will
have little cffcct on public opinion. Inquiry and
correction, ace rding to the facts, by your Commis-
sion, would soon end malevolent charges of this
character with a beneficent effect upon society.

The company does not presume to gauge the in-
fluerece whi agitation has had in determin-.
mg the proposed actien of your honorsble Board
1t would, however, respectfully urge that the de-
mand of afew, or all in a commuuity, is not a suf-
ficient ground for the Commiscion’s action. It
should first determine whether such demand is
right.

IT HAS NO MORAL OR LEGAL PREROCGATIVE

unreasonsble or unjust,

The company protests that the charges for its
services are fair and reasonable, judged by any
proper standard ; that an enlightened public poliey
does not justify interference with its tariffis; that
the growth of the State, the advancement of its ma-
terial interests, the present condition of its indus-
tries as compared with ol ‘er commnnities, nearer
the great markets of the world, all testify against
the malicious assertions of those who charge upon
the company a grosping, grinding pohcy, necessi-
tating governmental regulation and control.

THE AVERAGE CHARGE FOR FREIGHT.

The average charge for freight which was both
taken up and laid down within the State of Califor-
nia during the year 1882 was at a rate of but two
and nine-tenths (2.9) cents per fon per mile, not-
withstanding the legal maximum of fifteen cents per
ton per mile. The average length of haul was only
105 miles. This average rate includes all the short
hauls, the mountain gervice on the Sierra Nevadas,
the Tehachepi and Coast Range, and the service
across the Mojave and Colorado deserts, It excludes
all material for company's use, which, if included at
a rate equal to the estimated cost of service, asis
the custom with mos’ railroad companies in exhibits
of this character, would materially reduce the aver-
age. This point should not be overlooked in com-
parison with exnibits of other railroads. It exeludes
all freight interchanged with other States and Terri-
tories on the Pacific coist, and also ail through
freights interchanged with the States east of the
Rocky mountairs.

The result of the policy pursued by a railroad
company in its eff-ct upon the communities it
serves, Or even upon its own revenues,

CAN ONLY BE FXHIBITED BY YEARLY AVER-
AGES,

And often » more extended period is necessary to a
proper teet. This, doubtless, is true in the case of
the Central Pacific Railroad and dependencies to a
greater degree than with other railroads in this
country. Noother system of roads in one State
prezents such varied physical characteristics as does
the Central Pacific in California. Such a combina-
tion of valley, mountain and desert road can no-
where elss be found. This neceszitates a compli-
catad classification of service and charges with re-
spect to the character of the road, which, together
with the classification of freight with respect to its
bulk, value and influence upon the general pros-
perity of the community, as & whole, makes uni-
formity of charges impossible and the average rate
the most approximate index to the correctness of
the tariff.

The company, therefore, submits the fact that its
average charge for the transportation of freights
wholly within the State of Caiifornia, during 1832,
being but two and nine tenths (2.9) cents per ton
per mile—less than one filth of the maximum al-
lowed by law—is indubitable evidence that the
charges are reasonable and should not in any par-
ticular be disturbed.

THE TENDENCY OF RATES DOWNWARD,

1t submits further 2s evidence that the tendency
of freizhts i3 downward, calling for no interference
by the State, the statement that the average charge
for freight service wholly within the State of Cali-
forunia has been, during the past five (5) years, as
fo'lows :

During 1878, 3.7 cents per ton per mile.

During 1879, 3.6 cents per ton per mile.

During 1880, 3.5 cents per ton per mile,

During 1881, 3.1 cents per ton per mile,

During 1882, 2.9 cents per ton per mile,

Th& company further protests against the pro-
posed action as unjustly discrimisative. It is gen-
eral y understood to be directed wholly against the
Central Pacific Railroad and leased lines. Short,
independent lines, operated, as alleged by their
managers, without profit, are to be exempted from
this contemplated actién of the Commission. It
might be made to appear that such action was de-
signed to reward bad judgment and incapacity on
the part of the projeciors and managers of non-
paying railroads, but to punish sagacity and good
mansgement, to which, ordinarily, the success of a
payiog enterprise islargely owing., California needs
many more branch lines, yet, by such action the
State, through its Railroad Commissioners, says to
the would-be investors: * If you build these roads
and the investment proves good, we shall agbitrarily
reduce your charges, 50 a8 to equalize the income
and outgo.”

