interior is full of splender aud luxary, It
contains many statues and curiosities, The
new palace, or Koenigsban, is richly pro-
vided with marble figures and fresco-paint-
ings, among which are several representa-
tions of the Nibelungen, Tais is the pres-
ent royal abode. A pew wing, called Fest-
saalban, built in the Venetian style, has
been addeg to this palaca, Ten massive
colamns supports its grand portal. Oathe
main floor is the magnificent crown-hall,
containing fourteen colossal bronze statues
of Bavarian princes, cast sfter the models
of Schwanthaler, and adjoining it are three
imperial halls equally magnificent, In one
of the imperial chambera stands a gala-bed,
in tha embroidery and adornment of which
three hundred and nineteen pounds of gold
were employed. Next comes
THE MAXIMILIAN PALACE
And the ducal palace of Leunchtenberg.
The former has a large collection of draw-
ings, miniatures and ivory works; the
latter a fine picture gallery. The Royal
Academy of Arts and Sciences has large
collections of antiguities and objects of
art, alzo a natural cabinet, including the
Museum Brasilianum, The Bibliothek or
library, is one of the finest buildings in
Maunich, It is built in the Florentine
etyle. Before its triple portal are the
ptatues of Aristoteles, Homer, Hippocrates
and Thucydides. It contains over eight
hundred thousand volumes. The Glyp-
tothek, or staluary building, has a portico
supported by twelve columns and four
piliars, and on the outside there are colos-
sal marble statues, representing historical
and mythological personalities. The old
and the new Pinakothek (picture galieries)
have the richest collection of paintings to
be found in Germsny. Besides paintings
they contain cabinets of Grecian and Etru-
rian vases, a cabinet of fossils and collec-
tions of porcelain paintings, engravings
{300,000 plates) and drawings of old mas-
ters (10 000 ieaves). The old Pinakothek
is built in the Roman style, and ite main
porial has twenty-four statues of celebrated
painters,
TEE ROYAL THEATER

Is the largest in Germany ; it has a grand
portico aud is built in imitation of the
Theater La Scala of Milan, A remarkable
erection iz the Propilaen. This ia a triple
griumphal arch, built in ths Dorian style.

Qf the churches of Munich I will mention
a few. The Court-chapel, adjoining the
royal residence, is built in the Italian-Byz-
antine style ; ite walls havea gilded gronnd
and are laid over with colored marble and
fresco-pictures of the New and Oid Testa.
ment, The St. Boniface Churcb, in Ba-
silic form, is an accomplished and noble
work of Ziebland; its splendid roof is
resting upon sixty-four marble columne.
This church is also covered with fresco-
paintings, The Church of St, Louis, with
ite fine towers and the celebrated fresco-
paintings by Cornelius, among which is the
t Last Judgment,” ig built also in the Ital-
ian.Byzantine style. The Church of St.
Peter has many fine paintings from the
fifteenth century, and sixteen altars., The
Theatiner Church, holding the royal
family vauolts ; the Churches of the Holy
Ghost, of Our Lady and Michaelshof are
aleo handsome structures. Munich has
some very
FINE STREBTS AND PUBLIC SQUARES,

Among the public monuments some deserve
special mention. The gigantic bronze
statue ‘‘ Bavaria,” cast upon a model by
Schwanthaler, stands on a pedestal thirty
feet high. Through a small door in the

pedestal you ascend a stair-case of sixty
steps to the foot ot the celoss, and thence
another sixty steps through the body, will
bring you into its head, in which there is
standing room for thirty persons, Through
openings in the curls of hair of this mon-
ster, a fair view of the city and couniry is
had. The hight of the giant from the
goles of the feef to the top of the head is
sixty-six feet, making ninety-six feet with
the pedestal. The statues of the compos-
era (tluck and Orlando di Lasso, those of
Chancellor Kreitemayr, of Westenrieder,
the historian, and between them that of
Prince Max Emanuel, the congueror of
Belgrade, stand on the Promenadenplatz.
There are also the statues of Maximilian I,
on ths Wittelbacherplatz; that of Max
Joseph cn the square of the mame name,
and the hundred feet high obelisk in
bronze,

