TWO SOULS DEFEATED IN COURT—A
VERT INTERESTING CASE.

A strange case has just been decided in
New York,which agitates legal and church

circleß to an unwonted extent. It has
aroused the especial anger of the Catholic
clergy, and not without what to us seems
good cause. In one view of the matter,

tbe question of liberty of conscience is in-
volved, though that does not appear to

have been considered by either counsel or

Court. Yet to us it seems to be the real
issue of law in the case. Margaret Gilman
died recently. She gave into the hands of
a friend before death a sum of money, the
income of which she directed him to ex-
pend for the payment of priests to have
masses said for the repose |of her soul and
that of her deceased husband. Her next
of kin sued this trustee for an account,
on the ground that the trust sought to be
created was superstitious, and against
public policy. These two points the Court
disposes of at once. In this country,
where there is no State religion,unlike the
practice inEngland, the Courts of equity
willnot hold such a trust to be supersti-
tious. Nor is it against public policy,
since the spirit of our institutions and our
laws give to each the liberty to do with
bis own as nd will,so long as itis not con-
trary to law and public policy and is not
for an immoral purpose. But, says the
Court, the requisites of a gift were want-
ing, for there was not a parting absolutely
with the titleand control, but specific uses
were enumerated to which the money was

to be applied. Is it a charitable use ?
.No;for to be such itmust, under the rule
governing Courts of equity, be either for
the promotion of science, the teaching
of useful knowledge, the relief of the
sick, lame, or infirm, or poor, or
the redemption of prisoners, or the

erection of churches, bridges, ports or
other public structures. A gift may cre-
ate a trust that willbe enforced. Now,
tbis trust relates, says Judge Freedman,
solely to personal property, and as such
does not fall within the statute of uses and
trusts of the State ofNew York, for there
is no beneficiary, or «__y que trust in
existence, or capable of coming into exist-
ence who can enforce the execution of the
trust, or take under it. There was no will
in this case, and the laws of New York
provide bow the property of an inestate,
not disposed of by giftbefore death, shall
be distributed, and there can be no other
disposition of it. As there was no will,
and no gift, for the reasons stated, there
was no trust, and the law steps inand dis-
poses of the property. An essential ele-

ment in a valid trust is that there shall
be a person known to the law for
whose benefit the trust is created.
A Court of equity willsupply the lack of

a trustee, but, as is obvious, no power can
supply the lacking beneficiary. Abenefi-
ciary must be either a natural or an artifi-
cial person known to the law, capable of
coming into existence under the trust.
Even if such a one can be identified, the
law willnot require it to be specifically
named. Now, any one capable of taking
j_%interest in property, may, to the extent

.-__ bia leg*! capacity, and no further, be

entitled totbe benefits of a trust. Here,
both the beneficiaries are dead. They are
beyond the reach of human law. They

cannot enforce the trust. Their souls are,

it is said, intended as the beneficiaries.
But the soul of one dead has no legal
capacity to take an interest in the property
left behind, nor is the immortal soul
in any sense subject to the juris-
diction of a human Couit. A Court
of equity protects the living, and, adds
the Court, with a grim solemnity that has
about it a tinge of humor, nevertheless,
"itcannot extend its jusisdiction to be-
ings which car not be apprehended within
the boundaries of the realm." But, says
the Court, and here comes in by no mans
the least strange part of the ruling, the
trust failed for want of a beneficiary, and
a resulting trust therefore arises by impli-
cation of lawin favor of tbe next of kin,
and so to the plaintiff the defendant must
account. This decision, so far as it holds
that there was no beneficiary, is in line

with the decisions of the Courts, and iB un-

doubtedly good law, but webeg to submit,
in the layman's view, when applied to this
case, itlacks reason, for in our view there
was a giftby whioh Mrs. Gilman parted
with the legal titleto tho money, and the
failure of the condition did not defeat that
title, and that being so there is no power to

restrain the holder of the fund from having
masses said as the doner desired, and from
paying the altar fees from the money to

which he had legal title,.and equity will
not raise an implied trust for another to

defeat him. Then, too, itis by no means
a frivolous question to ask why the priest
who says masses by the direction of the
donor is not, in one sense, a beneficiary
under the fund, since the donor directed
that to be done which is not immoral, not
against law, and not opposed to public
policy? Was not this a pious use ? The
Conrt says a pious use iBone under a trust

