An artificial leather, says the Engineer-
ing, mixed "vith from five to ten per cent. I
of sinew and pressed into aheeta like or-
dinary leather card-board, haa been re-
cently made in C -runny. Bjth materials
are made separately. The leather pieces
are washed, cut, boiled in alkaline lye,
torn, neutralized with hydrochloric acid,
and finally carefoily washed once more to
remove all traoes of acid. The sinews are
treated similarly, bat steamed inan acid
bath until they are like glue. When thus
prepared the materials are mixed, pressed
into sheets, muiatened on both sides with a
concentrated solution of alum, aud the up-
per aurfaoe is at last given a thin coat of
caoutchoao in solution with carbon bisul-
phide.

PRECIOUSMETALS.

jProduetlon of Gold and -l.ver InCalifornia
in 1882

The forthcoming report ofH. C. Burch-
ard, D.rector United States Mints, for
1882, willshow the following exhibit cf

jTaa-iu; of California:
There was, during the year, a diminution

in the yield of the precious metals of about
51,300 000 from the production of 1881,
but the State has maintained the second
flue in the Hat of gold and silver-produc-
ing States and Territories. Sixty-eight
mines in14 counties are reported to have
levied 1-1 assessments, and called upon the
stockholders fur $1 .-47.407, as ayainut
$2,237 850 in1881. Tne total production
of the State is estimated at $17,645,000,
of which -*16.500.000 is gold, an 1 $815,000
silver. This was produce by the several
counties approximately as follows:

Director liurchard says :This estimate

of the gold product of California in 1882
is nearly $1,500,000 higher than the esti-

!mate of the statisticians of the Pacific
coast ;but alter a careful revision of the
reports from mines and district*,and of the
statements of the amount and sources of
the gold received at the San Francisco and
Carson Mints, Iam constrained to adhere
to the figures Ihave given.

The value of the gold coined at these
Mints during the year wa* $29 929,525, of
which $2,441,956 was gold bullion belong-
ing to the Government in those Mints at
the beginning of the year in excess of the
amount at the close, leaving $*27,457,_5.
coined from bullion deposited duijgthe
year.

01 the latter, $25,431 was United States
gold con, old plate, jewelry, etc. ,and
$4,504,004 foreign gold coin and bullion.
Assuming that all of the foreign gold coin
and bullion imported during the year at
San Francisco, amounting to $4,748,760,
came to the Mints and was also made into
coin, there would remain $22,712,306 gold
of domestic production used inthe coinage,
which must hare been deposited at
the San Francisco and Carson Mints
from the States and Territories sending
their bullion to those Mints. From
the Mint records and the reports from
private refiners, it appears that all of the
domestic bullion received at San Francisco
and Carron, except $50,77 C, came from the
Pacific States an 1 Territories, i. c., Cali-
fornia, Nevada, .goD, Alaska, Arizona,
Idaho and Washington, and that these
States and Territories seat to the Atlantic
coast also gold bullion to the amount of
$612,524, It is evident, therefore, that
the production of the Pacific States and
Territories should equal the gold bullion
used in ooinage that mint have been re-
ceived from them 522,630,540 —

and the
amount they sent to the Atlantic seaboard

2, 524—a total of $23,243,064. Their
total production, as estimated in the gen-
era! table, is placed at $22,570,000, show-
ing, ifthe official reports are to be relied
upon, that more than one-half milliondol-
lars of gold bullion was delivered at San
Francisco and Carson from the Territories
bordering upon the Pacific States and
Territories ; or that the total production of
the latter during the yoar must have been
greater, rather than les3, than the amount
Ihave credited to them.
