The
machinist not working eatisfactorily, Werner
caused three nzgro conviets to whip the ma-
chinist, from the effects of which he died,
The Sheriff srrested Werner and the three
couvicts, and was takisg them to Arkansas
City, when the mob attacked the steamer,
Ose negrs conviet jumpad into the river, and
was brained while swimming sshore. The
mob fired many shots, endangeriag the lives
of the sengers. The Sheriff, with the
wong Werner and the remaining con-
viets, escapad by being transferzed %o snothzr
steamer.

A Eeligious Riot In Buffalo.
