CORORER'S IRQUEST,

An inquest was held last evening by Cor-
oner Clark on the body of the woman who
wes killed by the Folsom train on the morn-
ing of the 234,

Thoa, Fitzgerald, the first witness, said he
had viewed the remains in the Morgue, and
recognizad them #o be that of a woman he
had seen on the railroad track near the
Homostead oo the morning of the 23d, He
told ker to lock out for the train, She con-
tinued walking on the i{rack. When the

whistle blew he looked back, and saw her on
the track where it crosses the culvert on
Thirty-first street. She at that time acted as
though ghe was excited and bewildered. She
stepped from the center of the track to one
side, but wae still on the end of a tia over
the culvert when the engine struck and
knocked her into the canal. He ran to the
canal as soon a8 possible, and by the sid of
others took her from the eanal dead. There
was some water in the ditch, and her head
was partislly submerged.

J. W, Hanferd said that he was the en-
gineer on the locomotive., He saw her on the
track when a half mile away. Something
struck him that she did not see or hear the
approachirg train. He gave the alarm whis-
tle, She looked up and moved to one sids of
the track, ard seemed to waver, and then
took the center of the track again, She then
walked on fo the bridge over the canal, The
engine was then reverzed and the whistle con-
tinuously blown. She was on the west end of
the bridge, and in the act of stepping off,
when the bumper beam of the engine struck
ber on the shoulder and threw her into the
canal. The train was moving very slowly;
was stopped in a shert distance and the
woman picked up. She seemed to be bewil-
dered, and had she been a young person could
have oasily got out of the way, The engine
was reversad when she was seen to stop on
the bridge,

Georgs Hanford, fireman, corroborated the
testimony of the engineer,

P, Howard said that he had been ac-
quainted with the deceased for eighteen
{eara; that her name was Mrs, Bridget

sonard, s native of Ireland, and about 65
years of age, He saw her walkiog toward
Sacramento on the track the morning she
was killed. He saw her some time before
the train was near her, and ghe had plenty of
time to get off the track. The alarm signals
were given when the train was a long dis-
tance off.

Henry Johnsen, the conductor of the
train, said he recognized the remains in
the Morgue a8 the woman killed near
the Homestead on the morning of the 233,
At the time the train was runcing at the rate
of about three wiles an hour. Hesrd the
alarm whistle, but could not see the woman
on the track, The engine was reversed acd
the brakeman at his post. The alarm whistle
and the whistle for the brakes were both
sounded, and Le was satisfied that everything
had been dons that could be done to prevent
the accideant,

The verdict rendered was as follows.
*“We, the Qoroner’s jury, being duly sum-
moaed and sworn by the Coroner to inqguire
into the death of the woman killed at the
Homestead station, do fiad that her name
was Bridget Lsonard, a nstive of Ireland,
aged about 65 years, and do find that her
death was accidental, by being run over by
the Folsom train of JJuly 23d, and no blame
is or can be attached to the conductor, the
engineer or any one else connected with the
train.”

BARWICK ON THE “ PLUGS,”

The Sacramento Signal Service officer, Ser-
geant Barwick, has kept rather quiet since
the beginniog of the Western Union opera-
tors’ strike up to last night, when he sent the
following to the REcorD-UN10N office :

If the signal or weather reports that are
received from the north by way of Yreka,
are eamples of the messages sent and received,
I should think it would take a Philadelpkia
lawyer to tell what they mean, For instance,
we will get Portland and Olympia sigoals,
and following immediately afterward come
the words : Portland and Olympia can’t raise.
I ask the “‘plugs” here to tell the * plugs”
at San Francisco that we already have Port-
land and Olympia, and how is it that they
are reported as not being received. All the
answer returned ia that they (the San Fran-
cisco *“*pluge”) ara following copy, which
means copy from Yreka ‘‘plugs.” I have to
stand over tha table and follow the signals as
received to prevent errors, and then they
come, thick and fast. I just feel like getting
up and saying * Yuba dam,” plugs, you
ought to be in the harvest fields or in the
chain-gang for bulling business in such a
manner ; and there i3 no understandiog
the explanations from San Fraocisco, for
they are, if anythiog, worse than in Sacra-
mento, at least those that are intrusted
with the weather reports, The eastern
reports come 8o late that they are
of no use to the commission merchants,
for whose kenefit they are sent here. They
generally creep slong from 3 to 5 p, M, and
at times as Iate s 8:30 p. M. To be of any
use they should be here by 2 p. M. There is,
of course, no early moriing signals sent or
received frem Sacramento, for the offics
closes after the press reportsstop. There are
but two persons in the office capable of tak-
ing press reports, those being Mr, Beardslea
and Miss Coates, from San Franciser, and
none but Mr, Beardslea understands the
switching business, I hope the old Sacra-
mento force will soon be on agaip, by the ac-
cession of the Western Union to their de-
mands of at least & salary they can live on
and raise a family in a respectable manner.

