NEw YORE, July 24th.—Agnes Booth has
made & loog statement of her grievances
against the Mallorye, who she accuses of
similar sharp practices te those complained of
by Steele Mackay.

The Louisiana Loftery Case—The Post-

master-General Suned for Damages.

NEw ORLEANS, July 24th,.—M. A, Dau-
phin, of the Louisiana Lottery Company, to-
day entered suit in the District Court,
torough his attorneys, against Walter Q.
Gresham, Postmaster-General, for $100,000
damages, His bill sets forth that he is en-
gaged in a legitimate business ; has complied
with all the legal requirements of the State
in which his business is conducted ; recites
the action of Postmaster-General Key, in di-
recting the Postmaster at New Orleans not
to pay any money order drawn in complain-
ant’s favor, and to otherwise refuse him the
privilege of the mails, and a subsequent or-
der, by which this order was rescinded. He
then charges that on the 9th of July, 1883,
the defendant, without reasonable cause, and
without hearing any evidence whatever coc-
cerning the matter, made an order restoring
the order issued by Key in 1879, to its full
force and effect. This order, complsinant
claims, was willfally, maliciously and op-
pressively made, and by it he was grossly in-
jured, and his business damaged.

Murderer Hanged by a Mob in Iowa.

DEes Moixes, July 24th,—Hardy, the Polk
City murderer, was taken from jail at Har-
lan and hanged by a party of about fifty men
this morning at 3 o’clock. The mob came
from the direction of Maren. They tied
their horses in a grove about a mile out, and
came in regular order, with ropes, axes, arms
and sledges, They tied jailer Watkins, and
made his wife give up the keys of the jail
They then unlocked the door of the cell
where the murderer was couofined, took him
out acd hapged him. While hanging, they
shot him, and afterwards took him down and
threw him into the river, The Sheriff ie
now in possession of the body, and an inquest
will be held to-day. After the meb had
wreaked their vengeance they went peacefully
away.

PReath of an Ex-Governor.

Bavrtivorg, July 24th, — Ex-Governor
Thomss Swan, of Maryland, died at bis
estate, near Leseburgz, Va., at 8 o'clock to-
night, Ths Governor was Chairinan of the
Committee cn Foreign Affairs in the Forty-
fifth Congress, and has been President of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad. He was born
in 1805.

Siade and Suliivan.

New Yorx, July 24th.—Slade and his
trainer, Jack Brighton, of England, tock up
quarters yesterday at Fort Hawmilton, Long
1sland, where he is to go into strict training
for the glove encounter with Sullivan at Madi-
son Square August 6:h, He weighs 235
pounds, but intends to reduce to 225 pounds.
Suilivan will face Slade weighing from 185 to
190 pounds,

Sulcide of a Castom-house @flicer.

NEw York, July 24th.—Richard H.
Eagan, a Custom-house cfficer, killed himseif
te-day. An attempt made two weeks ago
failed, Domestic trouble was the cause.

The Cholera Egldemlc.

Loxpor, July 24th. —During the twenty-
four hours ending at 8 o’clock this morning
there were 463 deaths from cholera at Cairo,
23 at Zifti, 16 at Tanteh, 9 at Shirbin, 13 at
Manzourab, 117 at Chibin, 43 at Mshallet, 94
at Ghiseh and 7 at Chobar.

ALEXANDRIA, July 24th.—It is reported
that eholera has appeared among the British
soldiera at the citadel in Cairo, and one eol-
dier has died in the Military Hospital. The
British Royal Artillery ard 198 Hussare,
which are staticned at Abaseis, are preparing
$o go to Ashmoeoneyu,

Svez, July 24th.— Cholsra hag brokar out
among the soldiers of the British Forty-
second Regiment, which recently arrived
here from Cairo. Two members have died.

ALEXANDRIA, July 24th.—A Europesn has
died here from cholera. Five hundred
deaths were reported at Cairo yesterday and
alao one death at Ismailia and one at Suez.

General Ord's Bemains.

Havawa, July 245h.—By order of the fam-
ily and the United States Government, the
body of General O:d has been embalmed, to
await arrangements for its final disposal.

The Steamer Niagara.

Havana, July 24th.—A report is circu-
lated here that the Captain of the steamer
Niagara fired and beached his ship to get rid
of a contraband cargo.

The Jewish Murder Trial.

ViENNA, July 24th.—In the Jewish trial
at Nyiregyhazs, Hungary, to day, the Court
at the request of the public prosecution and
counsel for defense, refused to allow the boy,
Maritz Scharl, the principal witness for the
prosecution, to be sworn, on account of his
irreligious, heartless conduct, and the. con-
flicting statements he bad already made.

Swves axp Sxarns.—The experience of
a gardener, given in a late issue of Revue
Horticole, in regard to the destruction of
these creatures, which are so harmful
where they are abundant, is particularly
worthy of attention, and it is hoped that
at last we have a quick and easy method of
dispatching them when they make their
appearance. Some palverized sulphate of
copper (blue vitriol) is mixed with coarse
wheat bran, and the mixture placed about
the garden where the slugs can have ac-
cess to it ; they scent the bran, and greed-
ily eat it, but almost immediately die from
the effects of the copperas. In using this
mixture in the open air where there is dan-
ger that birds might eat it and thus be
poisoned, it must be protected so as to pre-
vent access of the birds while allowing the
slugs to reach it. This can easily be done
by inclosing a little space with small sticks
set upright, and covering it so that the
slugs can crawl through, while the birds
are fenced out,—[ Vick’s Magazine,
