“Divy.”~The Board of City Trustees re-
cently repealed the city ordinancs against
gambling, because the Board becams entirely
gatisfied mot only that the ordinance was
openly and constanily violated with the fall
knowledge of tha responsibla police author-
ily, and without any effort to suppress the
violations, and therefore with tacit constant
approvsl, but aleo that the ordinance itself
was being used in certain quarters as a power
under which blackmail was systematically
levied monthly upon most of the proprictors
of gambling houses for the enrichment of
certain parties at and beyond the *‘vaaish-
ing point” discovered by the lats Grand
Jury. The ordinancs was therefore repealed
by the Truste:r, as they state, to pre-
vent its being used as ‘a convenient and en-
forcing club, by other violators of the law,
by which to extort blood money and secare
““huzh ” whers it would be muost effsctive in
shutting tho eyes and mouth of the law. A
few days sizes the gambling-houses were all
spaswodically closed, snd remained so for a
few nights, but now they are said to be
blossoming again, and probably the ** vanish-
ing point” has been ‘‘secen” anew, The
Trustees are determined to adopt some
method by which to reduce the evils com-
plained of to the lowest possible point, and
prevent the continued debsuching icfluence
of ‘“divying.” To this end the question is
bzing seriously considered, and may be
brought ap at the Board meeting this mora-
ing, as to whether a license ordianauce can-
not be so framed as to best enable the enforce-
ment of a respect tor the law, or at least to
prevent the demoralizing practice of buying
* hush.” It is understood to be the desire of
those conducting the games that, if they are
to be allowed to continus, they bs re-
lieved from payiog tribute to the present
Cear, preferring that it accrue to the benefit
of the city treasury.

power to further the interests of employes,
and to poy the best wages for skilled labor ;
but that they proposed to conduct their own
business, A resolation was then adopted,
stating that the Call office should be & Union
office, and that no Union man should work
with non-Union compositors, After further
parleying with the foreman, those belonging
to the Typographical Union left their places
and walked out of the room, Their places
were soon filled, and at 9 o’clock all copy was
in hand. The Call office has always borne
the reputaticn of being the best printers’
paper in the city, men holdiog their places
for a number of years, and during all the
time roceiving the highest wages paid to the
craft. No change in wages has taken place
for upwards of thirteen yzara,
Capture of Car BEobbers.

TruckER, July 30:h,—Uonsiderabla excite-
ment was occasioned in Truckee yesterday by
the arrest of two traraps for car-breaking, It
appears that on the 25:h instant two tramps
of San Francisco met in Ozder, and in order
to beat their way through to San Fraucisco
broke into a car and secreted themselves,
Taey broke open ssveral cases of goods and
stole a lot of ladies’ shoes and slippsrs, and
some tobacco, which they disposed of to dii-
ferent parties in Truckes at about one-fourth
their value. The car robbery was discoverod
befors the train left Truckee, and the trein
master swora out warrants against George
Arlington and Bernard Heinz, the parties who
had sold the stolsn gcods. The latter was
captured without difficulty, but Arling-
ton - escaped from*the officers and siruck
out toward the Summit.

ing to the arrangement of through traffi-,
and it is thought that uo such arrangement
will be made ja«t yat. Ths bridge that has
just been buile is not the psrmanent bridgs
that will epan the river at ths Needley, the
Atlantic and Pacific Railroad proposing to
pat in s very substantial iron structure,
The extension of tho O:egon Division of
the Central Pacific Railrcad has bsen gradad
twenty miles, snd rails 2re being laid with
all the expedition possible, The road will be
pashad tarough to the State line as fast as
possible,
