the first class at West Point, just dismissed
for hazing a Dew cadet, was one of the best
students inhis class, and the summary action
taken in bis c .bs will,it iabelieved, causa the
cadets to understand that Secretary Lincoln
is inearnest in his determination to stop haz-
ing. The report of Colonel Merritt,on which
the Secretary acted, sets forth the circum-
stances of the case. The new cadet was on
post as sentinel at Fort Clinton. About 11

surrounded him and
coaticued to harass him in various ways.
At lergth he called the Cjrporal of the
Guard »nd they dispersed. Soon after they
returned. Cadet Hart:gan had on a eworr!,
aad on approaching the post he was chal-
lenged. He-then personated the Officer ot
the Day, obtained tbe countersign and pro-
ceeded to correct the sentinel in his method*
of challenge. After many petty annoyances
Hartigan ordered the. sentinel to face out-
ward on his post, when the accomplices of
Hsrtigan seized him frombehind, covered his
face and threw him into a deep ditch which
is around the fort, bruising himconsiderably.
Hartigan was recognized by the sentinel, and
two others wore alsa recognized, one of them
Cadet Clarke, of the first clas?, and the other
Cadet William*,of the third. The part they
'took in the matter, beyond the fact that they
were about the sentinel post at the time, was
not veryclear, and Colonel Merritt recom-
mended that their punishment be left to ths
authorities cf tho Academy. .

Chicago, July 31st.— special fromHills-

dale, Mien., snys : Professor Hogan, who
went up in a balloon from this city Saturday
evening, has arrived here. He landed at
Waterloo, 0., sixteen miles south of Toledo,
Saturday evenirjg, having been in the air
about three hours. He says this was most
hazardous and varied. After being up
an hour and a half he struck a current which
carried him north rapidly and in eight of
Sasinnw City. He then struck another car-
rent and was carried over Lake Huron and
thence west of Detroit toward Toledo. He
then began todescend, but found he was in
the midet of a dense swamp. He arose and
proceeded toward some fields and endeavored
to land, but was hurled into the Mauince
river. ABtrong wicdraised the balloon from
the river and carried itinto the top of a tree,
where itcollapsed. Professor Hogan says he
never reached so great an altitude before, and
thinks ho was at one time at least fivemiles
above the earth.
