THE BTRIEES OF THE PRINTERS IN
8AN FPRANCISCQ.

In two newspaper offices in San Fran-
cigco there i1 a lockont of printers, which,
for more familiar undersfanding, may be
termed strikes. But they ars not strikes
for higher wages or lessemed hours of labor.
They are eirikes agsinst the employment
of non-Union compositors, and because the
proprietors refuge to make the establish-
ments *‘ Union ” offices, by which is meant
offices where members of the Typograph-
ical Union, chiefly, are employed, and
where the regulations of the association
prevail. Unions like that directing the
strikes in San Francisco are organized to
stimulate artistic workmanship; to pro-
mote the general trade interests ; to pro-
tect the vocation from improper encroach-
ments that tend fo lessen efficiency; to
train the workmen ont of a merely
gelfish and reckless competition, and to
teach them the importance of identifying
their personal and their trade interests,
Printers are a conservative claez ; they
follow a laborions calling that demands a |
bigh degree of inbelligencs snd a epecisli
fitneas for the work. It is an employment i
of great trust, and there are daily confided |
to their honor matbers, the privacy of |
which maust be rigidly preserved, In their |
as:goiations they teach a code of e‘:hica;

will not be revealed. Printers have found
that it is beneficial to their trade, to them-
selves and their families, to unite in aszo-
ciations for the purposes of mutual protec-
tion and assistance, the advancement of
the arts of the craft and the promotion of
the best methods in typographic work.

The San Francisco Chron-
icle, which has assumed the thin disgunise
of the friend of labor while being its cecret
bitter enemy, reduced the rate in its office
to 50 cents. The reduction was fically
forced upon other offices, but the REcOrRD-
UxtoN was the last paper upon the coast
to yield. Fifty cents then became the
standard rate, and is so recognized by the
