OREGON AS A PRODUCER,

The Oregonian, published at Portland,
declares that, excepting wheat, Oregon has
not of food products enough of anythiny
for home consumption of its own produc-

tion. Oregon has a soil of great fer-
tility, that should be rich in all
the resources of agriculture, If
she fails to produce much needed

for home consumption, there must be
something wrong with the methods em-

ployed by her people. As to cli-
mate and productive quality of the
soil, the has not much of which to
complsin, Why iz it, then, that

in all except wheat and flour, food supplies
are dearer in Portland than in New York ?
We had supposed that in meats, and fraits,
dairy products, garden yield, ete., she was
not so greatly dependent on this State as
the Oregoniun confesses, for it says all, or
nearly all, the prodncts named are brought
into Oregon and Washington continually
and in large quantities from California,
Yet the classes who might produce them
are, it adds, among those who talk about
hard times and express dissatisfaction with
the country. The causes are not remote;
they resids in the fact that the people have
not engaged in diversity of agricult-
ure ; because they have been wheat
mad, and because the methods of farming
are fanlty, not to say slovenly., Our con-
temporary goes #o far as to declare them
improvident, slothfal and lacking in intelli-
gence, Oregon is a grass country; its
ranges are not very greatly narrowed as
yet, and it should have plentiful meat sup-
plies and dairy products; it is as well
adapted to fruit as any of the States of the
north Mississippi Valley, or of the north
Atlantic seaboard, and for garden products
it is the superior of the States east of the
Rocky Mountains. In a country pro-
fessedly agricultural, where the supply of
such products is not equal to the demand,
there is something radically wrong. While
the Oregonians are finding out exactly
what this is, while they are diversifying
their agricultural pursuits and correcting
their methods, it will be weil for incoming
immigrants to note the facts and reflect
that California is supplying Oregon as
stated, and in that fact there is suggestion
of reason for locating here where the cli-
mate is superior, the advantages broader,
the market certain, and earth products for
home consumption more nearly equal to
the demand.

A WEEICHED STATE OF AFFAIRS,

Dr. Mackie, who has had a broad expe.
rience in the treatment of cholera, has
made a report to the British Foreign Office
in which he remarks upon the visit of the
Commission to the afflicted city of Damietta,
and says it is to be deplored that the mem-
bers were satisfied in simply determining
that the disease which appeared there was
cholera, It was very essential that the
Commission should have gone beyond that
inquiry, and have determined also whether
the disease was imported or spontaneous.
From his examination, he is inclined to the
latter belief, and here occurs the impor-
tang part of the report. He points out
that had the authorities taken necessary
measures $o suppress the plague, the prob-
ability is that they would have been suc-
cessful. They should have driven the peo-
ple away from the filth in which they
lived, have camped them outside of the

recent exploits of Crook, Underwood suys
he sxw the Indians captured by Crock, #nd
that they were nothing but old men, women
and children, Tie Indians claim that they
had made a treaty with Crook, by which all
of them, including the hostile bucks still in
the mountaios, were to ba allowed to return
to the reservation. That treaty made, the
squaws and old bucks siarted signal fires and
thirty warriors came in and made
terms with Crook, and then dsparted
for the mountaivs of Mexico to bring in the
remaioing bostiles and surrender little Chaz-
ley McComas. Up todate, neither the thirty
warriors, nor the hostiles in the mountains,
por Charley McComas have besn seen or
heard from. Tke people on the border de-
nounce the Indian policy of the Government,
and assert that discipline on the resservation
would be batter, and the punishment of tha
Indians more speedy and effective, if the
Texas Ranger policy were adopted, They
say Crook had not fit material to fght the In-
dians with, and discovered such to be the
fact when he came up with them, and showed
good generalship in getlicg out of the monn-
tains, as hs hed only a few soldiers, and his
renegade Indian scouts showed they counld
not be relied on to fight the hostilea. The
