tence." This fact, with the consequent
steep inclination <IallCarlyle's faculties
toward personality or personal prowess,
affords the master-key to him, to bis life,
his works, his opinions,' and is a brief
summary of much that Ihave written
upon him. He was a man of vehe-
ment and overweenvng conceit in
man. A sort of anthropological greed
and hunger possessed him, an insatiable
craving for strong, picturesque characters,
and for contact and conflict with them.
This was his ruling passion (and it
amounted to a y,oiaon) all his days. Ha
fed his soul on neroes and heroic qualities,-
and allhis lit*rary exploits were a search'
for these thin-ga. Where he found them
not, where ),c did not come upon come
trace of t'aem in books, in society, lin
;politics, b e saw only barrennjss and fu-
;tility. 'He was an idealist who was in-
hospitaV ,; to ideas ; he mast have a man,
theftV/or and stimulus of ample concrete
personalities.— [John Burroughs, in the
An^ast Century. ,.
