national Convention of Iron anil rit-rl
Workers.

Philadelphia, August 7ih —The Na-
tional Convention of the Amalgamated As*
sociation of Iron and Steel Workers was
called to order by President .To'.n Jarjett at
10 o'clock thia morning, , vc,1. made a
brief address, congratulating tbe delegst.es
upon their etrcrgtb. Fifteen officers of tne
Association answered to their names, aDd
pre-ented credentials, There are 2.8 Lodges
in the O.'d'r, and it is expected that many
more delegates willarrive during the Con-
vention. Andrew Lee, Vice-Pretident of the
eighth district, Pniladelphia and vicinity,
delivered an address of welcome, to which
President Jarrctt rep'ied. lie spoke hope-
fully of tha piosiress of the Society, and
alluding to the strike at Bethlehem, expressed
a hope that victory would soon be won by the
strikers. Afterbis address he introduced P.
J. McGaire, of New York, General Secre-
tary of tbe Carpenter*;' and Jcinera' A-to
clitic*-*-. McGnire spoke at some length.
HUreference to the strike of the telegraph-
ers evoked rounds of applause. Delegates
F. E.Powelland William Robinson presented
the following resolution, which was adopted
by a rising viva voce vote :

l;.-"U<-il, by the National Lodge of the Amalga-
mated Association of Iron aed Steel Workers, in
Convention assembled. That we do cordially extend
to our striking brothers of the Telegraphers' Broth-
erhood our sincere wishes for victory in their pres-
ent struggle against a monopoly, and we hope that
ere mauy days victory to telegraphers will be as-
sured all over the country.

Upon tho reception of this resolnticn three
cheers were given for the telegraphers, and
also for the Bethlehem strikers, officers of the
Convention and general officers of the Na-
tional Association. Itwas decided to hold
sessions from 9 o'clock until 12 and from 2
till5 p. m. The doors were opened abont
noon, and the Convention adjourned until
2 P. M.

Threatened Flatter In Army Circles.

Sheridan willnot leave here
until the Ist of October,' but the fight against
the removal to Chicago willbe sev.ral weeks
before that date." Entering np*in another
branch of the subject, the War Department
man said :"Carpet knights who have been
attached to Sherman, and who hay. been sta-
tioned here for sever .lyears, are greatly dis-
turbed by reason of the irnpanning change.
Several rf them have been iv Washington for
years, drawing a Colonel's pay, when in fact
they are only dptsins, and they dislike very
much to go back to their regiments. They
»*e social stars here, aud they draw $5,009 a
year. They do not contemplate withequa-
nimity the reduction of 81.800 and lini-'sh
ment to the frontier. Sheridan willprobably
bring his staff from Chicago, although itIs
probable that several of Snerm-in's cl-rhs
willbe taken care of there, and eev<*ral who
will ii'ive to resume their proper rack and
plate in the field."

The Presidential Party.

Fort Washakie, August 7-1.
—

The Pres-
ident »nd parly left Green Kiver station, on
the Uuion Pacific lliilway, at 7 o'clock on
the morning of August 6".b, having spent
Sunday at that placa. Ths three spring
wagons on which the party was tcated were
drawn by four Missouri mules to e.ch vehi-
cle, and tbe first day's drive was made by
relays tor a dintsnee of 101 miles to Camp
Lord, on the banks cf th* Sweetwater, a
beautiful mountain stream, where an e'egant
dinner i.nd been prepared under the direc-
tion of Captain laird,Department Quarter-
master. The President enjoyed the ride
greatly, being seated on the outside if tha
wagon with the driver. During the last
45 miles the road was over a coun-
try covered with sagebrush, and hundreds of
sage hens and mule rabbits gave pleasant ex-
citement to the journey. Allenjoyed keenly
tbe mountain air and scenery. At10 o'clock
on the morning cf the 7th, after a bountiful
breakfast, the party leftCamp Lord forFort
Washakie, a distance of 51miles. The Presi-
dent rode withthe driver of the frojt wagon
during the first stage of 31 miles to Little
Papoagie. At Miner.' Delight*, a mining
camp between the point of starting and the
end of the first stage, the party stopped to
watch the operations o( gold wafhing, and
the miners brought to the President a panful
of pay dirtand went through the prccees of
washingout whichshowedin the pan a
small quantity of the precious metal. After
lunch, at the end of Ked canyon, a mcst
wonderful formation of cliffs ol red ochre,
giving the name to the valley, the party came i

on to Washakie, reaching their camp at 5:30
p.U. The Shoshones and Bannock Indians,
upon whose reservation the camp is located,
turned out to welcome the Great Father, and
dashed across the plains around the Presi-
dent's party gaily attired, the squaws especi-
allyplying their skill in horsemanship, but
riding in tho masculine style, and not onside-
saddles, as is the custom of their white
si3ters. Th*) party willrest here to-morrow,
and then take horses for Yellowstone Park.
Allare well, and the President enjoys the
trip more than anyone in the party.

The Telegraphers* Strike.
Baltimore, August 7th —The officials of

the main office of the Baltimore and Ohio
Telegraph Oompioy make the following
statement :All the operators at Camden
station quit work to-day, not oi*e rem-ining.
They have heard from nearly every station
along the lines of road, and the number
striking and leaving their posts does not ex-
ceed half a dozen, and their places have been
supplied. The strike at Camden station,
they say, is cot a serious one, as their office
at Baltimore and Calvert streets can ba
n.Ed for allthe work of Camden station.
