THE QUESTION OF LARGE LAND HCLD-
ING3 AND SM&LL FARMING,

Colonel Hollister is an advocate of large
farme—in other words, of land monop-
oly. A monopoly is an exclusive privi-
lege, and there i3 no privilege more inju-
riously exclusive than that which the law
permite, when under i, one or a few men to
occupy the entire available agricultural
land of a particular region to the exclasion
of the many whose occupancy would add
to the population and the material strength
of the country. Years ago, when the evil of
land monopoly was considered a dreamers’
chimers, this journal pointed ont its dan-
gers, and gathered and presenied, at much
trouble and expense, statistics which to-
day are confessed to have been prophetic.

Mr. Hollister claims that large farming
is the most economic, and therefore the
best for California, This, as our contem-
porary, the San Francisco Bullctin, clearly
points out, is really a defense of land mo-
nopoly, It is unnecessary to recite in de-
tail Mr. Hollister's arguments, They will
be apparent to the thoughtful and are
purely economic in character., It might be
very readily admitted, in order to accom-
modate the argument of the land monop-
oly theorists, that a great farm under
proper superintendence can be ‘‘run”
more cheaply than a dozen farms of equal
area in the aggregate to the one large
tract. But the economy would be benefi-
cial only to the owner of the great tract,
while the State, in all that contributes to
ifs advancement, would be a positive
loser., There are gains and gains, and
thoze of the pocket of the large land
owner are far from being the most benefi-
ciasl to the State. The nation is vastly
better off with many thousand small poor
but independent farmers, than with a few
exceedingly rich and large land owners
whose aggregate wealth and anonal income
from lands far exceed the aggregate of the
gaine of the other class,

Lot us look at this matter in a very
simple and common sense manner, for it is
by no means aniavolved question, I will
not be controverted that the necessity of
the State is population; that the popula-
tion should be of a kind contributive to
intelligence, and of a character tending to
foster patriotic sentiments, That, there.
fore, which is destructive of the independ-
ence of the citizen, and tends to reduce his
interest in the State to the minimum ; that
which narrows the invitation to popula-
tion, and clozes the door of opportunity to
those who would otherwize come in to us,
and become of us, should be dizcouraged ;
and, perhaps, where it threatens to
dominate, should be met by legal restric-
tion or prohibition. But into that politico-
economic question it is not now the pur-
pose to enter, further than to say that the
delay to scttle it but augments the gravity
of the problem involved,

We may admit that the iccreasing in-
vention and manufacture of agricultural
implements has had a tendency to encour-
age large farming ventures, for it is easier
for the large farmer to put complicated ma-
chinery with steam motive power upon an
extensive fract; and is easier for him to
employ a large body of men to harvest a
crop or to put one in, than are the labors
and outlay of the small farmer to him.
Ba$ this admission in nowise improves the
poeition of the land monopolist, since the
loss of human energy which his large farm-
ing canses more than offeets the contribu-
tion he makes to the State, material or
moral, If the few do the farming the
many must be driven to other voca-
tions, and those employed by the
large farmer can never equal in num.
ber or character this group, But no
large tract of land under the mo-
nopoly system will produce as much, or as
well, as if it were farmed by many inde-
pendent agriculturists, It is hardly neces-
sary to point out the reascns for this, but
generally it may be said that experience
has established it ; that the small farmer
compels the land to its full duty ; that his
caultivation, because limited, is more thor-
ough ; that his caltivation, because con-
ducted on a small scale, drives him to a
fall exercise of his powers, physical and
mental, and the product is not only thereby
made manifest by the increased yield of
the soil, but in the development of men
and women fit to conquer and to five—the
kind of men and women that go to maske
op stabls communities, with all their in.

In a political view of the question, equal-
ly as important considerations ®rise. The
lands in the hands of the few, to the ex-
clusion of the many agriculturists, means
the placing of political power in the
hands of the large land owners, and con-
sequently the laying of the foundations of
an aristocracy. Landed estates are the

orner-stores of all aristocratic structures,

and as large land holdings can oxnly be en-
joyed by the mcneyed class, as a conse-
quence all of that class will find their best
interests in favoring the poseessors of
large land holdings. As a result there
will grow up a greater unity of interest
among capitalists in agriculture, and cap-
italists in money, which will widen the
breach still more, that ia already too broad
between wealth and dependency.

The suggestions that present themselves
on this subject are well nigh endless, and
some must of necessity be put.aside for
subsequent consideratioz—as the special
relation of viticulture to the system of
large land holdings ; the experience of the
people of Dakota in settling up their fertile
lands; the incoming of English capital to
secure vast tracts of land ; the revelations
made by the figures of the United States
Land Office; the immediate influence of
land absorption upon immigration ; the
influence upon social culture, the devel-
opment of natural resources and the pro-
motion of the better systems of agricult.
ure, eic.

There are rumors of new plois for a
monarchial restoration in France. It is
even intimated that the illness of Cham-
bord was assnmed in order to test the sen.
timent of the people regarding the Bour-
ben and Orleanist lines. The Bonapartists
are said to be willing to unite with the Le-
gitimists and lose their own identity, and
the Church is announced as especially em-
bittered against the Republic.

The French
Republic is under less serious menace from
the Monarchists to-day than at any previ-
ous dafe.

The City of Tokio has arrived at San Fran-
cieco, bringing dates from Horgkong to July
5th aad from Yokchama to the 19th,

The N. C. D. News has information from a friend
in Szizon that it was known there that the French
Government would, in the event of war breaking
out between France and China, assault and capture
Canton, as a preliminary measare. The report has
excited the indignation of the native papers pub-
lished in Hongkong, aud alsc aroused the people of
Canton.

A Chinese company has been formed at Tisnt-sin
with a capital of tls. 200,000, for the purpose of in-
troducing water works machinery. It is also proba-
ble that an attempt will be made shortly to intro-
duce gas or the clectric light there.

Smallpox is very prevalent in Tient sin among the
Chinese.

A rumor is in circulatin to the effect that there
are hidden in one of the creeks about Woosung a
number of large boats laden with stones It is said
that in the event of war, these beats are to be taken
to the Woosung bar and sunk with their contents,
fur the purpose of preventing war vessels coming up
to the settlement. A somewhat similar report
reached us from Ningpo a few days ago.

Catholic priests and the English missionaries at
An-Ching are in great trepidation lest the inhab-
itants should rise against them, and have communi-
cated their fears to their respective Consuls, aski»g
them to notify the zuthorities to give foreigners
protection in case of emergency.

The telegraph has reached Hauchon. For wecks
before its arrival, the people wers continually in-
quiring about it, am‘ the real method of transmit-
ting letters. Some called it the * heavenly cord,”
some the ‘‘earthly cord,” but now they generally
agree in calling it the *“ electriccord.” Some people
feared that evil influenczs might emauate from it,
ana the Taoist priesis seized the opportumnity to
make a few cash out of their terrors. They made
anti-telegraph charms by plaiting three cords of
different colors together, and guaranteed that any
one wearing the three fold talisman round the neck
would escape injury.

Thc financial estimate for the sixteenth fiscal year
