THE CHINATOWN NUISANCE.

LC. Chandler Found Guilty of Maintain-
ing a Nuisance onI Testimony
of Witnesses.
Yesterday morning at an early hour the

Police Court-room was crowded with specta-

tors, who were anxious to see what would be
dene with the parties who were charged with'
maintaining nuisances in the filthyChinese
quarters. The first case called was that cf
L.C. Chandler. He appeared inCourt with

Lb attorney, I.S. Brown, who stated that he
had an affidavit which he desired to raad to
the Court. The Judge, having been in-

formed of the contents of the affidavit, said
he wouldask that the jurors leave the room
b-fore the document was read, which was ac-
cordingly done. The affidavit, which was
signed by the defendant, was to the effect
that, owing to the prejudice of the Judge, it
would ba impossible, inbis opinion, for him
to receive a fair and impartial trial;there-
fore hs claimed a right to change of venue.
The Judge denied the motion. He said the
only ground that the affiant had in making
such an affidavit wis that on several cc*_-

sions he had urged upon the officers of the
lawth. necessity of their enforcing the health
ordinances. Hehidaieo stated that fromwhat
he had heard, and from personal knowledge,
certain portions of Istreet were ia such a
filthycondition that they were a menace to
the health of the city. He was one of the
Pa.lice Commissioners, and a? i-uch considered
such instructions right, proper and in the line
of duty, and were not given became cf any
personal or local prejudice. He had spoken
from tbe bench and to the officers inTega-d
to disorderly houses, and other matters in the
same way, asking them to be vigilant and do
their whole duty. The defendant in this
case, he said, need have no fears but that he
would have a fair trial, and every opportun-
ity would be afford him to prove his inno-
cence of tbe crime for which he wss arrested.
Another affidavit, signed by E. Fairchild. of
similar import, was produced, but one of that
character the Judge thought wss sufficient for
the coy-don, and would not allow it tobe
read. The defendant's attorney except; Ito
allthe rulings of the Court, and asked thit
the proteoutiog attorney te compelled tostate
which of the Bev.ral specific charges made
iv the complaint he proposxd to rely upon.

Atthis point the City
Attorney rested his cas?.

Thomas J. Scott, a plumber, who has at
various time*

-
been employed as plumber by

Mr. Mesick, was the first witness for the de-
fense. He described the premises, and said
there was no bad smell there at all. The
oveiftow runs into the sewer at Third street.
The box is always fresh. The ground under
the house is perfectly dry. The wooden
boxes, prior to August 23, were rice and
clean ;sometimes a little rice wouldbe seen
in them, but nothing offensive. Itis not a

dirty place by any means. In answer to a
question as to how many Chinamen livedin
the place, he replied between 300 and 400.

George Parker, the next witness, didnot
know much about the place, Lut didnot con-

sider itco very ioul. ' /.
Mahlon Duaenberry was the next witness.

He is ft carpenter by trade, r.nd has been em-
ployed at various timea by Mr.Chandler to

repair buildings of which tbe latter is agent.

He made a cover not long since for the cess-
pool iaquestion.

Edward A.Bovyer, the next witness, said
ha didnot think from appearances there had
been any water on the lots in question for
several weeks. When asked by the City At-
torney if he would stillhold to that opinion
if several well-known citizens should testify
that there had been water on the lota within
the'psst two weeks, he replied he would.

Ah Chuy, ft Chinaman, who runs a shirt
manufactory, was the next witness putupon
the stand. He hild up his right hand and
swore he would tell the truth, the whole
truth, and nothing but the truth. He said it
was a nice, clean place ;"no dirt,nobad smell,
no Btinkee, alls heap nice ; pay em lent
money to Mr. Chandler, heap good, no heap
bad ;"me heap belle good man.'*'

Yep Kee and Ge Sep Yet, two other ten-
ants,

one a vegetable vender, the other a

raiser of ducks, agreed with their friend Ah
Ohuey that itwas

Mr.Chandler wss only a collector of rent,
and bad nothiDg to do with the repairs or
keeping up of the property.

