upon the President at three in the afternoon.
Shortly before that hour they gathered on
the plains to the cumber of about 500 war-
riors, and, .mounted npon their hand.ot_s
ponies, they dashed forward in lite for about
1,000 yards to a point near where tha i'r*"i-
dent stood, awaiting .them. Tin column
then halted, and several chiefs t-Umcunted
and approached him. Among them were
Washakie, the remarkable chief of the Sho-
shonss, from whom this post takes its name,
and 'Black Coat, chief of the Arapahoe*-, a
tribe which withiua few years havo beta
permitted to share the occupancy of this
reservation.

AN ADDRESS FROM THE PRESIDES..
The President thanked tha visitors for call-

ing on him, congratulated them on their
fine appearance, assured them of his inter-
est in their welfare, of the satLf action with
which he heard of their exemplary conduct,
and of their growing attention to the prac-
tices of industrial pursuits. His address
was admirably Baited to the occasion, and
waa interpreted to the Shoshones by anEng-
lish speaking member of tteir tribe, who
bears the name of Norcolt, and to the Ara.
piho's by one of their number, who baa been
educated at the Carlisle echool. They shouted
11their respective tribes what had been said
to them by their Great Father, and the an-
nouncement was received withdemonstrations
of applause.

RII'LIES OF THE CHIEFS,

Both Washakie and Black Coat cade per-
tinent replies. They thanked the President
for honoring them with the visit,and vowed
their purpose of living at peace with the
white men, and cf adopting as rapidly as
practicable their customs and manner cf life.
The Arapahoe' interpreter found no littledif-
ficulty in msktrg himself understood. His
efforts were i>bly seconded by Captain Clark,
of Geceral Sheridan's stuff, who has thor-
oughly mastered the baautiful &ndex; r sit
sign language, which is the entire mode of
communication of the twotribes in their tater-
coarse with the whites, and fullyuappli's the
placa of speech.

I'BESEKTS ASD A DANCE.

Sharp Nose then brought forward .inIn-
dian pony, and placing the reins in the hands
of the President, be presented the handsome
animal for the nee of his daughter. Gifts of
mcccabins and leggings were made also to
the members of the Prei-ideni.*.* party. Then
followed a war dance, in which twenty young
Si.r.hone braves took part. Eight beat drums
and chanted a weird battle song for the pur-
pete of exciting their fellows. Some of the
dancers were nearly naked, and their faces
weie painted in colors. Others were gaily
dressed in flashy colored costumes, no two of
which were alike, and some were ornamented
withbhd*.' feathers and every sort of Indian
ornaments.
