Wednesday evening Joha Fisher, aged 18,
was sailing with two young ladies at Qnuincy,
Mass,, when a gale of wind struck the sails,
and the boom swinging suddenly around,
Fisher and one of the ladier, named Wici-
fred Butler, were gwept into the water.
Fisher was immediately drowoed, and Miss
