Camp Srtacep, ON TErrY'S Lage (Wyo.),
August 13:b.—1¢ was determined lagt pighs
to move our camp this morning a few miles,
to whera there would be more abuundant grsz-
ing for the horses and mules. Accordingly at
6:30 A, M. every one was in the saddle azd
started up the right bauk of Wind river,
Owicg to the rain of yesterday the trail was
in splendid ccxdition for comfort in wareh-
iog. Theeun was obscured by clouds, snd
with a tewperature of below 50° Fabrexhsit,
a finer day for our journey csuld not
wished, At the end of an hour’s travel over
high rolling land, the Wind river was reached
at » point where it passes the gorges,  Here
were magses of rock known as the *‘ Red
Buttes,” The first croesing was made by
fording in a diagonal direction up the atream,
where the water was =0 rapid ian iis
flow that cne’s neighbor eseemed to
be moving in the river <with the

speed of a 1uuning horse, Saon
by a short ford the river was crgssed, sod o8
tho end of another hour the western beund-

ary of the Shoshone reservaticn was resc ed,
Yeom this poin$ ouerftravel wasa very inter-
esiing, but not too difficult, journey over a
series of lofty divides, to escape the precipi-
tous barks of the small streams flowing from
the mountains into the river. In descending
one of these it was necessary to dismount and
lead the horaes. On the higtest divide we
halted to take in the beantiful vicw, covericg
scores of miles up sod dowa the river, with
the srow-covered peaks of the Shoshone
mountains in front of us, and those of the
Wiud river mountains st our backs. Here
we took our last ook at the great lsndmark
Crow Heart Butte, thirty miles away, which
had been in view eince leaving Fort Warhakie
Wallowing EBuffido, one of our Arzpahos
guides, tells us that it got its name fror
great battle between the Shothones and the
Crows many years age. The victory of the
Shoshones was celebrated by burring the
hearts of the dead Crows on the summit of
the tn to, After & rids of two miles
reached the backs of sciue beauti
called afier Captain Tarrey, formerly an offi-
cer of the army, but now owni a catile
berds on the ranges ncar by, \kes ars
said to abound in large trcut; end we expeci
to spend to-morrow fishing. Game is not
very sbundant in this neighborhood, bui cur
bhunters brought in two antelope yesterday,
ahd a few mountsin grouse wears killed on
thiz march te-day, Shoshone Dick, a wl
mexcber of the tribe, who was cap
probably from sn emigrant trair when
young as to have lost ail reccllecti
event, iz one of our Icdian party, He has
goue off to loock for signs of game, and we
hope for s good repert from him, _Our camp
iz named Camp Stager, in honor of Genersal
Anson Stager, ¢f Chicaczo,

¢ John * in New York.

NEw Yorg, August 13th.—Chinatown has
been discuszing,with varicus opinions, duricg
the past week, the organization cf Chinese
protective agsceiations among the New Yeork
Chinsmen. Ah Yurg Wing Chin, thke Con-
enl, wko is directing the project, is assailed
in most caustic Chinese by thosze unfavorable
toit. There are aiready three local aesocia-
tions of the kind—the ** Ha Kah Sing,” the
‘% Ha Kah Wong Seng” and the *“ Hong Szch
Seng.” Said a Chiaere lanndryman in broken
Eaglish, * And these might better be united
than add to the nuwber.” Another Chins-
man, who expressed himself intelligently,
thought the Consul 1maginsd himself still in
China, and desirous, as the Emperor’s repro-
sentative, of wielding arbitrary power so far
a3 he could. Many of the ignorant Chineze
would believe that e bad this right, snd he
couid levy taxes on them after the ¢as‘om at
home, Said this man: *‘There arespumber
of wealthy Chinamen in New York, Fourl
know in Mott strest whko repressgt $290,000,
and onse cof them h=3 pot les® ‘han 75,
000. It iz ail in real estate. Tho Consul
knows what muney there is biua. One of
these wealthy Chinsmen goes t6 Unina every
yoar or two, bui always keeps hisinvestmerts
here, snd the laundrymen are employed at
83 a day and board, and will ot work for
less, Some of them, I know, often make $5
a day. Now, if the Consul gets these in his
ascociation and makee them pay §5 each, or
if their mesns permit es high as $100, then
he can levy on them as he pleases when he
wants mocey.” The Ckinese Coneul rents the
house at No, 95 Clinton place. Tias interior
ia fitted up after the Chiuese fashior, with
Chinese piciures on the walls, Themembers
of his suite are all dressed aiter what may be
coneidered the latest Peking models, with the
exception of the interpreter, who wears the
European costume, One of the attaches
might well pass for a Peking dude, His dress
is of a sky-blue tint with brilliant ribbone,
His hair is elaborately braided. A brosd
band of ribbon passing over his head is daint-
ily fringed with a row of kair an inch long,
standing apright.

Emphatic Denial from Villard.

NEew Yorg, August 13th.—Villard says, in
acard publiched in the Post: **I deny the
statement as wholly false which assert that a
syndicate haa bought 100,000 shares of the
Oregon Trauscontinentsl and Northern Pa-
cific, during the summer, in an effort to sus-
tain the prica, and sleo that the companies
have had to borrow four miilions excharnge
from another. None of the companies repre-
sented by me, or any syndicate in which I am
interoated, or myself personally, have ever
bought a single share of our stocks to sustain
the market price ; nor hae thers been a single
doller borrowed for that alleged purpose by
any of our corporation, or any syndicate in
which [ amd interested, or by myself person-
ally ; nor has the Oregon Tranecontinental
sold a single share of stock within the past
four mouths, duriug which time its capital
has remained at fifty million dollars uadis-
torbed.”

_Larce IRRIGATION ScHEME.—The most
gigantic irrigation enterprize ever inaugn-
rated in the State of California has been
commenced in Fresno county, the canal for
which will be the largest in the State, and
fed by Kings river. The water is intended
to irrigate 30,000,000 acres of rich land, at
present barren through lack of water, The
scurce of supply of this canal will be
higher thar any other debouching from the
same stream. Its dimensions are: One
hundred feet in width at the bottom ;
levees, an average of fifteen feet in hight
and eight feet wide at the top, broad
encugh for a wagon road. The depth of
the water is expected to be five feet, with
a fall of eighteen inches to the mile. The
dam in the mountain canyon whence the
water is taken will be a wonderful and

rmanent ope. It is twenty-five feet

igh, eight hundred feet long, one hundred
and forty feet wide at the base, and
twenty-five wide on the top. It is rip-
rapped on the ineide with heavy rock, and
every precaution taken to make it suffi.
ciently strong to secarely hold the great
weight of water that must be supported.
The water isled into the canal from a large
head-gate, constructed of heavy timber,
one hundred feet in width and eighteen
feet high. It is planked over so as is
make a bridge for heavy wagous, and iz=
wings to protect it from the floode. The

canal is expected to carry 1,300 cubic feot
of water per second.—[New Era. :
