Els Body round Ina Closet Inan Unoc-

A murder most unusual in its details,
although for the common object of mone-
tary gun, has just been brought to light
by the police. Nicholas Skerrett, a well-
known capitalist &sd at one time a dry
goods merahant of this city, bad" rooms at
No. 50;$ Bu6h street, corner of Dapont.
He rentsd the whole building and tub-
It-1 a portion to a stockbroker who
was iiia personal friend, and who
with bis wifeoccupied itas their residence.
Mr. Skerrett was intho habit of callingin
every day at the rooms of his friend, the
broker, and having a social chat. So uui-
form was this habit, that if a day passed
without his calling, it was noticed. He
never entrusted the keys of his rooms to
any person. List Monday his usual visit
was missed, nor was he seen on Tuesday.
The farrily wore surprised at this, but were
disposed to attribute it to a miffon the
part of Mr. Skerrett, because the husband
had gone to Petalnma a day or two before
and didnot invite the old gentleman to ac-
company him. Stillanother and another
day pissed, acd he did not appear.

add to the many inconsistencies surround-'
ing the disappearance of Mr. Skerrett,
Samuel Dizon, the broker residing at the
house, received the following telegram on
Wednesday :

Mr.Dixon's surprise at this accounting
forMr. Skerrett's sudden departure was in
no wiseabated, when upon reading tbe tele-
gram to a friend of Skerrett, the latter
produced the followingdispatch :

Mr.McLea ia the gentleman from whom

Mr. .Skerrett leased the house in which he
he lived on Bash street, and the explana-
tion contained in the ttlegram didnot half
satisfy him as to the cause of his tenant's
sudden departure, and he, withMr. Dixon,
called on D.inohoe, Kelly &Co., who^cted
aa bankers for Mr.Skerrett. Here another
complication confronted them, for, although
Mr.Skerrett's bank account remained in-
tact, and no transaction of his had given
indication of his intention to leave the
Slate, yet the followingtelegram had been
received :

Have dUposed of my real eetatc in a lump to Col
orado men, one-half in hand, paid here.

The telegrams excited tho suspicion cf
the gentlemen that all was not right. The
language was not that which Mr. Skerrett
waa accustomed to use, the similarity of
the dispatches and the effort to impress the
statment thit Mr.La Hue waa "solid"
were not strictly inbueiness form, and the
parties placed the matter in the hands of
Chief Crowley and Captain Leee, whoae
investigations have developed facts, among
which are the following:

AH IXYF-STIIiATION.
Tho bnnno in which Mr.Skerrett lived,

at No. 503 liash street, is a three story
brick, but twenty- two feet square, and
leased by Mr.Skerrett fromDonald McLea,
and sublet. The lower lloor ia occupied
as a l.qnor saloon, and the other atorie?,
which contain but two rooms and a toilet
each, are occupied —

the first by Mr. Sker-
rett, the second by Samuel Dixonand wife,
and the third by another gentleman and
lady. The rooms of Mr. Skcrrett were
used as a parlor and chamber, the parlor
also serving an an office. Some two weeks
prior to Monday last, a man called at the
office with the ostensible purpose of pur-
chasing a large piece of resl estate, and
stated that he and his partner had made
considerable money in mines in Colorado.
They had bad considerable trouble in set-
tling up their business, but had finally
wound itup favorably and wished to invest
in real estate. The visitor claimed to have
known Skerrett ten years ago, and liaally
succeeded in convincing him that such was
the case. The negotiations continued up
to Monday last, when Skerrett disappeared.
Skorrett told hid friends Dixonand McLea
that his customer was much pleased with
the property, and he expected to make a
good sale. Mr. Dixon only once saw the
customer, and then he was

TALKING'WITH SKERRETT,
On Sunday last, Skerrett did Dot visit
his rooms on Monday or Tuesday after this
interview, and thi9 daviition from hia regu-
lar habits created comment by big friends.
On Wednesday si man calling himself
La Hue called at the residence of Mr.
Skerrett and entered hia rooms. Mrs.
Dixoa observed him from the landirjg
above, anil when the rpoke to him he said
that he had bought Mr. Skerrett ont, and
had come there to take charge. Mr».
Dixon bcc&me alarmed and sent for her
hußband. In a few minutes ths mytterioas
visitor went ont, taking with him a bundle
corresponding in tiza to that of four lann-
dried shirts.

