FRUIT ON TEBE SACRAMENTO,

A Trip to 1he Farms on the Sacramento
Eiver by a fan Francisco Reporter.

A San Francisco paper f yesterdsay says:
Between 90 and 120 tons of Bartleit pears
and peaches are shipped East weekly from
the Sacramento river valley, according to the
estimates of meveral of the fruit-raisers of
that eection, and such has been the average
guantity for some timie, Both ths pears and
pesches are picked green, neatly wrapped in
whiie paper and packed under the supervis-
ion of agents of two Chicago wholesale

houses. Pears constitute tho greatest bulk of
these large fruit shipments., The Sacramento
rivenvalley has within the past three years
beeu improved more rapidly than might be
snpposed by those whom neither pleasure vor
business have called that way. Ranches
have been set out to fruit sli aleog the narrow
belt on ecither sids of the river, which lies
between tha ftide lands and the river, This
iz 80 much tha rule that therg appaats to te
no locality within many miles of the mouth
of the Saieramento whsre fruit will grow
that orchards are mot growing and thrifty,
Four bosta are kept runping daily up and
down the river, picking up great loads of
fruis to discharge n$ the Jackson-street wharf,
and carrying back empty baskets and boxes.
Most of the fruit-growing is confined totha
maicland, bat there are seven fine ranches
on Grand Island along Stesmboat Slough.
More pears are shipped to Sacramento for
Chicago than come this way, but ths case is
diffarent with peaches, of which, some days,
20,000 packages have arrived. The Sacra-
mento peaches arelarger end finer then those
produced in the famous ragions of Delaware
and New Jersey, from which the principsl
peach supply of New York is obtained. Tke
landing placa in this city is the Jackson -street
wharf, which presents a lively scene early in
the morning on the srrival of the fruit boats,
The California Transportation Company, in
which Maessrs, Nelson, Anderson and Sol,
Runyon are principal owners, is running
seven boats regularly this season, namely, the
Pride of the River, Ooward, Constance, Re-
form, Ralief, Pioneer and Sonoma, the latter
being lessed, Several barges are alsp sm-
ployed bringiog down grain. g
Holemen Runyon has probably the largest
number of acres devoted exclusively to fruis
of any ranchmsan on the lower Sacramento—
260 acres, divided into fwo ranches, of which
the lower has 200, Dwight Hollister has 100
acres in orchard., The Greens and others
have very largs fruit rapches, The river is
continually zigzagged by ths fruit eteamers
on their passsges, €0 near are the ranches to-
gether, A glimpse of an occasional five
building or the presence of a group of ladies
lends varisty to the scenery, which otherwise

might bs lessinteresting. Bat the chance ob-
server cannoé fail to notice the business-liks
air of even the ladies who come to the water’s
edge. Some of them have books in which
they keep strict account of the fruit, Two
comely widows run fruit ranches on the Sac-
ramento on their own judgment and means,
and are reputed to be making a geod thing of
it financially, The figures of production this
year from the Sacramento fruit raoches
promize to be very satisfactory to all the own-
ers. Prices have been fair, the erop good and
tha demand steady for the most of the sea-
son. Those who have had a light crop find
in the higher prices compensation for a lighter
ield.

! A melancholy sight is presentad on the trip
to the Sacramento fruit ranches in the wreck
of Sherman Island, Land was held there a
vary few years sgo at $150 an acre; and the
entire ares of the island was uoder cultiva-
tion and produced fine crops. All the farm-
ing lands are now an icland lake., The
river burst through the levee in several
places, At two points the tide rushes back
and forth in torrents, The neatly-painted
houses, which were oceupied sbout five
years ago, are standing in the flood.
