With short, fuil, blue cioth j
petticoats, reachi!i:| barely to their anklea •I
white blouses and >;ay kerchiefs ; big,
long-sleeved cloaks of the same blue
elotb, fastened at the throat, bat flying
loose, Eleeves and all, aa if thrown on in i

haste :the girls bareheaded ;the married !
women with wbite caps, standing up
stiff and straight in a point on the top
of the head two big wicker-work creels,
one above toe other, full of fish, packed
securely, on their broad shoulders, and
held in place by a stcut leather etrap
passing round tti-:ir foreheads, they pnll
along it a Bteady, striding gait, up hill
and down, carryicg weights t!;at ittaxeaa
maii'6 strength merely to lift. lvfact, itis
a fishwife's boast that she willrun with a
weight whichit takes two men to pat on
her b*ek. By -aon of thiagreat strength
on the part of the women, and their im-
memorial habit cf exercising it;perhaps

early days of Jatiaud, whero these curious
Newhaven fishing f^iik are aaid to have |
