THE RESTRICIIOR ACT.

Determined Fffort in NFew York to Break
It Dowa.

[By Telegraph.]

Nzw Yors, Augnst 25th.—Judga Potter,
in Supreme Coust chumbers, has sow before
him for consideration and decision the ques-
tion whether the Aect of Congre:s passed on
Mey 6, 1882, forbilding the immigration of
Chinese laborers ints the United States and
placing certsin restr’ctions on the emtrance
within our borders of Chire:e of the higher
clasees, is not in violatibn of our treaty obli-
gations and therefore iavalid. The question
was raised tc-day in tho babeas corpus pro-
ceedings for the release of J, Fook, a’ Chi-
nese seaman or ccal-passe~on ihe Britizh ship
Pembrokeshire, The writ of habeas corpus
wae obtained on the petiti of Ching Ping,
an attache of the effice of thes Chinese Consul
of this city. Cbhing Pirg asserted that Fook
had been cruslly treated on bosrd the vessel,
snd that he was imprizoned or her by Cap-
tain Rickard to prevent him from beginzing
suit bere for damages. Rickard did not pro-
duce Fock in Court and made a vaturn of the
wiit, declaring he had not imprisoned him
and had not treated him with sruelty, but
thst he was compelled by the Act of Con
gress of May 6, 1882, to retain him on boar
ship, ha beisg a Chinese lahorer, or elss eu’
mit to fine snd imprisonment for allowi
kim to land here

To show that Fook was a Chiness laborsr,
Rickard ‘referred to the ship's sriicles, in
which Fock waa inscribed at Hongkong,
whera he ehipped a2 a seamsan and s native
and a resident of Canton,

John D: Townsend, counsel for Fook nom-
inally, but really representing the Chiness
Coreul, s2id he wonld not raise any iseus a2
to matters of faet, but would merely demur
to the return made by Rickard to ths writ of
habeas corpus, This weuld make an issus
concerning the comstitutionality and validity
oi ihe Act of Ceogress protibitiog the immi-
wration of Uhirese laborfia, Asto (he faots’
uowever, he Insisied that s séacsfi cuch s
Fook is not a laborer witkia the nSsning i
the statute, and is therefore entitled to sd-
mission to the Uaited States,

Lyddy, Rickerd’s counszel, replied that
Chiness wio are not laborers are not to be
admitted bere nnless they are able to present
certificates as to their stations in lifs from the
Chinese Government,
Towneend srgued that the Act of Congresa
was invalid and uncopstitutional, because it
was in violation of the oblizgations of the
Urited States towsrd China.

Lyddy ergued that the Stata Conrt had no
jurisdiction of a case iuvolviag the coastrae-
ticn of the United States statute snd a
trealy, and that if Fook ebouid be allowed
by Ricksrd to land in sccordancs with the
order cf the Supreme Ccurt, he might yet be
indicted, fined and imprisoned by a United
States Court,

Judge Porter said the queslions raised
were of great importance, and should not ba
passed upon without long eomsideration,
The papers were then paseed to the Cours,
Later in the day Judgs Porter informed
counsel that as the casa waa cf such impor-
tance to the whole country, he thonght they
would do better to have it pzssed on by the
United States Court thaz by the Siate
Court, and that if they began procecdings in
the United States Court be would consider it
as gaperseding the case before him, Other-
wise he would give it full aud careful consid-
eratior,

The Tribune says: Ipstead of cffering a

country is just now placed in the attitude of
refusing justice to those who sre within its
jurisdiction. Twenty-four Chinese are now
on board a vessel in this port, who complain
of ill treatment, and are refused the privilege
of laading to seek redrees in cur Courts,
For the credit of the country we trust it may
be shown that our laws will not bsar such a
coostruction.

The Sun editorially says: The recent seiz.
ure of the English sloop Photogrspher on a
charge of emuggling Chinamen from British
Columbia may lead to disclosures in regard to
contraband traflic on the northwestern fron-
tier. Two branches—the smuggling of opium
and of Chinese—are carried on there to a
great extent. In San Franpcisco alone it is
supposed over £6,000, 000 worth of opium has
been smugzled in the last ten years, largely
for Chinamen, and now they ars smuggling
Chinamen to emcke the smuggled opinm, ace
cording to the Ceollector at Tacoma, where
the officers, nided by the revenue sisamer
Woleott, captared the Photographer. Nearly
ore hundred Chinamen had within & few
days crossed the line along the shore in canoces
or boats, The isin direct violation of the
statutes and is purishable,
