RAILROAD BUIDING AND BUSINESS
LAST YEAR.

According to advance sheets of Poor's
Railroad Manual for 1652 (issue of 1883)

railroad indebtedness increased in ISS2 to
$61,243 per cperated mile, liutthere was
an unusually large railer:;e of nncora*

plated road, ugainst which money obliga-
tions were outstanding. Itis forecast that
ISB3 at its close will show a decrease of
indebtedness per mile, for railroadbuilding
received a check, and fewer roads willbe
now projected, and there willbe more miles
of completed road, with a smaller ratio of
increase of aggregate Indebtedness. In
18S2, we learn, 11,591 miles of road were

laid;.for the year tho average mileage
operated was 107,158. The mileage we

THE SHAPIRA FRAUD.

When we expressed the opinion a week
ago that the Shapira manuscripts were
forgeries, and manufactured to deceive
church authorities and swindle the British
museum, we certainly did not expect a

confirmation of the opinion at so early a
date as this. The date of the manuscripts,
the absurd story of their being found iv
the possession of a wandering Arab who
wore them about his person as a charm,
and that his ancestors had used them in
like manner ;the immaterial variations in

the text of the Decalogue
—

tended to
cast discredit upon their alleged genuine-
ness.

-
The immense sum the man Shapira

asked for bis discovery also pointed to the
fact that he had eet his net for a large
haul, that was to be his last, and this was
a very suspicious circumstance. We now
have the news that M.Clermont Ganneau,
than whom thero is no more tried and
faithful expert, has pronounced the manu-
scripts clever forgeries, and that tho emi-

nent'Hebraist, Dr. Ginsberg, is about to
conour in that judgment. Undoubtedly
Shapira put up a rascally scheme to rob
antiquarians and to feather his own nest at
the expense of biblical students and his
own Government. Ganneau goes so far as
to say that he is quite convinced, also,
that Shapira, who has been for years en-
gaged in antiquarian . researches, *;is
himself a fraud, and bas been
speculating systematically by chicanery
upon the aroh.e.ogiets and the German
Government. Shapira discovered the Mo*
abite stones and potteries, which he in-
duced the German Government to buy at a
heavy figure. These were accepted as gen-
uine by the experts in archaeological re-
search, and taken as establishing the gen*

uineness o! certain parts cf the Bible.
Br.t'Ganneau declares that he can show
them to be fraudulent, manufactured by
this man Shapira, whois remarkably skill-
ful, and who has given a lifetime to the
perpetuation of such swindles. There
were discovered in 1563 Moabite stones, 'a
part of which the French Government
purchased, and the inscriptions on which
were deciphered by Ganneau, though only
animperfect interpretation could be worked
out. Soon after, the Arabs offered for Bale
many pieces of pottery and stone that they
claimed to be ancient monumental records,
but tbey proved to be clumsy forgeries.
Shapira, however, was more fortunate,
and, according to Ganneau, palmed off his
alleged discoveries as genuine. Of course
the clever dealer willdenounce Ganneau
and Ginsberg, and of oourec he willcom.
mand a followingwhich will uphold him,
but it is not at sll likelythat he willbe
able to withstand the evidences with whioh
the two arcfceeologists must have fortified
themselves before pronouncing tho man a
fraud.

THE OREINTAL TROUBLE ENDED.
Itwiilbe remembered that from the out-

set, three months ago, this journal, incom-
mon with several others, took a view of
the Frtnoh-Tonquin trouble which the
outcome, according to telegraphic advices,
has justified. Some ol our contempora:ie3
were of a different opinion, and looked for
a long and a bloody war between the
French and the Anamese, We saw no
reason for it,nor did we apprehend that
China wouldundertake to engage in the
struggle with any a.rious intent, Tne
facts vowdeveloping appear to have justi-
fied this conclusion, A large proportion of
daily jourcila with the news element
prominently in view, are strongly inclined
to prophecy that every European or Ori-
ental complication will lead to a long war.
Itcan hardly bo supposed that they hope
toinfluence action to that end by their ex-
pression, and yet the confident tone some
employ would justify that amusing esti-
mate. A war at home or abroad is a news
source, which the enterprising journalist
looks upon as special property, and in not
a few oases the wish is very apt to be the
father to the expression of the journal,
especially where 'Vie haste to express an
•piniondoes not give time' for thorough
examination of toe facts. The report of
thn submission of the Anamese— the
news in all ..ability is authentic—
should not occasion surprise. flt is pre-
cisely what a careful review of the facts
and the causes of the trouble, and the con-
ditionof , the country.of ,Anam, and the
justice of the French cause, led the im-
partial judgment to conclude must result.

DOMESTIC NEWS.

First-class Scandal Brewing ln Pennsyl-

vania.
CHICAGO, August 28th. —Afint-class trag-

edy is brewing at Union City, Pa., over the
Key. Moyer scandal. The allegations that
the minister starved, beat and abused his wife
until she became insane, although strenu-
ously denied by the reverend gentleman, are
generally strengthened in the estimation of
the par.pie by letters and . statements of
friends, relatives and neighbors. Handbills
were posted allover the town yesterday, call-
ing upon the people to turn out Saturday
with tar and feathers and a hand-rail, for the
purpose of tariing him. To-day's mail
brought a letter to the reverend object of all
this excitement. Tn it he was warned to
shake the dust of Union from his feet before
Saturday, or he would be lynched. His rev-
erence has fortifiedbio domicile, acd defies
the band of 27 Vigilantes, which the letter in-
forms him have sworn to avenge Mrs. Moy-
er's wrongs. He has quite an arsenal of fire-
arms, and weirs he willblow out the brains
of allwho lay violent hands id him. My
yai,! willbe strewn with dead carcasses be-
fore Iam taken," he says. It is manifest
that serious trouble is expected, and the
county authorities willhave to take measures
to prevent bloodshed.

