ISTHEBELL A NUISANCE?

An Eastern man, with means at com-
mand, proposes to inaugurate a legal war-

fare uj.on the jir.gir.g of church bells in
crowded cities at unusual hours. That be
may succeed the majority of people will
\u25a0incerely hope. There La a good deal of
the \f.-.•try and romance of tradition still
clisgiug «.bout the iouea from the lofty
belfry. A vast deal of song and story, of
holyrecital and of stirring anecdote of war,
•nd of courfrge tad of martyrdom, is re-
lated to tho bell, and thu church tower
where it swings. Bat in this day, with
the passing aw.iy of the necessity for bells

a? calls to pray; c or the ringing backward
of the. chime*&8 alarms in times of peril
from foes, the reason fur the use of the
tower bell has ceased. Inone State of the

Union a high Court has already hold that
the ringing of a large church bell to call
fiftyor more to prayer, which disturbs the
needed slumber* of thousands, is a nui-
aance. Inthat case it was clearly estab-
lished that lives of the sick had been sac-
rifioed to the custom of bell-ringing, and
that

-
iii thickly-settled communities the

clabguf deep- toned or shrill-voiced bells
from towers of churches or halls, had re-

tarded the recovery ef invalid?, rendered
the well ill,and depreciated the value of
property for residence purposes. This can
ba shown in jut every case where tho
effort is made. There is no indefeasible
right to have a church bell sounded.
The ringing of a bell in a tower is
not .a part of public worship, m.l a
deprivation of the privilege is not an
abridgement of any right to worship with-
out restraint, because it is not, and never
was, an article of faith nor an inc'.i.-pgnsi-
ble form. Infact, the majority of churches
do not have bells. Oat of fifteon church
structures in this city,but three have bellr,
and but one cf these is rung on secular
days. This city has an absurd ordinance
requiring a fire-bell, located in the heart of
the to.vii, to 1.3 struck loudly at 9 p. »i. a
portion 'of fas year, and 8 p. M. another
portion.

INGENIOUS FALSEHOOD EXPOSED.

The San Francisco Chronic/: yesterday
made a gross misstatement regarding this
city. Itcharged that the City Trustees of
Sacramento petitioned the Secrotary of
War to jnot allowany expenditure to be
made of the appropriation for the improve-
ment and protection of the navigation of
tlia Sacramento river, and that the Trus-
tees did this at the dictation and in the In-
terest of the Central I'iioiUc Railroad Com-
pany. These allegations are made out of
whole cloth, and arc infamously false. The
Trustees of this city did not at any time
petition the Secretary of War

"
to not

allow a dollar of the appropriation to be
expended in the improvement and protec-
tion of the river's navigation." They did
not petition, request or intimate that the
money appropriated should cot be "ap-
pliedr.s intended," since its application de-
pends upon the judgment of the Secretary
of War entirely, and that officer decided
some time ago not to use the money in a

fpesific way, and the petition Bent to the
Secretary of War was to request him toad-
here to that'decision. That the ingenious
method employed by the Chronicle to give
force to the fakehood may be made clear,
it should be stated that the Trustees' peti-
tion referred only to the much-debated
question of the policy of building debris-
restraining dams in the Yuba river,a tribu-
tary of the Feather, which, in tnrn, is a
tributary of the Sacramento river, while
the Chronicle willfully leads its read-
erg who S.T3 not informed as to
the facts, to suppose that the
legislative body of this city opposed the re-
moval from Sacramento river of "thesand-
bars obstructing itsnavigation from jnicia

to the month of the Feather." These are
the facts. The culminating falsehood in
the Chronicle's chain of misrepresentation
i.i inthese words: "This petition to the
Secretary of War not to apply any of the
men?}' appropriated to the improvement of
the navigation of the Sacramento was in
fact dictated from the Central Pacific Rail-
way office, and the Sacramento Trustees
merely signed it as the railway company's
official agents and employes."

Cholera has disappeared inFoochoiv, but

there are still cases of this disease in
Swatow, where no less than fourteen stone-
cutters died from this cause in one morn-
ing.

A number ofChinese merchants inHong,
kong and Canton are at present engaged in
making arrangements for starting gold and
silver mines at Tai Yee Shan island, about
three hours' a.team from Hongkong. They
have obtained possession of the grounds
from the Government, and also received its
permission to proceed.

An immense fire occurred inthe English
settlement at Shanghai on the morning of
July 26th. when sixty-two houses were
burned. It is feared that several people
lost theirlives during the fira. The amount
of the damsga is not yet known.

Some rather serious disturbances occurred
in Shanghai between French seamen and
Chinese, and between the Frenoh police
and Chinese.

THE CLOSE SEASON.

Trie laViars of the Fish Commissioners,
says the Bulletin, to enforce the law pro-
hibitingthe taking of salmon during Au-
guit have b&en very eucccssfui. A Urge
number of lishbave been taken and several
fnhermen have been captured and con-
victed. The Commissioners placed \V. ( '.
Jones tt the head of the river patrol, and
are mare than eatiefiid with the work done
by him. They e.iy emphatically that he
is the right man in the right place. Valu-
able assistance has Icen rendered by Con-
stable Dobbins and other county officials
along the river. From § 1,000 to $2,000
has been expended to suppress fishing dur-
ing the closo Bcason, and next year the
Ciimmiesioners willhave a steam launch at
their disposal, co that they can work more
rapidly and effectively.

Deputy Jones be^an his raids upon the
fishermen August Oth, when two boats
aDd four men were captured at Kio Vista.
Tho next daj he captured five more fish-
ermen, one of whom he ehot and killed.
Allof these prisoners were tried at Sacra-
mento and were fined. Liter Mr, Jones
captured a scow acd 350 fish and ten fish-
ermen. The latter are now in jail at Sui-
sun. Later a boat and two men were
takes, and a few days later a tank and 300
fish were seized at Montczuma oreek.
Shortly after this two violators of tho law,
400 fish, some boats and nets were Beized
at a place called Chinatown. Constables
Ferrin and Murphy, towards the end of
the month, found two nets fl.iatinp in tbe
river. They contained ICO fish. The fish
were released and the nets seized. A few
days later Deputy Jones capture'! two
fUberiusn at Ray's Island and 225 tih in
a tank. The men are now in jail at Col-
linsviile. The next day Mr, Jones made
a raid on what is known as Cninatown,
and seized eleven tanKs and 700 thh. The
fish were taken away without resistance
on the part of the seventy or eighty liah-
erm^n there. No one claimed them.
