Regarding
the first allegation : I was not under the in-
fluence of liquor that day, and would suggest
to Chief Karcher the words of another—

stone.” Becond, there is only one room to
my ‘‘shanoty,” 8o I did not go into my
‘““back roowm.” Bat, although the house
is 8o small, it serves to shelter one
who is perhaps as honest as many a dweller
in a stately mansion, Further, he says that
I ** insisted ” or his taking the harnees away.
No urging was required ; Mr, Karcher took

. it as his right—without even taking the

trouble to look at it, nor did I take it out of
the sack to show to him—he said nothing
about having found an owner for it, or about
any complaints haviog been made to him of
stolen harness.

injurious insects is larger than hérecofore,
Microsoopes wiil be placed oo the tables for
the use ana instrauction of all who may wish
to examine aud becowe acquainted with the
appearance of the most destructive of pests,
the scale inseet, which are among the minutest
works of animal creation. There is no doubt
but this exhibit, from its practical nature,
will secure m tention and interest from
fruit-growers acd those engaged in kindred
industries, than any other at the Siate Fair
of 1883, The Directuryjhas provided space
for this interesting exhibit in the south side
of the east building upstairs, which will af-
ford excellent light for the uss of microscopes,
and enable far grestar aceess in examination
thsn at preceding fairs,

CALiroBSIA FrRUIT —California fruit has a
wide reputation in the East, Since the build-
ing of the transcontinental railroad, the ship-
ment of fruit East has snnually increased,
until this year, to date, it is double that of
any preceding season. As a single example,
Ed. T. Earle & Co. have already shipped to
Chicago—their distributing point—over one
hundred car-losds, and expect to ship at least
one hundred more before the season closes.
Last year this firm did what was theretofore
regarded as a large business, and shipped less
than one huodred cars during the entire saa-
gon, Other firms of this city—W, R. Strong
& Co., Gregory, Barnes & Co,, M. T, Brewer
& Co,, 8. Gerson & Co., and cthers—are alss
doicg a large business, and the supply of good
shipping fruit, notwithstandiog the reported
failure of crop, is equal to the demand. From
four to six oars of fruit go East daily attached
to the express train, and shippers say that

THE LATE DEPUTY BTATE LIBRARIAN’S
SIDE OF THE STORY,

Opened ‘Letters, Whisky, Iguorance, Etc—
As 2 General Proposition Librarian
Wallis Declines to Answer.

The investigation into the charges against
State Librarian Walli= was resumed yester-
day morning at 9 o’clock. ;

Miss M. A, Patton, late Deputy Librarian,
teatified that she was [n the library in Janu.
ary, 1883, About the 21st of the month she
was at her desk in the library when Wells
Fargo & Co.’s meesenger haaded her a letter
directed to R. (). Cravens, which letter she
handed to Mr. Wallis, Mr, Wallis went into
his room. Afterwards witnees went into his
room, and he said that he had thrown that
letter of Mr. Cravers in the fire, and that he
wes not going to keep any more of Cravers’
letters, Witnese also testified that she be-
lieved some of her own letters were tampered
with, Oge side of an envelope, which had
been trimmed cn the edges, which witness
testified was reduced in size in order that it
would go into an envelope to return it to the
writer, wae produced. E ;

Connzel for Mr, Wallis objected to the in-
troduction of the piece of eavelope, 28 there
was no evidence to prove where the piece
came from, The Board uananimously sgreed
that the testimony was admissible,

Witness said the envelope contained a

LETTER FROM SAN JOSE,
Written by J. J. Owen., The condition of
the inside of the seal showed that it had been
opened and again sealed up. On the morn-
ing of April 3d & Wells-Fargo letter was
found lyiog upon her table in the library, and
when she opeced it she found that she should
have received it the day previous, She
started to inquire why the letter was not
delivered the day before. She went into the
law library and asked Fraonk Freeman if he
had pat the letter on her table. Freeman
said she need not atk bim any questicns, as
he was not going to crimiaate any one.
Witness sfterwsrd learned from the mes-
senger that the letter had been delivered the
day before, about 9 o'clock, to Mr, Wallis, at
the latter's desk. She had some difficulty
with Mr, Wallis about the lefter not being
delivered at the proper time. Mr, Brown
was with Mr, Wallis in the latter's room,
wITH THE DOOR LOCKED,

And afterwards went into the hall through
the door from the private office, and then
came into the library from the main docr.
As he entered Mr, Waliis opened his door,
and asked Mr, Brown if he saw a letter for
Miss Patten, to which he replied that he did,
and laid it on her desk, Mr, Wallis, wituess
said, has a very lond voice, and he ususlly
spoke in & very loud tone ; it had frequently
been remarked on by vieitors to the library.
Witaess’ testimony in regard to Mr. Walliy’
rudenesa was a corroboration of the evidencs
of Miss Kelsey.
CROSS-EXAMINATION,

3y Counsel Jehnson: Witness knows
State Senator Maddux, of Santa Clara, She
had drank champagne in the private office of
the library once, but never drank any other
kind of liguor, Witness afterward remem-
bered that Mr. Wallis went out and brought
her some liquor once. She was quite ill, and
thought if she had something warm she
would fsel better, She did not offer Mr.
Wallis 840 to help pay for the liquor used
iast winter, She had a conversation with
Trustes Edgerton in reference to the letters
which had been qpened, She did not re-
member what she said to Mr, Edgerton;
shs thought she told him the circumstances
of the letters having been opened, Did not
remember saying to Mr., Guon that she
wishad he could tell her some way in which
she could send

