TOWH INPROVEMENT SOCIETIES,

At several pointa in the Ea:t, during a
number of years, there have existed town
improvement societies. Within the last
two or three years these have increased in
number, importance and general effective-
ness of work, Woe &re informed of no in-
stance in which they have not been of
material benefit to the community in
which operating, Thaey are composed of
citizens who believe they owe something
to the town in whieh they live, and have
g0 high an appreciation of their citizenship
that they gladly sacrifice some portion of
their time for the promotion of the gen-
eral good. The aim of these associations
s to secure economy of administration and
the highest possible condition of the town
or city, in all things which coatribute to
the health, morals and good government of
a community, and to especially promote
the prosperity of the place. Obviously
these associations are non-political ; in-
deed, they proceed in the work of muni-
cipal reform upon the basis of a complete
divorcement of municipal administration
from party control. Without occupying
this high position, and securing this end,
all such associations must fail. They must
base their labors upon the principle
that politics in & manicipality are
secondary to all other considerations;
that the chief purpose of municipal
organization is to seoure the proeperity of
the peopls, and not to advance political
parties, reward partiaans, or turn the con-
trol of affairs and the selection of munioi-
pal administrators over to ward managers,
Sach societies are vital factors in the for-
mation of public sentiment and the correc-
tion of public opinion. They do not usurp
power, nor dictate to officials; but it al-
ways happons that the officials are proud
to receive the enpport of these associations,
and that they are generally men cliosen at
the polls who represent the sentiment of
such eocieties, But of course these socie-
ties must be representative of the best sen-
timent of the community, sad therefore
csnnot be close-door nor exclusive organi-
zations, while at the same time they must
exclude the **crank " element, the car ping
the one idea men, and those with axes to
grind. They appear to be, in short, or-,
ganizations aiming to secure the conduct
of municipal affairs npon business princi-
ples, bringing to their aiministraticn the
same skill that the successful business
manager reqguires to be applied to his own
concerns, In a city where 80 much needs
to be accomplished as in Sacramento in
the way of municipal reform and improve-

*ment, and where the thoughtful people so

readily acquiese in all efforts to advance
the community, such an association can be
of great usefulness, There is a field here
for honest work of this kind, and it is
gratifying to know that thought is being
given to the matter here with a view of
perfecting such an organization as indi.
cated.

‘MR, GOULD AND THE POSTAL TELE-
GRAPH,

Jay Grould is another of the lecturers be-
fore the Sepate Committee on Labor and
Education, Sifted dowr, his remarks
amount to this : A Goveroment telegraph
line cannot be operated as advantageomsly
or economically as Mr. Gould can operate
his lines, The Western Union will eell to
the Government if it desires to try the ex-
periment, The busicess is one demandiag
experts in management and in its financial
conduct, If letter-carrying was in private
hands i wonld be better done than the
Goverament does it. Then Mr. Gould
gove his viows on raiiroads and thair rela-
tion to the Government aad the peopiy, in

praventing a postal line being established.
Asto its requiring experts to conduct a
telegraphic business, Mr. Gould’s company
bas for two months been protesting that
any one can learn telegraphy in a brief
time, while the world knows that ordinary
business skill is all that is required
in telegraphic direction, and ordinary me-
chanical skill in construction and mainte-
nanca. Beyond his dogmatic assertion
that the Government cannot operate a line
as cheaply a8 he can, there was nothing in
Mr. Gould’s statement. As it was dog-
matic and unsupported by proofs, or rea.
sons based on proofs, it will not create any
gensible impression. The public will fail
to see why a telegraph operator in a Post.
office may not transmit a message as well
as in Mr. Geuld's office. It will decline to
believe that a postal department euccess-
fully directing mail carriage over and
through a continental area unequalled for
length, number and difficulty of mail
rontes cannot superintend postal telegraph
lines along those routes. Of course in the
management of speculations in telegraphic
stock Mr. Gould has a decided advantage ;
but then in the postal telegraph there will
be no stock to be watered.

-

BELL RINGING,

The New York Herald takes the same
view of the church-bell nuisance that has
been assumed by the Recorp UnioN. The
New York paper says that the law is
clearly with Mr. Schultze in his raid upon
the bells, and adds that *‘ the Courts have
repeatedly restrained the practice on the
complaint of aggrieved persons, and in St.
Louis recently the strikirg of the hours at
night by a church-bell was stopped by in-
junction.” The St. Louis Court of Appeals
tersely held that ‘““though a number of
witnesses testified that the striking ot the
hours at night did not disturb them, it
cannot be possible that the law of Mis.
gouri ig in such a state that one man can-
not claim at its hands protection against a
useless sound which disturbs his repose,
because a hundred other men may not in
the like situation be disturbed by it.”
This would seem to dispose of the defense
of the vestry of St. George’s Church, New
York, which proposes to prove that the
majority of the neighbors of that church
do not complain of its bell, and de not
find its ringing disturbing. The minority
have rights which the majority cannot by
force of numbers destroy. The New York
Times joins in the crusade against the
bells, and declares that they are uaeless,
more noisy than an elevated railway train,
are not a part of an act of worship, and
are not to be endured eimply because they
have been borne many years without com-
plaint,

