Practicability of Railroad Competition
with Sea-Golng Vessels,

New Yorg, September 7th.—The Post's
Washiogton special says: In his annual re-
port Nimmo, Chief of Statistics, says regard-
ing the transportation of cereals from the
Pacific States: ‘* There are now upward of
500 vessels engsged in the California wheat-
carrying trade, and this tratfic is the most
profitable in which the merchant marine of
the world can enzage,” JTn his opinion, a
large percentage of this traffic cught to be
secured by the railronds, He ‘has obtained
and will publish » mass of evidenca bearing
upon the practicability of compstition by
railroads with vesselz, tozether with views of
interested persons of the three transconti-
nental routes now comnleted, Nimmo ia of
the opinion that the Southern Pecific offers
the greatest advantagzes for freight transport-
stion from the Californis wheat-growing ter-
ritory, because ihe distance to be traversed
by rail before reaching tide water is less by
that route than by either of the others, Gal-
veston ¢r New Orleans offering excellent
facilities for ehipping the cargoes. The
Northern Pacitic cffers excellent fac:lities as
an outlet for the surplus production of the
Oregon northern boundary whest belt to Du-
luth, where the lakes and the Erie or Wel-
land Capal furnish water transportation to
the seaboard, thus materially reducing the
cost of carrying. The Union Pacific route,
although it bas been completed several years,
has never engaged sny coneiderable share of
this traffic, only 450 carloads having bzen
coarried over the road. Nimmo does not think
that it will become a favorite route, at least
for the present,

Methods of Obtaining Divorces,

NEW YOoRg, September 7th,—Peter Mitch-
eil, a lawyer of this city, has collected affi-
davits which he proposes to present to the
Supreme Court of Kicgs couunty, in which it
is averred he will let in light upon the
methods of certain divores lawyers in obtein-
ing decrees for their clients, Mitchell’s cli-
ent, Mrs. Emma Glaza, in an zffidavit tells
the story, which he corroborated in the main
by half a dozan other witnesaes. Mrs. Glaze
gays she was married to Grorge T. Glaze of
this city in November, 1878. Her hushand
was in the shoe business on Fifth avenue and
Twenty-third street with his father, He
owned a house and lot on Fifty-ninth street,
worth about $25,000. After their marriage
Mr. and Mrs Glaza lived with the former’s
parents, Iu Juve, 1879, her husband re-
quested her to join in a mortgage, which he
said hs gave to a friend of his, on the
honse on Fifty-ninth siraet., She signed
a paper, relyiog on his representations,
and did not koow that it wis a deed
of sale of the house wuntil the
August following, wh2n she paw it
recorded in the papers, Shortly after, she
says, her husband deserted her at the instance
of his parents, and went to C:lifornia, She
has not seen or heard of him since. She then
began proceedings to set ssida the deed of
conveyauce. IYor that purposs she was in-
duced to employ Robert H. Shannor, who
was known to ber father. A verdict was re-
turned in her favor on the trial of the case.
Judge ¥reedman subssquently set aside the
verdict, Shancon then persuaded her to sue
for a divorce, alleging that her husband’s
family would not oppose it, and she would
get $2,000. He took her to a divoree lawyer,
where bogus witnesses were brought in who
testified to adultery on the part of her hus-
band, and it now appears a decres of divorce
was fraudulently obtained. Mitchell, in his
affidavit, gives it as his balief that a great
fraud has been practiced upon the plaintiff
and the Court, He asks, in view of the cir-
cumstances of the case, that the judgment
and the dscree be vacated and the judgment
roll and other pspars in the case be expunged
from the records of the Court,

The Knights of Labor,

CHIcAGO, September 7th,—A special from
Cincinnati says : A prominent member of the
Krights of Labor, being interviewed, says of
toe meeting of the Order, now in session
here: It is the largest, moet harmonious,
most able and wisely represented of any he
ever sttended, and from present indications
it will be productive of good results to the
Order. A uew icspiration seems to have
animated the delegates, and from all sections
of the country there are more demards than
ever for workers to extend their membership,
The indications are that the coming year will
see a large increase in membership. The
work so far has been almost wholly routine.
It may be a week before the work is com-
pleted. The withdrawal of the Brotherhood
of Telegraphers from the Knighta of Labor
has not so far been spoken of, nor does there
seem to be any foundation for the report.
The legislation of the present mesting will
have an important bearing on the Ordor, but
what it will be has not yet been determined.