A POINTED QUESTION.

If the North Pacific Coast Railroad Company, the_
Caiifornia Southern Railroad Company and others
are to be favored by no icterference upon the
of your honorable Commission, on the ground of
the smallness and the unremunerative nature of
their traflic, upon what considerations of justice can
a diff: rent policy be pursued toward the several in-
tegral parts of the Central Pacific system, which
could not be operated independently, and preserve
the same facilities and service to the public, which,
by themselves considered, do not yield a reasonable
revenue ! These parts of the Central Pacific system
sre distinct corporations, baving distinct and sepa-
rateobligations, and it i3 respectfully submitted that
they are entitled to distinet and separate consider-
ations, apart from their conneetion with the Central
Pacific; that upon the grounds upon which it is pro-
poged to exclude roads which are independent of
the Central Pacific from the reductions cortemplated
by the Commission, those smal! roads leased to the
Central Pueific are entitled to claim the right to
charge such rates as will yield a fair profit upon the
investment.

SPECIFIC OBJECTIONS TO REDUCTION,

For specific objections to the reductions proposed,
the cowpany respeetfolly urges againss that for
moving grain from interior points to tide water :

First—There is no general or well-founded com-
plaint against the rates for this service.

Second—A reduction ran from seven (7) per

cent. on the low rates for the short hauls from Bay
points, to thirty-three : nd one-third (321) per cent.
on the 1ates from the upper Sacramento Valley, and
from twenty-seven (27) to thirty (30) per cent. on
the rates from the upper San Joaquin Valley, was
wmade at the instance of your predecessors, taking
effect on, and continuing in force sinee, the 1st dav
of June, 188!. A further reduction .could not but
be regarded by fair-minded men as unreasonable
and unjust,savoring of a desire to cripple the rail-
road company rather than to enforce equal and just
tariff=,

‘Third—The grain rates, as modified in the manner
above explained, are not bardensome to the pro-
ducer. They rather contribute largely toward mak-
ing the production of grain in Calitornia more profit-
able to him than it i3 in any of the great grain fields
west of the Mississippi river and east of the Rocky
Mountains. In support of this, your Commission is
respectfully referred to the exhibits filed with it on
the 27th ultimo, one of which compares the grain
rates of this company to Port Costa—now the prin-
eipal grain depot for export—from ali points, begin-
ning with Martinez (distant 3 4 10 miles) and run-
ning soath to Santa ana (distant 433 miles), with
rates for like distances charged by the Texas &
Pacific Railway to New Orieans, the Missouri Pacific
Railway to St. Louis, the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul Railway to Milwaukee, and the Chicago &
Northwestern Railway to Chicago.

THE AVERAGE PIB TON PER MILE,

The average per ton per mile of the rates charged,
based upon equality of tonnage for all points, is as
wollows:

The lowest average of the Eastern roads named is
that of the Chicago and Northwestern Railway, one
of the leading railroads of the great Northwest,
whose mileage i8 about equal to that of the Central
Pacific system, and whose gross tonnage per mile
eperated during the year 1832 was 2,520 tons (ac-
cording to “ Puor's Manual” ), against 1,018} tons,
per mile operated, carried by the Central Pacific
tystem ; yet the average charge for grain by the
Chicago and Northwestern Railway is 1.8 cents per
ton per m le, against 1 66 cents per ton per mile, the
average of the Central Pacific.