A MeEMENTO OF THE 30,000 BAVARIAXNS
Who, in 1812, followed Napoleon into
Russia, and of which not a eoul ever re-
turned. The reader will pardon my some-
what minute description of Munich, if he
is told that the object *o show how little
we generally know about the many inter-
esting and instructive curiosities to be eeen
in hundreds of cities of the world, whose
names are hardly known to us. I might
describe at some length larger cities, such
as Berlin or Vienna; but here is a city
with less than two hundred thousand in-
habitants, rivaling the greatest capitals of
Earope and the famous classical cities Bf
Italy in obj=cts of arts and eciences, Life
is pleasant and cheap in Munich. From
one to two dollars a day will defray ex-
penses in a comfcrtable hotel, equal in
accommodations to those charging a muchk
higher price in other countries, One thing
that strikes strangers is the large beer and
wine-halls. There is no comparison be-
tween them and those generally seen,
With the exception of some of a certain
class of those places, the beer-halls of Mu-
nich may be considered regular family re-
sorts of a decent and proper kind. Re-
spectable families do ot disdain to visit
them and enjoy a sociable evening. There
are no traces of that boisterous and rough
element too often seen in some countries, I
have said that Bavarians

CONBUME LARGE QUANTITIES OF BEER,
This is true, DBat it does not imply any
habita of drunkenness, The climate, the
constitution of the people and the quality
of the beverage permit the indulgence,

which has not shown any bad effects for
eenturies. Sirong alcoholic drinks are not
taken, In Europe the customs and pecau-
liarities of the different races are more
marked than here, The French have their
cafes, the Germans their beer-halis; the
former to take wines and liguors, the latter
beer and wine, What would seem im-
proper to the puritanical minds of many
Americans seems natural and proper in
other countriss, and vice versa. Thereare
no temperance societies in those countries
that I know of ; and, although beer and
wine are daily used in many families, there
js no drunkenness perceptible even among

Augshurg, an ancient town, located in a
healthy and prodactive country. Like
most old cities it has many dark and nar-
row streets, There are eome edifices,

churches and antiquities, however, which
are worth seeing. Tae Cathedral, pertly
built in the sixth century, has fine paint-
ings and picture-stained windows. The
Court-house, built in 1615, is one of the
finest in (Germany and besrs the sensible
inseription : **Puablico consilio, public®
galuti.,” Its main hall, lighted by fifty-
two windows, contains a large picturs gal-
lery. Near the Court-house is the Per-
lachsthurm, a tower three bundred and
twenty six feet high, Augsburg was once
one of the free cities of Germany. Before
leaving Bavaria we must mention two other
places. The first is Nuremberg, a city
presenting more clearly the impressions of
the Middle Ages than any city in Ger-
many. Its streets, although for the most
part narrow and irregular, are lively and
have an inviting appearance, The com-
merce and indostry of Nuremberg have
always been great. Its fancy articles,
toys and carved goods are known all over
the world. Here watches were invented
by Hela. Itis the birth-place of Durer,
the celebrated painter and author, With
its activity and industry Nuremberg would
still appear to an American in many re-
spects a backward old place. One instance
will serve as an illustration, One eveningl
saw a fire which had originated in the up-
per story of a building used as a place of
storage for hops, The fire at first was in-
signiticant and could have been easily ex-
tingnished. Notwithstanding the large
crowd of spectators no efforts were made
for gome time to check it, Upon inquiry I
was informed that
NO ORDERS HAD YET REEN GIVEN

By the authorities to the Fire Department,
When that body set to work I saw a couple
of old hand-pumpe which seemed to feed
the fire instead of eubduing it. I soon had
occasion to repent of my curiosity, for the
pelice made every one near work in passing
water-buckets, which was another primi-
tive way of dealing with fire, Chains
wers formed to the nearest place of water
and the buckets passed from hand to hand,
The reader can imagine of how little effect
is such a system. The United States
etand ahead of the world in the way of
dealing with great fires; but as every
question has its two sides, we would in-
quire if prevention is not better than
cure, If Earope is behind in that respect,
it must be conceded that fires occar there
much more seldem than here. The build-
ings are for the greater part of stone, with
slate-roofs, and this may also be the reason
why there are so few conflagrations. An.
other noteworthy place in Bavaria is Kiss-
ingen, This is a watering-place of renown,
which attracts many visitors, Ths waters
are bottled and sent all over the world
on account of their curative qualities,

A GLIMPSE OF BOHEMIA,

As the Austrian frontier is close at hand,
and as that countiry, which has still a pop-
ulation of ten millione of Germans, has
played, until lately, a prominent pari in
the history of Germany, I shall in my

next say something about its beautiful cap-
ital. Besides, Vienna may be considered
a German oity in every respect in language,
manners and customs. The opinion is
often expressed by travelers, who have vie-
ited the capitals of Earope, that Vienna
iz the finest and most pleasant city after
Paris. On the way to Vieona one may
travel through Bohemia, that old and
strange country, the name of whose inhab.
itants is so generally used to indicate a rov-
ing character. Singularly enough the adop-
tion of the mame ‘‘ Bohemian,” used in
this sense, eeams unacoountable, a8 no
roaming disposition is discernible in the
Bohemiang, who stick with tenacity to their
native soil. Bohemia has a population of
about five millions, of which two-thirda
belong to the Slavic race and one.third to
the German., It is bordered on all eides by
mountain ranges ; its valleys are not very
productive, and the country in general
shows but little improvements, Prague,
its capital, lies on the river Moldan and in
the heart of the country.