for the dissemination of moral or relig-
ious teaching, or the piomotion of public
worship or morality." Now we submit
that, in the Catholic view, the saying of
masses is an act of pnblic worship, of dis-
seminating religious teaching, and for the
promotion of morality. Allpublic prayer
is worship, whether it be prayer for the
dead or the living. The Catholic doctrine
of purgatory is as essential a part of
that religion as is an) other dogma of
any other religion. The institutions and
laws of this country guarantee to every

person the right to worship as conscience
shall dictate. This carries with it the
right of disposing of property for the pro-
motion of tbat worship. Under the Con-
stitution of the United States, giving
these guarantees, the rules of law that
Judge Freedman invokes to defeat
the desire of Margaret Oilman to
dispose of her own after death, as she
might have done before death, should be
silent. The fundamental principle upon
which this Government is founded,
freedom of conscience, is opposed to any
and all decisions of law under rules de-
scended to us from a chancery practice in
a monarchy where a state religion obtains,
by which the right of one to worship ac-
cording to any given form not inconsistent
withpublic policy and morality may be
defeated. The policy of the law is to
encourage public worship, rather than dis-
courage it, and the saying of
masses iB a form of public worship. If
Margaret Oilman could direct her friend to
use money given him by her to bnild a
fanciful monument over her grave to her
memory (and which direction the same
Court holds to be valid), or to set a painted
window ina church to her memory, let us

ask who is the beneficiary under such a
trust ? And why shall not the lawpermit
her pious desire to have prayers said for
tho repose of her soul, since tbat was an

essential, inher view, to her enjoyment of
the right guaranteed her in lifeunder a re-
publican form of government, and which
we must be permitted to say, in our view,
should be as sacredly respected when Mar-
garet Oilman is dead as when Margaret
Gilman is living? We do not wonder that
the Catholics of New York are indignant
at the decision, nor that, through the
press of that city, they lifttheir voices in
protest, for the ruling of the Court
amounts to this : Itis an arraignment of
the doctrine of purgatory by a Court of

the land, the laws of which guarantee to
any one to believe in that doctrine, and to
worship, or direct worship to be performed
for them, according to that belief, livingor
dead.

THE TRADE DOLLAR SCHEME

Ithas now folly developed that the pur-
pose of the raid on the trade dollar ie in
the interest ofspeculators whohave bought
it up at less than bullionvalue and now
hope tobring about the passage of an Actby

the next Congress requiring the Treasury to
redeem the coinat par. Under the erroneous
supposition that there is a large amount of
the coin held by the laboring classes, the
Republican Convention of Pennsylvania
has been induced to favor the redemption
scheme by a resolution in its platform.
This is unfortunate for the Convention, for
before Congress meets the details' of tbe
scheme of the speculators willbe laidbare
and the platform makers will be abashed.
The New YorkPost hits the nail on the
head when it declares that the coin be-
came a nuisance long ago. To put it now

on a basis of equality with the standard
dollar is to still further educate the
thoughtless inthe faith of the

"
fiat" capac-

ity of the Government.
For a moment let us look at the facts.

The coin was issued to accommodate, as

the equivalent of bullion, the trade with
China. Itwas, to the extent of 15, made
a legal tender. Nearly eight years ago

that legal teller value was deliberately
withdrawn. InIS7S the law provided for
the coinage of the standard dollar of 412 J
grains, and it was made- a legal tender,

together with all silver dollars hereto-
fore coined by the United States of like
weight and fineness." The trade dollar is
420 grains. Itis, in fact, the heavier, and
intrinsically the more valuable coin. Now,

say the friends of the repudiated dollar,

the true meaning of the Act of 1878 is that
the trade dollar shall be coined and a legal
tender, for the greater includes the
less, and a 420 grain coin must come
within the purview of the Act that
provides for a 412i.grain coin. But, as
has been again and again pointed out, tbe

lawful character of the standard dollar
does not depend on its amount of silver,

but on the legal tender capacity given it
by law, And thereby is shown, beyond

dispute, the absurdity of the doctrine
upon which such a law is based. Itis

leading ns, says the contemporary quoted,
to a time when silver willdrive gold out
of our monetary system .as a measure of
value. What Congress ought to do, it
concludes, as the Record-Union long ago

urged, is
"

to stop making 35 cent dollars
"

and cease declaring that, by the hocus
poena of legislation, they are really 100
cent dollars. The Government might buy
in the trade dollar at bullion value, the
same as any other silver for use, but to re-
store the legal tender value is but to sink
deeper in the mire into which we are grad-
ually settling, and from which "fiat"
financiers are striving to liftthe country
by its boot straps, while they are standing
on its shoulders.