SUICIDE OF D. E, CALLAHAN,

The entire community was shocked yester-
day morning when the news spread threugh-
cut the city that P, E, Callahan, ex-Treas-
urer of Sacrsmente county, had committed
guicide at the Golden Eagle Hotel. ** Uncle
Dan,” az he was familiarly called by most
everybody, was one of the best known and
respected old gentlemen in this section. For
saveral months he has resided on a small
ranch, which he had christened * Caten
Home,” situated not far from Penryn, in
Flacer county. Ever sinca last election, and
even severai months previous to that, his
friends noticed that he was getting to be
despondent ; that his former jolly leugh avd
familiar jokes were getting to be infrequent,
He never was the same cheerfu!, light-hearted
old man that he was before, after he was im-.
posed upon by a *‘sack,”ssid to contain a
# certain amonunt,” which was deposited in
the county treasury in the interest ¢f a cer-
tain officisl, and which, upcn inspection,

roved to be ‘'a swindle” upon the public.
?[e from that day thought politically he was
ruined, and that bis friends suspected him
of officially recoguizing fggud., Last Sunday
he arrived in this city from his ranch, drove
up to Payne’s stable, put vp his feam, and,
taking a basket that was in his buggy, went
to the Golden Eagle Hotel. It was late in
the afternocn whenn he srrived at the hotel,
and stepping to the counter ha asked to be
conducted to a rear room where he could
xetire and rest, complaining that he was very
tired. The next mornicg he arcss early
called aronnd town to see several parties, and
upon leaviog sach would give & cordial ehake
of the hand and s2y ** Good-by.” Hs called
at the county treasmry to see Treasurer
Greenlaw and Chairman Smith, of the Board
of Supervisors, relative to commurications
which they had written him concerning cer.
tsin of his official acts. Mr, Greenlaw was
quite busy at the time, as was nlso Chsirman
Smith, and he made an appointment to meet
them at 9 o’clock the next morming, While
at the Court-housa he was told by Supsarvisor
Bailey that a couple of errors in the ewamp

Jand  fund kad been discovered that
would make the cash sbort in the
peighborhood of $1,100, Mr, Callahan

exclaimed, * My God, if that is the case I
might as well go and shoot myself, for I can
pever pay it.” Mr, Bailey trisd fo reason
with him, saying that it might cn iovestigs-
tion prove to be a clericsl error, and no one
suspected him of dishonesty in any manrer,
He scemed, however, to be very despondent,
He stepped into a furciture storeldown town,
and remarked to the propristor: * I fael
very bad to-day; in fact I eat down a while
ago and had a good cry. I went into one of
my old rooms at the Golden Eagle, and saw
the furniture, pictures and other things
bought by me when I was in fine circum-
stances, I sat down in the room, and when I
compared those wealthy, bhappy hours to
theze poverty-stricken, miserable days, I
sobbed and cried like a child,” He weunt to a
saloon where his son was werking, gave hiw
the name of parties to whom he wss
indebted, called for a drink, and as ke
held it in his hand, gaid, *‘This is thel
drink I will ever take, I shall not return
the ranch.” Shortly after that he return
to the hotel and went to his room, About §
o’clcck yesterday morning some one called to
see him, and getting no answer to the knock
on his door, it was forced open, and there on
his bed, rigid in death, his right hand ciutch-
ing a murderous-looking revolver, lay Dan
Callehan. He had evidently laid dowr, and
sscertaining the exact position of his heart,
had fired a ball through that organ. The
pistol had been pushed against the body, as
the clothing and flesh were badly powder-
burned. ¥From the position of the body
and features it was evident that death was
instantaceous, The bedding was saturated
with bleod. In the room on a stand near the
bed lay a large-sized derringer, beside which
was an unocpened bottle of strychnine and
one of raorphine, He evidently at one time
had contemplated committing suicide by
taking poison. The body was imsmediately
taken charge of by Coroper Clark and re-
moved to the Morgue, There are many ru-
mors a8 to what eaused him to commit the
rash act. Many think that it was entirely
owing to the $1,100 swamp land transsction
spoken of above, This, however, shonld not
have bothered him, for it is leafned that
while a certain fund was short some $1,100,
there had been left a sgurplua by the ex-
Treasurer of over $2,000 that remains unap-
portioned, The newspaper reporters, at
any rate thoze of this paper, have
been aware of the facts in this case
for upwards of two weeks, but have refrained
from making any statement until Mr, Calla-
han came to the city and had the matter
straightened out. No one believes now, or
ever has, that he was indebted to the county,
or ever in any manner misappropriated one
cent; of the public funds, Mr, Callahan was
G4 yerrs old, a native of Penneylvania, and
came to California in 1849, He was one of
the firet to engage in the hotel bmsiness in
Sacramento, and continued in that business
until 1874. He built the Golden Eagle Ho-
tel, furnished it in elegant style, became in-
volved in so doing, and finally had to surren-
der that fine property to the mortgagee, the
0Odd Fellows’ Bapk., The inquest will be
held at the Coroner’s office this evening. The
deceased was a Pioneer and a member of the
Masonic fraternity.

THE STRIKE.—Advicss from Portland, Or,,
by letter state that every man went out when
the sirike commenced, and Superintendent
Lamb was running the cffics alone. Later
advices state that Superintendent Lamb had
secured two inferior operators to help out.
At San Francisco the strikers are firm, and

have received assurances of sympathy and
financial aid from the operators at various
points in California who are still af work.
Superintandent Jaynes sent an operafor to
Portland by Monday’s steamer, who took
with him the accumnlated business of four
days for Oregon points. The operater was
driven to the steamer in a hack, accompanied
by two policcmen. In Sacramento the strik-
ing operators organized yesterday by choosing
a Tressurer to receive contributions, which
are constantly proffered, and a business com-
mitfee to attend to the general interests of
tho strikers, 71'wo more men joined the force
on cduty here yesterday, one of whom had

reviously failed to ‘“hold down” a pesition
in San Fragcisco. A third, one Lasheil, from
Biggs Station, offered his services very cheap,