L.C. Chandler, the defendant, next took
the witness stand, and made a lengthy state-
ment to the jury. He want over the entire
ground. He had known the premiies for
many years, and had been collecting the rent
on this property since 1878. He generally

paid the hills for repairs on Mesick .orders.
jAny alterations and repairs he always turned
Iover to men who Mesick employed. Hardly
|a mouth goes by withoutmore or less repair-

ing. He visited the place at least once a
! week to look after the drainage. He said he
at all times had endeavored, both by caution-
ing the tenants flashing the pipes and clean-
ing the troughs, to keep the premises frcm
being cffonsivs. Chinamen would be China-
men, however, and ho had not at alltimes
succeeded as wellas he had desired. Allhe
asked was fairplay and that justice be done.
He hoped the jury befere they rendered their
verdict wouldvisit the premises and see for
themselves.

The defense here rested their case. The
City Attorney said he was willitg to submit
the case without argument. Mr.Brown sug-
gested the propriety of ths jury's viewing
the premises, and several cf tie jury express-
ing a desire to do so, they were put ia charge
of efficer Eldred, who took them to see the
oroperty complained of. After their return,
Mr. Brown, attorney for the dsfendanc,
made a lengthy argument, clai-ni.g that the
prosecution was all wrong;that Mr. Chan-
dler himself had committed no nuisance and
not he, but ths Chinese tenants, should be
arrested and punished. Inhis speech he ad-
mitted the nuisanoe, and claimed that ifit
was as bad as sworn to by the physicians,
then the authorities had a right to tear down
the property, Go after the tenants or own-
ers, not those who act only in the capacity of
rent collectors. Ha thought the Chinamen
ought to be put outside of the city limits. If
the authorities do their duty they would
move in this matter, and itwould ba dote.
Chinatown is an eye-sore. They pay no
taxes, crusts and rollin tilth. They should
be removed or prosecuted for their tilth, rot-
tenness and hastiness. Itis an impossibility
to abate this nuisance until they are removed
from the citylimits, or until they are brought
into Court and severely punished.

The City Attorfcy in reply to the remarks
made by the opposing counsel quoted the law
governing such cases, and as be warmed up
his subject grow eloquent. Hi3argument
was strong, forcible, and a reflection of the
general sentiment of all those who have the
best interest of the city at heart. In the
coarso of his remarks he said "the defendant
comes into court to-day and asks why don't
you arrest the Chinamen, not me? A little
over a year ago we arrested six Chinamen for
the same offense on those same premises, and
this sate individual defended them, saying
the-i: "Why do you arrest the Chinamen? I
am the man to blame; why don't you arrest
me?" ::Pr

After the City Attorney had finish hb
aiguraent the Court instructed the jury.
Among other instructions he said: "Itthe
jury belie from the evidence that la. C.
Chandler was, during tho time rtated incom-
plaint, the agent of, aad had full control and
management of said premise., and exercised
control over the ssme, and that there was
kept and maintained upon s?id premise-,wiih
a fullknowlelge of defendant of the manner
inwhich said premises were used, and after
notice thereof, a foul and noxious privy, foul
cesspool, i.tunsound, unwholesome and putrid
filthacd matte*-, then it willba your duty to
had the defendant guilty as charged in the
complaint."

The jury retired it5.05 p. M. As soon as
they were locked in the jury-room Joseph
Goddard was selected foreman. The first
ballot stood ten for conviction, two for ac-
quittal. The Becond ballot eleven for convic-
tion, one for acquittal. Before the third bal-
lot could betaken the juryman whohad stcod
out on the second billot said, "Boy?,Iguess

Iam wrong; let's make itunanimous. "Upon
that the jury returned to the court-room and
rendered a verdict of guilty, as charged.
The jury was discharged, snd Mr. Chandkr
willappear for sealeries this morning.

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THE EXPOSITION BUILDING,

The Framework of the Dome Raised
—

Pro-
gress of the Work—The Fair to be Held
this Tear In the Old Pavilion.
One of the heaviest and most difficult

pieces of mechanical handling and "raising
"

of large framework ever attempted in this
country was successfully executed yesterday
at the tew exposition building at Capitol
Park. The central dome was raised in a
body from the ground and placed in position
on its support*-, withits base CIfeet, and its
apex 112 feet above the ground. The magni-
tude of the undertaking can ba unders'oid
from a description of the structure. The
dome consist, of two trusses of 142 feet span,
crossing e.ch other at right angles at ths
center, with intermediate trusses and
porlinet from trues to truss in the
angles formed by the • main frame.
Allthe trusses are tied together with a net-
work of diagonal rods and brace?, the whole
weighing pome thirty tens and covering an
area of 10,500 square feat. This massive
structure had been previously erected on the
ground, with the four feet of the main trusses
resting on blocking, and the apex .rising
some fiftyfeet in the air. In order topro-
vide against any hidden flaw or weakness in
any part of the dome, itwas decided by Mr.
Burrell. the architect, that a thorough test
should be made of its capacity before raising.
Accordingly, on Tuesday, over forty tons of
timber was suspended on thedome, and heavy
shocks aud jars Riven the structure while so
weighted, all without disclosing the slightest
weakness, \u0084' . v *":?T j- '.