From the Acscription given of the man
by Mr. and Mrs. Dixon, Chief Cruwley
acd Captain Laea became satisfied that he
wn« one of two persons, photographs of
both of which grace the rogues' gallery.
Several points that it was thought might
be visited by the mvstarioas real estate
customer were covered. Detective Btram
was s<Tit out to Mr.MsLta's hcuse onFol-
toui street, but beforo the detective
reached thrre the man had c.illea and gon ,
butnot untilan engagement to oall again
had been ma;'e.

And causing him to throw up his hands,
and hold them up until searched. The
prisoner was immediately recognized as
Wright Le Hoy, an old oonvict. The
search resulted in the discovery of oonaid-
erable property belonging to Skerrett, and
three bunches of keyp, which he insisted
were his. He was taxed with sending the
dispatches, bat emphatically denhd baing
their author, and then refuted to answer
any further questions, aud left the police
stillin the dark as to the whereabouts of
Skerrett. > Captain L'es obtained the orig-
inals of the dispatches from Sacramento,

ACTING AS A BROKER

For Townsend k Miller, who wished t j

purchase all ofSkerrett's real and personal
property for §120,000 tobe paid at Den-
ver, in coin and Eastern exchange. The
mouey was to be paid after ascertaining
that the title to the property was perfect.
He Baid that be was to communicate the
fact by a letter addressed to Denver. He
went with Skerrett, Millerand Townsend
tothe ticket office at Sacramento, where
they purchased tickets for Denver. This
was between 1and 2 r. M. of Wednesday.
Ho supposed they left for Denver, as they
said they would. Befoie leaving the
Golden Eagle Hotel, Skerrett dictated the
telegrams and he, 1.3 Ray, wrote them and
delivered them to the telegraph office in
Sacramento and paid the charges, Skerrett
having given him $2 50 for that purpose.
Skerrett altered the dispatcn to Dixon af-
ter it was written, adding, "Siy to
Sshmiedell, Ihave closed out." Toe pris-
;oner farther stated. that he took the train
that night forBid Francisco. He acknowl-
edged having seen Mrs. Dixonon Monday
when he went to .Skerrett's room. Sker-
rett had given him tbe keys, one on
Wednesday, in San Franciaco, and one in
Sacramento. The bundle which he took
away he stated contained two undershirts,
which he gave to a friend who was ivneed
and, said he, "whomIrefuse to name."
The prisoner farther stated that he had
visited Skerrett'a rooma on Tuesday.
Later in the day the prisoner told C'jptain
Lees that Townsend and Miller, while in
this city, stopped at tae ilass Houpe. He
met tharu three months ago inSacramento ;
bad met them casually at the Palice and
other pU.tt-s" in this city. He then de-
scribed Towns-;nd and Miller. After be-
ing pressed on other points, La Koy told a
story of how, on Wednesday, while he
waa inSacrarneuto, Townaend in bi« pres-
ence and that of Miller

pont streets. Skerrett was passing at the
time, acd Iremarked, 'If you had that
mia's money you would not need to make
aay more raises.' Miller came up, and
Townsend introduced him as his friend,
and they said that they proposed to make
Skerrett check his money out of Donohoe,
Kelly&Co.'a bank. Iadvised them to Jet
italone, but they said they would not.
They agreed to give me a share, and I
thought Iwould take it and get out of
town ifIcould, Townsend had paid sev-
eral visits to Skcrrett, and said he proposed
to capture his person. The next time I
saw them they said they had captured him
already. Iwas afraid his friend* would
mias him, and Iproposed to do something

And boIgot them to have Skefrett write
those dispatches, They didso, and Iwent
up to Sacramento and s?nt them down.
Before Ileft for Sacramento Iasked
Townaend and Millerwhere Skerrett wa«.
One of them laughed and said he waa in
Contra Co3ta county and 0. X, This waa
allIcould get from them. Tney said they
had him all right. My impression is that
they were both wellarmed. Iknow that
Townsend was. Iwas with Skerrett and
visited and examined his property on Ellis
Btreet, near the Baldwin Hotel.

\u25a0 A MUHDER THEORY.

Chiel Crowley and Captain Lses were
of the opinion that a murder had been
committed and went to work with that
view. Anexamination of Skerratt'e room
showed that every article of wearing ap-
parel had been removed, probably for the
purpose of giving the impression that he
had left town, bat that this was without
substance waa shown by Captain Lees,
who, on opening a drawer in the secretary
in Mr. Skerrett's room, found ?50, two
diamond studs and a ruby ring, which
articles the missing man would have never
left behind had he been going cut of the
State for a long or permanent stay. Abox
containing deeds and other papers was also
found. J. R. Chichester, who did occa-
sional work for the missing man, was ques-
tioned, and he said he had met Skerrett at
about 9 a. m. onSaturday a week ago and
Skerrett asked him :