STEAMER DISASTER.
Explosion on a North Klver Excursloa

Boat—The Vessel Sunk—Conflicting Ac-
counts J Regarding the fatalities—
Gould to the Rescue-List ofKilledand
Injured. \u25a0

New York, August 28th.— Aterrible dis-
aster occurred at the foot of Sixteenth street,
North river, this afternoon. The excursion
steamer Riverdale burst her boiler and eunk.
Over 50 lives were lost. The police were
notified to send ambulances to the foot cf
Sixteenth street.

DETAILS 01' THE catastrophe.

New York, August 28th. At about ten
minute, to 4 this afternoon people who were
in the neighborhood of the foot ofFourteenth
street and North river were startled by the
Bound of anexplosion coming from the direc-
tion of the river. Looking out in mid-
stream they saw the Hudson river steamer
Riverdale enveloped in steam,- and in less
than six minutes afterwards she keeled toone
side and capsized opposite Sixteenth street,
she having floated that far. Instantly about
fifteen different tog steamers from the city
went to her relief. There were 100 passen-
gers on board the Riverdale when she leftthe
foot cf Harrison street for Haverstraw, Some
of these were hurled into the air snd then
fellback into the water. Others were com-
pelled to jump Into tbe river to escape
the hissing, ecaldiog steam, that filled
all parts of the vessel, or to avoid
going down with her. The cause of the dis-
aster was the explosion of the boiler, which
was amidships. When the boiler bunt the
air was filled with flying debris and broktn
woodwork, and the pilot-house snapped like a
pipe-stem and toppled over into the water.
About fifty people loat their lives. Some
were blown into eternity, and others met
their deaths by being drawn dowiwith the
whirlpoolcaused by the stoking cf the vessel.
Those who were floating cr swimming about
in the river were picked up by the tugs and
rawboats that cim3 to the rescue.

KILLED AKD INJURED.
Three bodies were also brought in by the

boats— Mrs. Sisson, of Tarrytown, N. V.;
an unknown man, whose body was taken to

tho Morgue ;a boy, whose identity has not
been ascertained, also taken to the Morgue.

John Kelly, deck hand, of

hospital. John Sattire, mate of the vessel ;
left thigh badly crushed ;taken to the New
York hospital. John Gifes, of this city, aged
21;badly scalded ;is an extremely critical
condition ;taken to the New York hospital.
The firemen of several engines and hook and
ladder companies stationed nearest to the
scene of disaster were called out, v.ithout
their apparatus, however, and did good ser*

viae, as did also members of tbo steamboat
squad,

A POLICEMAN'S STATEMENT.

Policeman Michael Killilea,of ths Charlee-
street Station, was the first to get the
wounded fireman Adams on shore from the
boat at the foot of Twelfthstreet. "Inever
saw a man in such suffering," said the offi-
cer, "and Ihope Iamy not witness another
such a. sight. The poor fellow squirmed, and
his flesh was coming off in blisters. Icalled
at ones to an ambulance driver nearest me,
and had the unfortunate man sent to St.
Vincent's Hospital. Ithen went in search
of other icjured persons, snd when Icame
to the foot of Fourteenth etreet Isaw a man
pulling rapidly to the wharf. His boat con-
tained the body ef a woman, whose legs were
evidently broken. She must have been
crushed by falling timbers, while fitting on
deck, and then blown overboard." -

another account.
New York, August 28th.—Of the passen-

gers aboard the Riverdale, some were blown
up withthe explosion, but from the best ac-
counts obtainable the number was small, as
there were few in the cabins at the time. No
exact idea can et present be gained as to the
number of passengers on board or the num-
ber cf lives lost. Accounts of the number of
p.ssengers vary from 50 to 200, and of the
killodfrom 20 to r.O. Tha most trustworthy
i*cr_ou__t3 place the number of killed nt from
3ta 6. There is reason to believe that nearly
all had a chance to escape. The engineer was
about to enter the engine-room to
slow up, as another steamboat, was at
their landing, when a tumble was
heard proceeding from the boiler, and in a
moment » horrible explosion occurred, blow*
ing on: the entire side of the vessel, and leav-
ing only \u25a0; helpless, sicking hull. Tugs and
email boats put ont in swarms from the New
York and Jersey shores, and began the work
of recovering the drowning passengers and
crew. The number saved shows how efficient'
their work was. The Reliance, a coal-tar
boat, was near the Riverdale when she blew
up and immediately began the workof rescu-
ing the drowning people. Her crew drew
nearly forty from the water. Other steamers
and tugs hastened to the rescue, and so
quickly did they reach itthat it is thought
none of those who escaped injuryby the ex-
plosion had time to drown. . <

JAY GOULD TO THE RESCUE.

The steam yachts of Jay Gould and ___. S.
Jaffray wero lying at the foot of West
Twenty-third street at the time. B_*th

Gould and 3-Stay had just gone ashore
when the accident occurred. Upon heating
the explosion they mediately turned about,
putting out to the scene cf the wreck in tbeir
gigs, and ordered their yachts to follow
without delay. Both ecgaged in the work of
giving aid wherever needed with great z;a).

When their yachts appeared all who were in
sight in the water had been picked up.

rescued were taken ashore and sent to their
homes in this city, or put on

steamer Christenah for their destination up
the river. The injured end dead were taken
to the foot of West Thirteenth street, where
the entire ambulance force of the cily bad
been summoned.