MB, WALLIS TO STATE PRISON,

Did not tell John W, Armstreng that she
did no$ balieve Mr, Wallis had opened any
wf her latters, and was sorry she had made
sny trouble about it, She told Mr.. Arm-
strong the Wells-Fargo letter was opened in
Mr, Wallis’ room, Did not accuse Frank
Freeman of opening the letter. Did not say
to Mr, Freeman: ““I’d as soon belisve you
opened the letter as Mr, Walli=.,” Mr, Free-
man was not friendly with witness after the
trouble with the letters., Witness had a con-
versation with Frank Freeman in July, 1882,
in which she said she thought the man who
furnished the brains to run the library and
did the work ought to have the pay and the
honor. Did not have a conversation with
Mr, Freeman and Mr. Owen ia regard to
turnieg Mr, Wallis ount of his position. Wit-
ness did not know of herown knowledge that
Mcr, Owen called upon other members cf the
Board in reference to removing Mr, Wallis,
nor did wituess ever tell Mr. Owen to go and
sce Mr, Edgerton for that purpore, Did not

charges to Howard Johnson and Prantiss

laslin prior to the meeting of the Beard,
The charges were given to witn about 9
o’clock on the morning of July 26th, and che
m a copy of them and returned the orig-
inal to Mr, Owen.

Mr. Holl—Did you ever see Mr, Hinkson
drink in there ?

Witness—No, sir,

Mr. Hinkson—I will state that whether
the witness ever saw me drink there or not, I
have done it.

Witness contioued to Mr. Hinkson : Judgs
from the crowd seen in there that it was
rather mixed, After being asked a namber
of questions witoesa said there were a number
of Assemblymen in there, and she would
judge, although mixed, that it was a fair av-
ersge crowd for a Democratic Legislature.

nothing about any telephonic communica-

Mr. Hart resumed the witnees stand, and
the argument was resumed. At its concla-
sion the Board granted the motion to strike
out ths testimony.

R. O. Cravens was recalled, and testified
that a book which was produced contained
the records of the meeting of the Board.of
Trustees when Mr, Wallis was elected Libra-
rian. 5

S. P, Maslin, clerkin the Governor’s office,
testified to havieg been a frequent visitor at
the library.

EVENING SESSION,

Trustee J. J, Owen was the first witness
sworn in the evening.. His attention was
called by Miss Patten to a letter which had
bzen opened before it reached Miss Patten,
and the letter had been sent by witness in an
unmutilated snvelope. On cross examination
he gaid he knew the letter was in a perfect
envelope, becanse he never sent one after it
had been opened and resealed.

C. E. Gusn recalled: An item in the Recorp
UnioN of July 26, 1882, which Mr, Ho'l
termed ** an eulogy on Heory Edgerton,” was
produced and shown to the witness, The
article referred to was a report of a campaign
speech made by Mr, Wallis before a political
club, and Mr, Holl said he desired to prove
that the witness had written the address for
Mr. Wallis, The Board refused to admit the
article as evidence,

Talbot H, Wallis, State ILibrarian, was
sworn : He had held the positions of porter,
Deputy Librarian and Librarian, covering a
pariod of twelve years., He detailed at some
length the work in the matter of establishing
exchanges with other States. Witness was
asked to name some of the principal public
libraries in the world, but declined to an.
swer, The Board asked that witness answer
the question, but he declined. Witness was
asked nine other questions relative to libra-
ries in different parts of the world, but no
answer was elicited,

Mr, Holl—Have you a work in the library
which contains an
ELEGY WRITTEN IN A COUNTRY CHURCHYARD?

Witness—Decline to answer,

Counsel then asked the same questiona rel-
ative to ‘‘Thanatopsis,” Homer’s poems,
** Divina Commedia,” and who was the author
of *“ Robinson Crusce,” and whetber there was
a hook in ‘the library entitled ** Hudibras.”
Witness refused to answer any of the qnes-
tions, although urged to do so by Mr, Ball,
of counsel for the Librarian.

Counsel Johnson insisted on his objection
in each instance, ““on the grounds last be-
fore.stated.” Chairman Edgarton each time
murmuored, *‘ Objection overruled,” and wit-
ness said, very emphatically, ** Decline to
answer.”

Mr, Holl expressed himself as completely
disgusted, but he had a question relative to
the witness’ competemsey to conduct the corre-
spondence of the library, but counsel said it
would take three-quarters of an hour to an-
swer it, and aaked for an adjournment until
this morning.

In the midst of a wrangle on the question
of adjournment the Chair announced that
the Board stood adjourned ustil 9 A M, to-
day.

Boys will bathe in the river,
despite all laws;, They are aware, as the
writer of the above evidently is not, that sn
ordinance cow mskes it an offense to bathe
in the river, and it was enacted because of
the dangers incident to that practice, and
for the sake of decency also. But they avoid
the law by geing to the Yolo shore, or just
outside the city limits, But the suggestion
to have a safe epace staked out with a gradu-
ated and grated floor, where boys and men
can bathe in eafety, and where the law
should require them to wear a proper bathing
costume, would not entail great expense and
would be a public convenience, and at proper
#easons a sanitary measure. Of course, such
a place should be under proper superintend-
ence of a competent watchman., Many cities
hdve such public baths on a more or less
elaborate scale, The demand here is for
nothing costly or elaborate. The difficnlty
would be to find a proper place on the Sacra-
mento gide—probably the only location at all
suited to the purpose is on the Yolo side of
the river.]