THE REBASON WAHY,

When Mr. Call asked Mr. George before
the Senate committee why it is that
Northern men refuse to come South and
ocoupy arable lands that wait for them,
the Senator exposad his ignorance of Amer-
ican character, and Mr, George, in saying
he knew no reason for the declination, ex-
posed his want of practical knowledga of
human nature. It is evident enough to
men of everyday life, why the Northern
man does not wish to occupy the lands of
the Southern landlord—the Southerner
does not deem his tenant his social equal,
and classes the farm laborer as of the
lower order of society., In fact the white
worker on the farm in the South, whether
a hired man or the propristor, is not per-
mitted to rank socially with the Southern
gentleman. The Chicago 7'imes very suc-
cintly states the case from another point of
view, as follows : *‘The Northers man
does not accept the Southern landlord’s in.
vitation to become his tenant on fertile
land at a low rental, because it is not in hiz
life motive to be the tenant of any man,
on any land, af any rental, He prefers to
be himself a landlord, even at the cost of
paying doable in taxes on land which is his
own property what he would have to pay
in rent on even mere fertile land which is
the property of another,”

THE PRODUCIEG POWER CP GOLD,

Henry Kemp, of New York, has made
an interesting calculation to show the
purchasing power of the gold dollar, by
which it is demonstrated that the product.
ive power of gold has not diminished. It
leads the Boston Advertiser to remark that
we have very little to fear if we keep our
currency on a gold basis, But it regrets
the Congressional lawa under which the
United States Treasury accepts gold but
pays in silver certificates, Mr, Kemp
computed the price of a bushel of wheat,
five barrels of flour, one barrel of mess
pork, one hundred pounds of butter, ten
pounds of cheese, fifty pounds of lard,
fifty pounds of ootton, fifty pounds of
wool, one ton of coal, fifty pounds of cof-

fee and two hundred pounds of sugar,
Anud this was the resalt :

CALIFORNEA.

Mcetiog of the Eailroad Commission.
San Francisco, Septemter 6:h,—The Raii-
road Commissioners met this afternoon at 1
o’clock, sil the members being present.

Foote said he had examiced the papers in
tbe case made by W, H, Robinsen, of Soisup,
ia which he claimaed he had been discrimi-
nated against by the Central Pacific, which
had refased to carry ucboxed dentsl iostru-
ments from Oakland to Suisun. The plain-
tiff asks the Board to give him a money ver.
dict. It appeared to him the complaint
should be referred to the Attorney-General
for his opiniom as to the jurisdiction of the
Board.

Carpenter said he was prepsred to decids
now that the Board had no jarisdiction of the
caee in its present form.

Humphreys desired the matter pestponed,
but a motion to that effect was defeated—
Foote and Carpenter voting no.

A motion to refer to the Attorney-General
was lost—Carpenter and Huwphreys voting
no.

On motion of Foote, the Secretary was
then ordered to iseuz & summons to the Cen-
tral Peacific Company to appear and show
cause, Humphreys voted no.

Foote read a latter from W, D, Tupper, of
Fresno, asking the Board to take some action
upon the rate now charged for canned goods
from Fresno to Stockton and from Fresno to
Los Angeles. The charge between the two
first-named places was $54 a car, snd be-
tween the two latter places 860. The Fresno
Fruit packing Company was compelled to
pay $54 a car more if ehipping East from
Los Angeles than from Stockton, although
the former was 300 miles nearer the point of
destination. The company had refused to
make any chaoge in the rate.

On motion of Carpenter, the letters were
referred to the railroad compacy, with & re-
quest for an immediate reply.

An order to expedite the service of sched-
nles on railroads affected, providing that
where the corporation is willing to waiva
formal service and put the schedule in forea
within twenty days, the Board shall serve
upon them the original schedule as adopted
withont waiting to priut, was offered by Car-
peater, and uoasimously adopted.

Humphreys brought up the subject of an
article in & morniug paper, in which it was
stated that a schedule of first class passen-
ger fares was on fila in the office of the Sec-
retary of State, part of which was in Hum-
phrey’s bhandwriting and part in S#@ band-
writing of some one in the employ of the
railroad. He asked Secretary Andrus if any
such schedule was in the Secretary of State’s
office in his or any railroad man’s hand-
writing,

Secretary Andrus replied that he had him-
self prepared all the schedules, and that there
were none in existence in anybody’s hand-
writiog excapt his own and his clerk’s,

Humphreys remarked that although the
passenger schedule had been prepared under
his supervision, he had done none of the
clerical work, He had never consulted any
railroad man in making it, cor had he ever
corsulted anybody as to his action upon it.
The statements contained in the article were
therefore false,

Secretary Andrus said the original sched-
ule was in Sacramento and had not been re-
tarned, but it was entirely in the handwriting
of himself and clerk,

Foote said it was probable that the sched-
ule at Sacramento was a proof corrected in
the handwriting of some clerk,

Carpenter asked if the corrections con-
formed to the original order, fo which An-
drus answered affirmatively, and the matter
was then dropped.

On motion of Foote, it was ordered that
during tke month of October and thereafter
the Board meet on the first and third Fridays
of each month, The Board adjourned at the
call of the chair,

The Corean Embaszsy Tendered a Recep-
tion.

SanN Fraxcisco, Sepiember 6th.—The Co-
rean Kmbassy were tendered a reception by
the Chamber of Commerce and Board ef
Trads to-day, There was a large attendance
of merchants, The Ewbassadors were ac
companied by interpreters and atiecdants,
In the absence of Horace Davis, President
of the Chambsr of Commerce, Vice-President
Staples called the meeting to order, and wel
comed the guests in a brisf address, dwelling
on the prospect of valuable commercial rela.
tions with Corea, His remarks were {raus.
lated by ths interpreter. W. L, Merry then
spoke, in behali of the Board of Trade, to a
similar purport, and was followed, on behalf
of the Ewmbassy, by Percival Lowell, foreign
Secretary of the Embassy, A general intro-
duction and hand-shaking followed. The
Embasey will go east to morrow by the Can-
tral rcute.

Terrible Besult of a Drunken Spree,