Fads' Isthmus Railway.

Prrrssure, September 7th,—Captain Jas,
B. Eads, of the Mississippi-jstties fame, has
been in this city several days in the interest
of h's several projected ship railways across
the Isthmus of Panama. Pittsburg capital-
ists, who have subscribed libarally to the
stock of the company, are enthusiastic about
the snccess of the projeci, John D. Wood,
oue of the most extensive coal operators in
the State, said yesterday: * Ths Tehuante-
pec Railway is an assured sucess,  Its prace
ticality iz no longer debated, nor are its ad-
vantages doubted. The. entire distanco is
surveyed and a large force of men has been
at work for some time. Captain Eads has
pledged his word that the railway will be
ready for the commerce of the world in four
years, There will be no further appeal to
Congress for assistancs or indorscment of tha
project, If American capital will not re-
spond, Engli-h capital, which was the means
of buildiog the Pacific railroads, holds the
purse opea to complete the railway.”

The Order of Cincinmatus.
CINcINNATI (Ohio), September 7th.—The
parade of the Order of Cincinnatus last nizht
brought out, appsrently, the entire populace
of the city, or at least so much of it as conld
be packed on the sidewalks and in the win-
dows and doorways and on the housetops,
Special platforms were built for the purpose.
The largest of these was the one on Fifth
street, opposite the Government building,
where room for 4,000 was prepared. The
procession did not begin to move until after
9 o’'clock. At 10 the head of the procession
reached the Postoffice.

GALLATIN, September 7Tth.—Upon the an-
nouncement of the verdict of the jury in the
James trial, of ‘‘ not guilty,” quite a decided
demonstration of applause came frora certain
quarters of the Court-rsom. The Court,
however, quickly frowned it down, and siu-
gling out a young man who had made a move-
ment to throw up his hat, called him to the
bar and administered s severe reprimand.
The youth proved to be Luther James, of
Kaunsas Cily, a cousin of deferdant. The
question of the diesposition of the remaining
indictments — complicity in the killing of
Westfall at Wicston, the robbery and mur-
der of Sheets at Gallatin, the bank robbery
in 1868 —came up, and after consideration the
cases were continued until the October term,
and the prisoner was remanded for further
trial, It is announced that he will not at-
tempt to give bail, but will remsin in jail
till the next term. The priconer received the
announcement of the verdict with perfect
compcosure, as did also his wife, but Mrs,
Samuels was much affected. In order to
guard agsinst any distuarbance which might
follow, the single saloon of the place wes
closed. A member of the jury stated to a
corresponcdent that the first ballot stood
eleven for acquittal and ome for conviction,
and that ove, safter hearing the explanaticn
of the others’ views, gave his vote to acquis.

GOVERNOR CRITTENDEN INTERVIEWED,

James’ acquittal is reviewed with various
comments, Governor Crittenden, when asked
by a reporter if he had any opinion to ex-
press regarding the verdict, replied that he
had not. *'Itis the verdict of the jury, and
it would be improper for meto comment upon
it.

France and China,

LoxDoN, September 7th.—A dispatch from
Hongzkorg states that Cainese merchants are
leaving Haiphkong, not Canton, as previ-
ously announced, on account of the opening
of their letters by French authorities, who
accuse them ¢f writing to Chiness mandarins,

The Times' Paris special says that both the
Governments of France and China are
equally desircus of securing a peaceful solu-
tion of the Tonquin question, if it can be
effected with honor. The general sentiment
favors a hope that sll issues involved may be
adjusted by the arbitration of England

‘The Post's Paris specisl says that orders
have been sent to Toulon and other naval
stations to have transports ready for embark-
ing by the latter part of September with ten
thousand men for China.