OTHER COMPARISONS,

Another compares the grain rates of the Central
Pacific to Port Costa from all points beginning at
Goodyear’s (6.77 miles distant) and running via the
California Pacific and Northera roads to Tehama,
in the upper Sacramento valley (distant 155 miles),
with rates charged for like distances to Milwaukee
by the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railway,
another of the great railroads of the Northwest,
On basis of equality of tonnage from all points, the
average charge in cents per ton per mile, of the
Centra! Pacific compares with that of the Chicago,
Milwaukee and St. Paul ss 2 51 is to 3.42, the East.
era road charging an average of 30 per cent., more
than the Central Pacific.

Another exhibit shows the average grain rate of
the Central Pacifie to Port Costa, from stations be-
tween Goodyear's and Willows, to compare with the
average of the Chicago and Northwestern Railway
for like distances in I'lincis, to Chicago, as 2,73 is to
3.03 cents per ton per mile, the Eastern charge be-
ing higher by 9.89 per cent. than that of the Cali-
fornia road.

THE STANDARDS OF EASTERN ROADS.
- -

The other exhibits filed at the ssme time, and
which compare rates from the Sacramento valley,
spaeak for themseives. They make a no less favora-
ble showing fur the Central Pacific, and if charges
by Eastern roads are just standards by which to
regulate the charge ia Califoraia, they show conclu-
gively that further voluntars- reductions in the
grain rates of this company would outrage justice.

This cempany, however, does not admit, nor will
your honorable Beard be like'y to regard ihe rates
charged by Eastern railroads as fair criterions t
which to judre the charges of the Central Pacific.
The managers of Iastern roads themzelves acknowl
edge the greater cost of gervice here, and in through
[ =8 in which they are joined with the Central
Pzcific, allow the latter a greater rate per mile than
their own companies receive. The cost of labor,
fuel, and all supplies which are nsed in operating =
road, is greater here than at the East. The physical
character, of the road are more varied and dif-
ficult ; the traffic is very much lighter ; every ele-
ment of cost or economy is agninst the Califordia
and in favor of the Eastern road.

It requires no cxpert Enowledge to discover this.
It oaght not to require a protest from this company
to secure proper cousideration of the fact by the
public and your honorable Board. In the matter of
hanlling grain, the Central Pacific’s service is
greater and more expensive than that of Eastern
roads. The rateg of the Central Pacific include un-
loading at tide water and delivery at ship's side, if
vessel 18 ready for grain; or, it not ready, delivery
at pile on v f or in warehouze. The grain is
handied in <8, i3 housed at forwarding stations
only to a limited degree, being largely *‘corraled”

without shelter, alongside the track. This
ires it to be moved before the early rains, de
manding of th2 raiiroad company such attention

and expedit on as to not infrequently compel neg-
lect of other tra ; while, as a rule, the cars are
sent ty afte ¢ load, thus doubling the car
mileage for one load.

GRAIN SHIPMELTS IN THE FAST.

By Eastern roads the grain is uniformly handled
i1 bulk, It is universally housed after harvest, and
is moved only as the market is favorable or the ne-
cessities of the farmer require. In loading it usu
ally passes through an elev:tor, being shot into th

he
cars at such g rate that a full train can be loaded
and moved whiie one ear i3 beinyg loaded in Califor.
nia. At the various termini it is dischargzed into
elevators, a car being emptied in something less
than ore minute. The ecouocmy permissible in the
use of rolling stock by this rapid loading and dis-
charging of cars is very marked. Cars have made
two round trips in one day between Aurora and
Chicago, Ilinms, a distance of about fifty miles, a
thing impossibie here under four days. According
to thig, the California road would be required to at
least quadruple the roiling stock employed by the
lilinois road to handle the same tonnage a like dis-
tance, Moreover, the return traflic on Eastern
roads, in coal, lumber, ete., used in the interior,
nearly balances the outward tonnage of ¢ereals and
produce, giving full loads in both directiona.
Within a few weeks the writer was informed by
Mr. Midgley, the Commissioner of the Iowa Trunk
Line Association, that, latterly, the east and west
tonnage of the lines he represented nearly bal.
anced, and he locked for equality within a short
time.