One Miilion Dellars of Farm Comforts—
The Ralston Magnifizenca— Enthusi-
asm for American Women—Etc.

SaN Fraxcisco, July 11, 1883,
Although there is very little boasting
among Californians about their sumptuous
homes, and while they accept with re.
markable humility the patronizing descrip
tions given by the Eastern traveler of
places on the Hudson, Long Island and in
the suburbs of Boston, to say nothing of
the oppressive claims of country-seats in
England, they have really every right in
the world to fell a rzasonable pride in their
possessions.  After all the State is only
thirty years old, and tke luxurious laying
out of Monterey, the magnificence of Palo
Alto, the San Mateo and Menlo Park resi-
dences, and the white glories of Belmont
and its ivy-covered stone stable, make a
wonderful showing of wealth and taste,
and, at a certain season, of enlightened
hospitality. When the world—those five
hundred people whom it is customary to
call the world—separate after the dancing
season is over and the dust begins to fly in
the city, they betake themseives, in the
capacity of hosts or guests, to estates as
bzautiful and villas as luxurious as ingenu-
ity can devise or prodigality execute. In
enumerating the
COUNTRY SEATS ABOUT SAN FRANCISCO,
Thne Cook farm at the foot of M$. Diablo
should have a place, by the way, a million
of dollars having been expended in making
it comfortable and beautiful, and neither
ghould Captain Fioyd’s place at Clear Lake
be forgotten, where all conventionality is
baniched and ease and jollity reign from
May to December. The most historical of
all these residences, the richest in associa-
tione, the most widely known outside of
California, is undoubtedly Belmont, now
the property of Mr., Sharon, and formerly
that of the brilliant, restless and ill-starred
Ralston; and in a farm-house across the
field from her former grandeur, Mrs, Ral-
ston lives to-day.

_A ProbrEM 1IN FLYING.—An interesting
discussion is at present going on among sci-
entific engineers in regard to the flight of
birds, which has considerable bearing upon
the flying-machine question. It is a mats
ter of observation that birde, without any
movement of their outstretched winge, and
without any apparent muscular exertion,
are enabled to rise in the air and to move
laterally even against the wind, The mo-
dus operandi of these movements is a mys.-
tery, and scientists are trying to discover
the secret. The most plausible theory is
that the wings may be placed in such a po-
sition as to divert a current of air from its
normal course until i represents two sides
of an angle, of which the apex is the hind-
er pertion of the bird’s body. If that be
the case—say the theorists—there would
be really two currents of air coming into
collision at the apex, the result of which
would be a pressure upen the body of the
bird at that point, urging it forward with
force fargreater than on first thought might
be supposed. The smoothness of the feath-
ers in but one direction reduces to a mini-
mum all opposition to a forward movement,
Experiments are now being carried out
with mechanical contrivances fo demon-
strate the correctness of the theory, and it
is stated that the investigators are in a fair
way to a discovery of the cause of the phe-
pomenon, and also to a solution of the fly-
ing-machine guestion.—[Loandon letter to
Philadelphia Telegraph.

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FARM AND GARDEN.

The practice of feeding whey to cows in
Herkimer county, which a friend inguires
about, proved injurious to cheese and bhas
been discontinued,

Too much attention cannot be pzid to
regularity in the care of stock. Any de-
lay beyond the ususl time of feeding or
milking makes the animal uneasy.

Iowa expeots to raise 200,000,000 bushels
of corn and 22,000,000 bushels of wheat
this year, and the oat crep promises to be
the largest known, JIowa is great on rais-
ing wheat, corn and Republicans.

The Orovills Mercury saya that ‘' one
field of grain near Nelson Station, thrazhed
last week, yielded thirty-nine bushels to
the acre. Evidently it was not injured to
any extent by the blighting winds from
the north.”

N. B. Dudley, of Logan county, Ky.,
says an Eastern exchange, has a Holstein
heifer which dropped a bull calf on the
16th of May, which at ten days old weighed
140 pounds. The cow gives foriy-five
pounds of milk per day.

Dr. Maxwell T. Masters writes that he
has often seen' the experiment tried of
thinning potato tops by pulling out all the
emaller stems, leaving only two orat most
three of the stronger ones to the hill, and
never knew an instance whera the result
was not larger tubers and frequently a
heavier total crop.