SINGULARPOSITION OF PROHIBITION-
ISTS.

Itlooks now as ifthe temperance people
of New York had concluded to abandon
their impracticable methods and aid the
authorities in the enforcement of the ex-

cise law. They should be able to clearly

realize that a half -loaf is better than none.
By standing out with stubborn persistence
for their pet scheme of prohibition, they

defeat all efforts tomitigate the evils of in-
temperance and to ameliorate the condi-
tion of society through restrictive meas-
ures and police regulations* • If they will
earnestly aid the excise officers to jsuccess,
they will have advanced by that much
upon the fort they wouldstorm ;they will
to that extent have educated public (senti-

ment to their view. The same advice ap-
plies to the Prohibitionists of Ohio. They

occupy the most singularly inexcusable of
positions. They have put up a State
ticket, not with any hope of electing it;
indeed, they confess that it endangers the

Republican ticket and encourages the Dem-
ocratic candidates. The Republicans pro-
nounce for the Scott law,because the peo-
ple of Ohio by an overwhelming ma-
jority directed its enactment, and the
party would have been recreant to its
principles as the party of progress, reform
and intelligence, to have arrayed itself
against a people so manifestly correct in
their verdict. Now tbe Scott law is sim-
ply a police regulation, witha clause per-
mitting communities to restrict liquor sell-
ing to tho minimum. This is based on the
doctrine of local self-government, and is
the foundation for all local option laws.
The proposed prohibition amendment to
the Ohio Constitution has been taken
ont of politics and relegated to a special
election. Nothing, then, but fanaticism
and stubbornness actuate the Prohibition-
ists of Ohio in running an independent
ticket, which means, perhaps, the success
of the Democrats, who openly oppose pro-
hibitionand the Scott law. To impartial
observers, at a distance, the act of these
temperance people appears to be nothing
less than that of insanity. The editor of
the Kansas Prohibitionist is to go to Ohio
to engage in the canvass and keep his party
together. He bad better remain at home
and attend to his own affairs, and the Pro-
hibitionists of Ohio should have the cour-

age to tell him so, and, if he comes, to
pack him off, bag and baggage, while they
devote their energies to secure the success
of the Republican ticket and the enforce-

-1 ment of the Scott law. If they pursue a
contrary course they will do the cause
they espouse more harm than their bit-
terest enemies can accomplish.

IT WANTS LIGHT.

The l't-taluma Courier (Democratic) de-
mands the evidence of the truth of the
charges made in the present railroad cru-
sade by the Democratic bosses, and on
which they base the demand for an extra
session of the Legislature. That is the
very last thing in the world they willat-
tempt to bring forward, for an obvious
reason. The Courier asks why the mer-
chants of San Francisoo keep silent.

"
Are

they allcowards ? What we want islight.
The interest of the whole people Is our in-
terest." Confessing to entertaining preju-
dice against the railroad, the Courier ad-
mits that itis in need of sound reason for
action. .. If all anti-railroad journals

were as frank as the one quoted, the whole
truth of the fares and freight question
would Boon be made known and the com-
plexity of the problem before the Commis-
sion be made manifest. The railroad cor-
porations have several times, in writing,
challenged proof of the windy newspaper
charges made against them. But the only
reply is to rail at Carpenter and Hum-
phries for not making "material" reduc-
tions. The railroad people, so far from
defending the acts of the two named, have
very • decidedly expressed themselves in
protest against the reductions. This should
be considered pretty fair evidence that
they are

"
material

"
reductions. But we

again insist that the Commissioners are not
in office to do the bidding of the Demo-
cratic bosses, nor to regulate rates accord-
ing to politicalplatforms. They are given
authority of a most unusual and sweeping
character, and should exercise itwith cool
judgment, based on demonstrable facts,
and \u0084. .. j- J by justice to both carrier
and shipper. But this is precisely what
the Democratic wbippers-in are resolved
they shall not do. Justice is the very last
thing they desire the Commissioners to
mete out.