The supports of the dome, which were
already in place, consist of fcur pot?, each
twenty-four inches square, andcixty-four feet
high ;so that to raise the immense frame
from the ground sixty-four feet perpendicu-
larly, and then cix feet horizontally, and
place iton its supports, seemed a daring and
herculean task. The twolarge derricks which
have been inuso generally at the building for
raising purposes, and two immense 'gin
poles, 14x21 inches ineizs, were pUced i.c

at each of the four corners of the dome.
Heavy ropes and tackle were attached, and
power furnished by fcur "crabs" or wenches,
turned by horses

—
one attached to each

derrick or "gin-pole." At10 o'clock, all
being in readiness, word wis given

—
the horses turned their circles, and tho
immorse structure started heavenward. It
was cot i!e.ira'ul9 lo have a mass of people
crowding around the*building during the rais-
ing, and* by request no public notice was
given of the intended railing, yet there ware
a Urge number of Interested spectators col-
lected about the Park, among them Governor
St \u25a0\u25a0 isman, Secretary of State Thompson and
other State officials. Assistant Whitaker
had mounted a temporary flagsvaif on the
dome, and when the structure was sailing
majestically upward the stars and stripes
were fiutig to tho breczj. The sight was a
grand one, and v.'as much cojoyed by those
who were fortunate enough to be present.
The time consumed, from the timo of start-
ing to the time of landing the dose on its
support:, was *-:.\u25a0- and cue half bours.
The raining was under the supervision of
N.L.Kirk,of kland, woo display much
skillinhandling his niriiand machinery. He
was assisted byMr.Brewster and Mr. Whit-
taker, of San Francisco. Mr. Cook, the
Saperintecdsnt, was al-io present giving his
assistance.

Mr.8.i,.e1!, the architect, has been present
this week giving general directions. While
the dome was being railed three photographic
views of the structure, shewing itia different
position?, were taken. Two wings of the
building and the dome are cow in position
and give evidence of the massive proportions
of the iesv building.

There is now no cope that the building will
be completed intime for use at the fair next
month. At the last me-iting of the Board
of Agriculture a communication from the
architect '.nd superintendent, stating that
building could not be completed, was read
aud placed on file. Mr.Burrell was present,
and stated that two, aad perhaps three wings
and the central portion could be put into
shape so that they c *nld h*> need for exposi-
tion purposes, acd thereby mora room would
be seemed than in the old pavilion.
After some diccursion ia tho Board, a re?o-
lu".i*;n that the Board would not accept tho
use of a portion of the building was carried
unanimously. There are two reasons for this
action. - Oae is that, although the uncom-
pleted building would undoubtedly be safe
enough, it wouldbe very hard to make the
public believe i", as the community bas not
yet recovered from the recent falling of th?
frame of oce of the wings. The other
reason is, that it was the opinion of the
Board that the contract with Mr. McKil-
lican would be vitiated should the use of
a portion of the building be accepted.
The contract spec*. li;*a forfeiture of SSOOper
day for each day the work is unfinished after
September Ist, and preset indications are
that the number of days willreach a ecore or
more. The reason assigned for cot having
the building completed within the -.pefiified
time is the accident above referred to, and the
inability to secure a sufficient number of com-
petent men. However, it is generally con-
sidered by wallinformed men that the tim;

allowed for erecting itwas entirely too short.
Arrangements have been made to have the

new building lighted by electric light?, and
as the Bo.rd expect to have to standby their
contract, they have determined to have the
old building lighted by electricity. As it
willnot r.quire all tha lights bargained for
to light the old building, the remainder will
be utilized inlighting Sixth etreet, from Xto
M. The Pavilion will be put into the Let
possible condition, and withthe addition cf
the- electric lights itwillpresent a better ap-
pearance than ever before.

A PRIZE FIGHT SWINDLE.