ANXIETY AT WASHINGTON,

WasHINGTON, Saptember 7th.—The reports
from France snd Chins relative to the trouble
about Aram are read here with the greatest
avidity by the membars of the Japaness and
Chinete Logations, Oune of the Lagation was
at.the State Dapartment y. s'erday to inquire
whether the American Goverament had heard
anything concerning the rupture. It is ia-
ferred that it would not surprise either the
Japanese or Cairesa to hear any moment
that an actual state of war existed and hos-
tilities had begun in earnest,

ASSUMING RESPONSIBILITY.

Paris, September 7th,—It is said that Dr,
Sermand, French Consul for Tovquie, plansed
the expedition to Hue, ordered the Gov:rn-
ment attack on the Hue river and concluded
the treaty with Anam on his cwn responsi-
bility. The Government is extremely ap-
noyed.

MARQUIS TSENG IN PARIS,

The Marquis Tseng presented to France a
few days ego, at the request of Challemel
Liacour, a statement of China’s propesal with
reference to Tonquin. He now insists on the
return of the statement with the French
counter proposals. The interview between
Tseng and Challemel Lacour was very cor-
dial, and was confined altogsther to the ex-
change of ideas intended to avert war, Fur-
ther treaty stipulations may arrive at a basis
whereon could be established a mutual sgree-
msnt.

CHINA THE RESPONSIELE PARTY,

LoxpoN, Sept:mber 7¢h.—A Hongkong
co:respondent writes : '* The French repre-
seat the Hue treaty as settling the Lonquin
question, This representation iz not a true
one. The difficulty is to deal with China,
not Anam. China alcns can open the Sang-
Koi. She is willing to mske it an inter-
national waterway, it the Earopean powers
and America request ber to do so. This is
the only possible solution of the question at
iesue.”

REINFORCING THE BLACK FLAGS,

officers, have reinforced the Black Flag
army. The desertions of Russiaps to the aid
of Servia is a precedent which Marquis
Teeng so long sgo as June declsred would be
followed. Thus China attains advantages of
war in the defense of her neutral territory
without the odium of opening hostilities,
Probably rothing would please China more
than that France should blockade and bom-
bard the treaty ports. In that event China
relies upon the interference of nations trad-
ing with those ports. Accordingly the indi-
cations are that China will not be anxious to
protect her commerce,
CHINA’S PROPOSALS.

PAris, Beptember 7th.—The statement of
China’s proposals with refsrencs to Teaquin,
recently presented to the French Minister of
Foreign Affairs; cootains the followicg
basis of settlement which appeared to the
Minister worthy of consideration : First, a
settlement of the question of Chirese superi-
ority in Anam, in a form to be discussed here-
after ; second, s delimination of the frontier,
providieg a neutral zone between certain
points,

CONSENTED TO NEGOTIATE.

Paris, September 7th.—The National an-
nounces that France has consented to negoti-
ate with China for a treaty in the pettlement
of the Tonquin question, which shall be based
upon that conciuded by Nicholi Prosper
Bourre with the Porte.

Note.—That treaty provides that the Gov-
ernmwent of France should have the right to
acquire property in the Oitoman Ewmpire, in
return for which France should aid the Porte
against inroads from stronger powers,

A Court in Mourning.

Viexsa, September 7th,—The Austrian
Court go into ten days’ mourning for the
Count de Chambord.

PARris, September 7th,—The Union (Loagit-
imist) has published s note recognizing the
Count de Paris as Chief of the House of
Bourbon in France.

Forced to Submit.