From the foregoing the company argues that any
reduction 1 grain rates is indefensible. It is aimed
at that portion of the traffic which, in acknowledg-
ment of the principle that by fosterisg production
it promoted its own interests, it has, with the pres-
cience of trained judgment, treated with unexam.
pled liberality.

CLASSIFICATION OF TRAFFIC,

With respect to the proposed reduction on grain
for seeding and feeding purposes going to the inte-
rior to the level of rates for outward grain, the
company would, in addition to the general protest
against any reductions whatever, urge that the
principle which the Commission would set up in
this case, namely, that rates for the same class of
goods should be the same for like distances, regard.
less of direction, is erroneons. Classification of
traffic, for the purp se of rating charges thereon, is
c2g-ary and universal. It ha3s not become uni-
versal by the eleciion of the carriers—the laws of
trade bave forced it. I possible, an average rate
upon all goods would be adopted by every carrier ;
its effect in simplifving and economizing the con-
duct of transportation can hardly be measured.
This classification must be had not only with

respect  to  differing  values, bulk, weight,
frangibility, etc,, but algo to volume,
direction and competition. For example,

manufactured cottons from the mills of the South
to the North are ratcd materially lower than from
the miilg of New Ecgland to the South, the differ
ence ranging from 45 to 47 per cent, this in spite of
the fact that the raw material must fir<t go from the
South to New England in order to be miiled and re-
turned. Raisine, before becoming an important
California product, were, and even now are, brought
from the East for from two to three cents per pound
They are sent from California to the East at one and
one-half cents per pousd. Examples might be
multiplied. Fifty cents per ton upoa the product
of his ranch amounts to considerable to the Cali-
fornia farmer, very much more than five times that
rata would equal on the small amount of seed wheat
he should want from another gection.
MINIMUM AND MAXIMUM RATES.

The design of classification i8 to p'aca the higher
charges where they will not be felt, at lea t notasa
burden to the consumer. All freight cannot be
handied at the minimum rate—some must pay the
maximum, If the maximaum is reduced, or con-
giderable tonnage taken f.om the intermediate
classes and rated with the lowest, then the mini-
mum must be increased. So much for the prin-
ciple.

,n; must be admitted that wheat is wheat, whether
goiug in or out of the country, but its value is
uot the same, and the d:fference in volume is very
wide.

The company must earnestly protest against the
introduction of any guch principle ot rating as this
proposition of the Commissioners involves, It is
dgestructive of the fundamental principles of tariffa,

The present 1ate on grain to the interior works no
hardship to the pubdlic. The proposed action of the
Commission will have no appreciable influence upon
the State’s presperitv. It is a concession to igno-
rance. It i3 suggested by comparizon. The com-
plaint stands not that the maximum charge of
£3 05 per t.n of 2,000 pounds for carrying grain to
the interior is too bigh, per se, but because the
maximum charge m the cther direction is bat &5 50
Adopt the principle and apply it wherever it has
equal force, and you will destroy classification. De-
stroy classification, and you will run either the
community served by the carriers or the carriers
themseives.

TRANSPORTATION OF LIVE STOCK.

The rates on live stock in car loads, and or wool,
in both car loas and smaller quantities, should not
be distarbed, for the reason that, at the inetance of
your predecessors in office, general and material re-
ductions were made in the rates on these articles,
which reduced rates, taking effect June 1, 1881,
have since continued and are now in force.

By reference to a table published by the Railroad
Commission, May 11, 1881, it will be observed that
these reductions ranged from 2 per cent. to over 30
per cent., s a rule the larger reductions being made
in the highest rates for the louger hauls.

Tae rale for charging for the trans=portation of
live stock, in less than car Ioxds, is to rate one ani-
mal as one ton ; Lwo arimals as one and three quar-
ter tons; three animals two and one-half tons, and
each additional animal as one-half ton of first-class
freizht, and 20 on until the charge for the lot equals
the chirge for s carload, tha$ being the maximum
for any number of animals in one car.