A great deal of growling was done some
years ago about foxtail grass taking the
country, but foxtail is of gome account, as
stock will eat it when green, Now, how-
ever, a new grass has appeared in Califor-
nia which is too much for the foxtail and
18 spreading rapidly. Thia is called pov-
erty grass, The Colusa Sun says it locks
like a very rich grase, having a fioe, rich-
looking head, almost as large as an ordi-
nary head of club wheat, but no kind of
stock will eat it, It ficst appeared upon
the sheep ranges in Tehama county, about
three years ago, and last year a little of it
appeared along the focthills in the north-
ern part of the county. This year it is
thick all over the foothill country north
of Willows. It seemed to come all at
once, so that many believe it to be the
spontaneeus production of the soil. If it
has a seed at all, it is very fine, the large
heads spoken of being soft and spongy,

The Texas Wool Grower speaking upon
the subject of injury to the price of wool
by the presence of tar or paint upon it,
says: Oi late we hear some complaints
from Eastern manufacturers of the use of
tar and paint for wool-branding sheep.
They say it is difficult, if not impossible,
to remove it all from the fleece, either by
picking or scouring. If this betrue would
it not be well for sheepmen to consider
this grievance and adopt some other plan
of marking or branding? Anything that
works to the dieadvantage of sorting and
cleaning wool iz to be aveided. The wool
industry of Texas is a source of too much
revenue to becomas lessened in any way,
except by natural causes, such as supply
and demand. Ifitis necessary to wool
brand all, and nothing but tar and paint
will answer the desired end, how would it
do to use it on the sheep’s forehead instead
of body ? Last summer some of cur sheep
became mixed with a neighboring flock.
When we went among them to catch ours,
we were struck with the lavishness with
which tar had been applied. They had
the initials of the owner’s name on one
gide, and on the other large figures. Now
when this wool reached the manufacturer
there must have been gome little “‘cussing”
we imagine, Thia is, however, an excep-
tional case of too much branding. As
manufacturers take advantage of every-
thing we do, and many things we do not,
to reduce prices on the staple, it will be
well to come as near deing things right as
we can, giving them clean wool and mak-
ing them pay for it. It is for our own
sake that care should be taken.

We know of no labor, no recreation, no
fancy, the pursuit of which is rewarded
with more unalloyed pleasure than is the
cultivation of a garden. The miser gloata
no more over his dearest treasure than
does the gardener over his choice fruits
and flowers; the picture fancier is not
more proud of bis wonderous works of art
than is the florist of his tulips; nor does
the owner of rarest gems point them out
to admiring friends with more of satisfac-
tion than does the amateur his best-named
flowers, The picture gallery may boast its
Xubens, it8 Leonardo di Vinci, its Paul
Potter, but the garden-bed will show
greater wonders, and yet hold in reserve
those which are still greater, A man goes
not to his garden as into a picture-gallery,
a museum, or a cabinet—ever to see the
same thing in the same place.

A FUrGUS HAND,

The last of May, 1882, Simon Snyder,
who was working in a planing-mill at Ports-
mouth, Ohio, had his hand so badly lacer-
ated in the machinery that amputation was
necessary.

Two weeks after, upon the mound
which the little two-year-old danghter of
the injared man had made over the severed
hand, grew a small fungus like plant in the
exact shape of a human hand. The Ports-
mouth (O.) Blade of June 10th, called at-
tention to the wonder, and gave a full de-
scription of it, Handreds of citizens vis-
ited Mr. Soyder to see thiz freak of nuture,
All were iuterested. Those who tried to
understand it were mystitied, and the su-
perstitious were sure it was some portent
evil, Mr. and Mrs, Snyder removed to
Conesville, Louisa county, Jowa, two
months ago, and brought the fingers with
them, preserved in alcohol. C. E. Harri-
son, of the Brady Street Pharmacy, was
at Conesville last week and brought the
curiosity to Davenport, Mr. Harrison tried
to prevail upon Mre, Snyder to give it to
the Academy of Sciences, but she has not
yet consented. The fingere are of a dark-
brown color; the thumb and fingers ap-
proach nearly two exact forms, and per-
haps the queerest part of it is that the fore-
finger is shorter than it should be. Mr.
Sayder lost the forefinger of that hand two
years before the amputation. The little
tinger was broken off by accident, and
shows that the ineide of the finger is white,
(ases are on record where roots and vege-
table growth have taken the place and
shape of bucied objects of a perishable na-
ture by absorption and growth contempo-
raneous with decay, but this was an exte-