FACING SOUTH BY NORTH.

In ISS2 George Hoadly, now Democratic
nominee forthe Governorship of Ohio, wrote
a letter of commiseration to ArchitectMul-
lett on his removal, and bitterly denounc-
ing the spoils system of the party he now
heads, saying, "Ilook upon the removal
of a faithful and experienced officer, in
accordance with the spoils system, as little
short of a crime. Itinvolves, first, an in-
justice to the country in displacing one
who has by experience become the best
man for the place, and a second injustice
to the country in making its offices the
rewards of what is sure to become corrupt
and dishonest party service." In the very
next paragraph he declares his opposition
to Pendleton's civilservice reform measure,
but adds he'd vote for it, ifin the Senate,
to strike a blow at the spoils system.
Strange as it may appear before he closes
the letter, he declares that when the next
administration becomes Democratic, and
after ithas had its turn at distributing the
spoils of patronage, then

"
the time, inmy

judgment, willhave arrived for a new de-

parture upon the question of political
patronage, and for the adoption of a perma-

nent system of low salaries, permanent
tenures and choice according to fitness, and
not politicalservice. In other words, the
thorough abandonment of the spoils sys-

tem." Here is a man for a bidder's taste and
1 money. Ifthe firstpart of the letter don't

suit, take the middle, which is of a differ-
ent color, and if that i* not to taste, the
tail-end of the epistle may suit. In truth,

LACK OF SYMPATHY.

In welcoming a recent deliberative body

to Detroit, Hon. Wm. P. Wells, the Mayor

of that city, made an address that has at-

tracted much attention for its many truths
and the forcible manner of their presenta-

tion. Among other things Mr. Wells
said : "A great city exists onlyby the
blood itdraws through the great arteries
of trade from the surrounding country.

Itdoes not require that one should be a

political economist to understand that
proposition." Bat it is exactly that
proposition which many people of the
metropolis of California do not un-
derstand, and stubbornly refuses to

consider. He has been a very super-

ficial observer, indeed, who has not

noted that instead of acting upon that
principle, a preponderating element in
our chief city has been diametri-
cally opposed to it for twenty years or

more. Its apparent effort has been to

buildthe city np at the expense of the
State, upon which her prosperity is de-
pendent, instead of developing the inte-
rior, that she may grow greater as a

consequence. It has done all it could
to choke "the groat arteries of trade,"

to legislate with a view to local im.
portance and -advantage only ;to prevent

interior trade from occupying an inde-
pendent position; to subject the country

to the burden of maintaining the common
school system, regardless of population or

ability; to belittleand humiliate the towns

and cities of the ccuntry. And this has

continued from tho day her press laughed
the idea of a Pacific railroad to scorn to

the day when her baser elements drove
affrighted capital from her doors, and down
to the present, when a portion of her press
is persistent in its misrepresentations of
interior localities, and can find nothing in
them to admire or commend, but all to
contemn and spurn. Of course the indict-
ment can be lengthened by speeitic allega-
tions, bat itis not needed, nor is itmade
in any spirit of ill-feeling, but rather of
regret that so little sympathy exists be-
tween San Francisco and interior local-
ities

—
a fact which is early impressed upon

every visitor, and which strikes the
1thoughtful with singular force, since inno
other State is there such a jealous disposi-
tion on the part of a chief city made man-

ifest toward the State in which her inter-
ests so largely reside.

A STRIKING COMPARISON.