SoriA, September 7th,—The manifesto of
Prince Alexander, annouucing the appoint-
ment of 3 Commission to draft a new Consti-
tation for Bulgaria, is reported to have been
forced upon the Prince by the Russian En-
voy and Rusiian Generals Soboleff and Kaul-
bars, Prince Alexander, auxiocus to rid him-
self from the tutelage of the Generals, at
first refused the demand of the Kavoy, The
latter then threatened that if the Prince per-
eisted in his opposition a decrea would be
izsued by the Czar releasing the Bulgariaus
from alleziance to Alexander, and that Sobo-
leff be appointed temporary Regent. Upon
thiz threa’ the Prince issued his mauifesto,

NEew Yogrk, September 7th.—The morning
papers give Jay Gould’s narrative in full of
the incidents of his early life as related by
him before the Senate Committee on Labor
and Education, The following excite various
comments : * My gurprise that my first em-
ployer could not be trusted by the farmer to
whom I applied for my dinner while on this
surveying trip was so great that it seemed to
me as if the world had come to an end. I
did not know where I was to get my dioner,
and I did oot try till long after thres o’clock,
After this rebuff I was natorslly a timid boy.
Only it had a great effect on me. I then was
determined upon throwing up the whole en-
gagement, but T went out and had a good
cry, where no one could see me. Then I got
down and prayed, and I felt better afterward,
So I made up my mind to go ashead. I made
up my micd to die in the last ditch. I was
hungry, and I decided to go into the first
house I cama to and get something to eat., I
did so. The woman treated me kindly, gave
me some bread and milk, and when T went
away I told her to enter it down,”

Referring to his present enterprises Gould
said: "I am a Director in seversl roads,
but I put my whole strecgth into the South-
western system, I don’t like to scatter
around,”

“* What you do, you do well, or iry to?”
asked Senator Blair,

** Certainly, 1 try to do all things well,”
was the answer, * I think there is no cor-
poration in this country which pays so much
attention to its employes ss the Western
Union Telegrsph Compsuny. It has special
committees to look after their interests, Its
employes are well paid for their services in
comperisoh with men of similar capacity,
such as railroad employes and elerks in stores
and counting-houses, I have been all my
life a laborer and an employer of laborers.

Strikes come from various caunses, but are
principally brought about by the poorest, and
therefore the dissatisfied element, Thereisa
great field out West for sarplus labor in the
Eastern States,”

‘““How can the poor laboriog man get
West ?” was asked.

“Easy encugh, if he really wants to go,
but most of the poor laborers here don’t want
to go West ; they prefer to remain in New
York and be beggars to embracing a good
chance of becoming vabobs out West.”

““But suppose good honest lahorers wanted
to go Weat, and had no money ?” said Blair.

“If he could not make arrangements to
work bis paesage,” gaid Gould, **he wounld
have to wallk.”

*' How iz & man with health and strength
and a family to get ont Weat ¥’

**I think that might be the proper subjact
for our Legiclature to deal with,” said Mr.
Gould, gravely.

Speaking of tredes unions, Gounld said:
** I think capitalists and laborers, if left alone,
will naturally right their grievances, Socie-
ties are goivg up which magnify these things
and create troubles that ought not to exist
atall.” He did not, howsver, disparage ob-
jects for which these socicties wera created,

Being asked by Senator Oall if there was
not danger in exclusive rights being granted
large corporations, Gonld replied : ** I do not
thick I am in aoy danger. I brought noth-
ing into the world and I don’t expect to take
anything out. I don’t think,” he continued,
*‘that these corporate franchises amount to
much, because they are not exclusive—they
are not momopolies. If exclusive franchises
were given to a telegrsph company, for in-
stanee, that would be immensely valuable,
but there is no such franchise.” The Times,
in a characteristic bitter editorial on Gould,
calls attention to the total omission from his
minute antobiography yesterday of any ref-
erence to his connection with the Ecie Hereld.

The German Emperor's famous herse
Ganges, on which he made his solemn en-
try into Berlin after the wars of 1866 and
1870, has recently been destroyed ; but,
having undergone the taxidurmie process,
he now stands in the ateliur of Professor
Siemering, and is to be reproduced in
bronze in the great equestrian statue of
the Kaiser for the soldiers’ monument at
Leipsic.