SYSTEM FAVORS LIVE STOCK FPREIGHT.

This system of ratiog favors the live stock, as com-
pared with ordinary freight. One animal occupics
more €pice than oue ton «f freight. Indeed, it re-
quires nearly half a car. Economy or convenicnce
cannot be expected in stowing the animals. ke-
gard must b2 had to their temper and condition. If
laid out by any accident on the road they must be
fed and watered. Jars, jolts and accidents, harm-
less to_ordinary freight, are dangzerous to them,
They aré liable to injure themselves and esch other,
and to damage goods, if any be loaded in same car,

The company seeks to absolve iteelf from responsibil.

ity for injuries from some of these causes by requir-
ing the snipper to provide an attendaut ; but this, in
the case of less than carloads, is evaded, ag\l the
company has yet found no means to enforee its rule
in this regard. :

Though transportation ie its business, and its
capscity i not hall taxed, the company would
gladly surrender its revenues derived from trans-
porting live stock, in less than carload quantities, to
be relieved from the obligation—if it is under any—
of handling it.

Tne carrier performs no service relatively so
cheap.

GENERAL PROTEST REPEATED.

With respect to the other changes proposed, the
company respectfully repeats its general protest.
The question cannot have had that caim delibera-
tion proceeding from careful anslysis and diligent
research necessary to determine judgment. What
evidence has been offered that the charges of the
Central Pacific Railroad Company are onerous snd
exacting ?

What inquiry has been made a3 to whefher arbi-
trary reductions of iis revenues will not cripple the
company, canse it to default in its rest, compel
discontinuance of dividends and make the discharge
of its obligations to the General Government im-
possible? Can reflecting men  believe, for a mo-
ment, that the , through the exercise of its
arbitrary pow an injure the very backbone of
its eommcreial nd the commonwealth remain
unsettied ?

Common pradencs dietat s deliberation and in-
vestigation befire action upun the part of your
Commussion. The means heing ewployed to
force hasty and ill-advised action upon the pat of
the Commission should induce reflection and hes—
itation. A high-minded, honorable man, cool and
dispassionate though he may be, may well distrust
hizs jodgment under such a pressure ag some are
endeavoring to bring to bear on your houorable
Board.

Tre Central Pacific Company docs not fear the
tests which a careful inquiry and jost comparisons
will make of its policy with respec: to freights, but
it solemnly protests against reductions inspired by
political influences, and all interfereace with its
tariffs which does not proceed from due considera-
tion of the private aswell as the public interests
involved.

D. W. Kelly and myself, which ail three of us denied
under oath, and that the three in
ducec—two for £3 9 and one for £1,20
idends paid us on it. But he prese

d I no re-
ceipts from either of us, He hzd no indorsement
by either of us oun these initia! checks, and no

witness to their pretended payment, while
we all swore we never had seen them
and never had received the amounts named

in the checks as dividends, and the cashier of the
Sergeant-at-Armsa swore to his bel'ef that he paid
these very identical checks to Ames himself ; and
John T. Drew, & lawyer of Vermont, when he re-
turned from Europe after Congress had adjourned,
averred he saw the $1,200 Ames drew 28 a check to
“ 8. C. or bearer,” paid by Ames to znother man
with whom he bad been talking. As other claims
of the late Mr. Ames have since been settled, and a
none of the stock he said he was ho'ding in trust for
us has been found among his papers, it is as evident
as axiomatic truth that there was no such stock ;
and, in the face of the fact that, however coufused
his memory might have been by the great excite-
ment of the period, the three initial checks were so
different from all the rest of the represented aban-
doned stock on which he had himself collected divi-
dends. But, having no fear of God’s judgment upon
my integrity and truthfulness in this matter, 1 only
refer to it here thus briefly because of your hizhly
appreciated editorial.