The Democratic press never tires of
abusing the Scott liquor law, and the Re-
publicans of Ohio for indorsing it. Now
no one willclaim Missouri as a Republican
State. Ifitis not Democratic it willbe
difficult to classify itpolitically. Neither
is Missouri a temperance colony. No one

willbe so rash as to contend that it has
been noted for enmity to liquor-drinking
or selling. It has a Democratic Legisla-
ture by "a large majority," and its office-
holders, political long-toms and prophets
are blue-grass Democrats. Let us see,
therefore, what that State haa been capa-
ble of, compared to Ohio. Under the Scott
law, in Ohio, liquor-selling is taxed $200

per year for sales of spirituous beverages,
and $100 for sales of vinous and malt
liquors. But out in Missouri the Demo-
cratic Legislature passed an Act, which

became a law and is now in force, that,
compared to Ohio's Scott law, makes the
latter sink into insignificance. In Mis-
souri the dealer must first apply to the
County Court for a permit ;he must have
the written indorsement of a majority of
the taxpayers in his neighborhood ; he
must give a bond of $2,000, and each six
months he must pay for State purposes a
tax of not less than $25 nor more than
$200, and for county purposes not less
than $200 nor more than $400. Itis also
in Democratic Missouri an offense to give
away or sellliquorin any quantity on Sun-
day, and the penalty is a fine of from $50

to 5200, and deprivation of the privilege of
liquor-selling for two years. What do the
anti-sumptuary lawDemocrats think now
of their Missouri brethren ?

TO FRUIT GROWERS.
Success Orer Insect Pests— Hew Seed-

lings—Etc

Several papers have published the state-
ment that the fruitcrop this season willbe
an almost entire failure. This is certainly
a mistake so far as the fruit region of the
Sacramento valley is concerned, which
fact is known from personal observation
and con finned by the leading fruit-growers.
There willbe a fullyield of some kinds of
fruit even a large yield— while others
willbe less, and some quite light,butnpon
the whole an ordinary or average crop will
be marketed. The apricots were somewhat
injured,mnch of the earlier fruitbeing color
specked, but the Royal variety in the large
orchards along the river, in the vicinityof
Courtland and Walnut Grove, present
loaded trees of ripe fruit at the present
time, and much of which is fine. As here-
tofore stated, the late frosts killednearly
all the fruitin the foothill country, above
about 1,000 feet altitude, but tbat section
does not yet yield a sufficient portion of
the general product of the State, nor the
shortage in other localities justify any snch
unfavorable conclusion, or estimate of fail-
ure, as that in which many of our contem-
poraries are indulging.

Anew seedling apricot, propagated by 0.
R. Runyan, of Courtland, gives promise of
becoming a very desirable and popular va-
riety. It came from a pit of the More-
park, is far higher colored and of finer
flavor than that variety, and a richer
golden color than the Royal. Itis consider-
ably larger than the latter, as compared
with the two growing side by side, of same
age and condition, and ripens at the same
time. It has a high and delicate flavor,
compared with which the Royal is insipid.
Mr. Runyan also has an excellent seedling
prune raised from a pit of the small prnne
D'Agcn. The size is about the same as the
German prune, but it is not quite as long.
Itwas ripe the first week inJuly this year,
making itone of the earliest varieties of
prunes. The flavor is good, and it is
claimed that the fruitContains a larger per
cent, of sugar than any other kind of
prunes yet before the public. This quality,
together with the early time of ripening,
willmake ita valuable addition to present
varieties.

A peculiar disease, if it may be so
called, has made its appearance in some of
the peach orchards along tbe Sacramento
river, of which littleis known thus far as
to cause, and nothing in the way of rem-
edy. Infact, it is a question among the
orcbardists, as yet, whether it is a disease
of the tree, the effect of some elemental
changes in the soil, or the work of an in-
sect. Whatever it may be, the first ap-
pearance is the withering of the leaves and
young fruit nearest the body in the lower
portion of the top of the tree, after the
fruit has formed in the early summer and
grown to the size of a third to half an inch
in diameter. This portion of the leaves
and fruit soon drop off, leaving that part of
the top entirely without foliage. The next
year (this is the second season since it was
first observed) the portion of the top which
was thus affected the prior season does not
put forth any foliage or blossoms, and the
work of destruction is repeated by the
leaves and fruitsettings withering another
distance stillfarther out from tho center,
and leaving the lower limbs bare as ifdead,
and no foliage upon the tree except upon
the outer and upper portion of the top.
Probably the third year willcomplete the
work and leave the tree entirely lifeless.
The effeccs of this new destructive agencj
is thus far quite limited, but sufficient to
entitle it to full,prompt and careful inves-
tigation, for itis not a single crop, but. the
orchard itself which is at stake. From
the fact that the gum exudes in places
from the twigs from which the leaves have
thus withered and fallen, the damage is
attributed by some to the stinging of an
insect, but this will probably be found to
be an error, as the blight, from whatever
cause, commences insuch uniform manner
as to preclude this theory. An insect at
work at the roots of the tree is much more
probable, Itwould be very proper, how-
ever, ininvestigations concerning it, to as-
certain whether it may not be produced
from the presence of alkali, forced up by
the sipage from the river,becoming higher
on account of the gradual raising of the
river bottom from continued deposits of
silt, cr from a vitiated condition of plant
food in the soil. We shall be glad to re-
ceive results of any examinations upon the
subject, or of the observations and conclu-
sions of those who may have it upon their
premises.

SUCCESS AGAINST FRUIT PESTS.

V- a Treat, manager of the Oak Shade
orchards, consisting of about 350 acres,
near Davisville, has had very successful re-
sults this season in bis efforts against the
pests. There are upon this place about
twelve thousand pear trees, which the
sawfly (of which the larva? is known as
the green worm), the codling moth and
pear slug injured quite severely last year,
and again commenced upon with full vigor
this spring. Mr. Treat made and used tbe
following wash :Thirty pounds whale-oil
soap, ten pounds Havana tobacco stems,
ten pounds best sulphur, three pounds con-
centrated lye, to 100 gallons of water.
With this he began thoroughly spraying
the trees when the fruit was small, and
withintwo weeks sprayed the trees thor-
oughly three times. This placed and left
so strong a coating or effect from the wash
upon the fruit and leaves that the sawfly
and codling moth found no place accep
table to deposit their eggs, and the result
is tbat both of these pests, and their entire
progeny, have disappeared from the
orchard, and it is believed that not a
single wormy pear can be found.
The remedy thus applied was equally suc-
cessful with relation to the pear slug, none
of .which can be found upon the trees so
treated, nor any trace of their workupon the
leaves. These certainly are remarkable
and reassuring results over three very dam-
aging fruit and fruit-tree destroyers, and
all accomplished with the same remedy
applied at the same time.

The time to use the wash is before the
fruit is sufficiently large to bend the twigs,
for then the blossom end of the fruit
stands upright and catches the wash, re-
taining the sulphur, etc., and makes this
favorite point of the fruit for depositing
the egg so strongly impregnated or coated
that The moth and flyavoid itwith disgust.
Mr. Treat did not, however, neglect the
use of the bands around the bodies of the
trees, but used these, and had them
watched as usual.

L.I.Fish, of Martinez, reports also in
the Rural Press successful and interesting
experiments for the destruction of the cod-
ling moth by a method comparatively new.
Itconsists of suspending vessels containing
a mixture of vinegar, molasses and water
in the branches of tbe trees, as a trap in
which to catch the moth as it flies in the
branches to deposit its eggs. He says :
Itried it about six weeks since, and failed to

catch any, and concluded it would not do ;but on
the -.'tli' Instant Ihung a can In each of 29 apple
and pear trees.

Ifneighbors would all join and work at the same
time, could they not nearly, or quite exterminate
them in this way ? or, at least, save the meet of
their apples and pears Istrain the liquor oat of
the cans into a watering pot, and jar the moths,
etc., outof the dipper strainer into coal oil,through
wbich they sink to the bottom, and are surely
killed. Iuse the same liquor over and over, adding
to itas itis used up. Imix the liquid,one part
molasses, four parts vinegar and eight or ten parts
water, and use tin cans holding aboat a quart.

'I
bang them on limbs with a wire, tillingthe cans
one third to one-half full. Cans without any flange
or crimping at the top are best, so that the moths
will all pour out, as if any are left in tbe can they
are liable te flyaway. Ihave no doubt itwould be
best to put two or three, or more, cans in large
trees. ,

Thia may prove a very valuable addition
to other remedies, but it is evident that
the wash before mentioned is mv safer
and far more effectual. Itis known that
a single codling moth lays about 250 eggs,
and if she should lay part or most of them
before straying into the can, the extermina-
tion from this method would not be
marked.
