present except Mr. Hammer. Bids for fur-
nishiog stationery and supplies were received
from H. S. Crocker A Co. and W. A.S; C. S.
Houghton, and were referred to the Furni-
ture and Supplies Committee, to which Mr.
Cooke was added on account of the absence
of Mr.Hammer. Bids for furnishing wood
were received from W. L.Davis, U. P. O>-
born and M.Hanrahan. The bid of H.P.
Osborn for 200 cords of second growth white
oak at $7 M), and 20 cords of pine at $7, was
accepted. The action of the Committee on
Buildicgi and Repairs, in causing the vault
at Sixteenth and X streets to be constructed
inaccordance with the new health ordinance,
was confirmed. The followingsubstitute for
rule 50 of the rule* and regulations was
adopted :

"
Teachers will be required to at-

tend their schools except incases of sickness,
or on a satisfactory reason made to and per-
mission received from the Board for leave of
absence, and must notify the Superintendent
at least one hour before the opening of thr
school."

The Ddnkigan .Smashop.— particu-
lars of the railroad smashup, which occurred
near Dunnigan, Yolo county, Wednesday
morning, are as follows: The down freight
train due inWoodland at 5 A.M. was coming
down the deep grade just north of T)unr.i-

g%n, about half-past 4 o'clock, when 1h.9 train,
which consisted of 40 cup, parted. Twenty-
eight cars and the engine broke off, leaving
twelve cars with the caboose. The three
btakjmen on the train allhappened to be on
the head section. They immediately discov-
ered the break, atd signaled the engineer to
pull away from danger, thinking that per-
haps tin conductor, who was in the caboose
writing,might discover the accident, put ou
the brakes and avert all danger. The con-
ductor, however, was not aware that he was
\u25a0•:-< jwildtrain, The front section ran about
a mile and a half south of Dunnigan, and
came to a stop, caused by the misunderstand-
ing of a Bi'ni.l given by one of the brakemen,
and inabout three minutes the twelve cars
came rushing down the grade and ran into
the first section, completely demolishing eight
cars loaded with grain, a-..d broke the draw-
beads, draft timbers, etc., of seventeen
other?. Luckily no one was hurt. Master
Car Repairer Phil.

THE STATE FAIR.

On Monday next the State Fair opens in
this city. From pressnt appsara&ces the
fair this season will be equal to any, ifnot
the beat, ever held in the State. Notwith-
standing the disappointment of not having
the Exposition building completed, the Pa-
vilionexhibits will exceed, both inquantity

and quality, that of any preceding year.
The old Pavilion has been enlarged by hav-
ipg large additions added ;the spacious halls
willall be lighted with electric light*, and
every available f:>ct of space wfllbe covered
with exhibits. Already hundreds of exhib-
itors have their ur'.icles in position, and by
Monday eight all will be completed. The
decorations at the Pavilion are simply gor-
geous, and whenlitup at night by the brilliant
electric lights, will present such a.scene of
beauty as was never beheld in this city. A
large number of entry clerks are busily en-
gaged ie receiving exhibits.

AT THE TBACK.
The race track is in fine condition, at least

83 ray the horsemen. Hundreds of horses
are being worked and exercised there daily,
preparatory for the races which aro to come
off next week. Several carloads of runnera
and trotters arrived yesterday, more willar-
rive today, and by to-morrow night all ofthe
beet horses in the State will be stabled at
Agricultural Park. P. Chatterton, who
has charge of the stables and exhibition
gronnd3 at the Park, his had them allcleaned
out, repaired, refittedand painted, so that the
iil.ic! has tee appearance of being new.
Robert Allen, the lessee, has had all the
building? and grounds pot in thorough re-
pair, and everything looks bright and fresh.
The fences around the tracks have all been
newly painted. In fact, taking everything
into consideration, itcan be safely said that
Agricultural Park was never in better shape
or looked co well as now. The chain-gang,
under the direction of officers Nelson and
Garrett, has been at work c!>ar.iug up in and
around the track for upwards of four week*.
Ice cream, ti<.ir, cider »nd lemonade booths
have been constructed both outside and in-
side the Park. A large number of stall.* have
been builton the east side of the Park,

EXHIBITIONGROUNDS,

Yesterday at least 200 men were busily en-
gaged ingettiog exhibits ready on the exhi-
bition grounds. A large engine has been
placed in position and hundreds of feet of
additional blinking put up, so that machinery
of allkin can b= put in operation. Allthe
dealers in hardware, wagon?, machinery
and farmieg implements have secured space,
and their exhibits are now on the ground and
an being placed in position. The rivalry in
farm wagons, plow?, harrows, etc., is going
to be quite interesting, and the exhibits have
been made specially fur this exhibition. A
steam thrashing machine will be in active
operation each day during the fair. One of
the most interesting features at the I'.nk
willbe a full-fledged steam sawmill in active
operation. This sawmill, although on a
email scale, is similar in every respect to
those used inmiking lumber in the pineries
of Maine and the Sierras, except that it has
all the latest and most improved machinery.
This exhibition is being made by A. P.
Gregory &Co.. importers and dealers inma-
chinery and supplies, San Francisco. The
machinery is being placed in position under
the superintendence of D.L.Harbacb, who
is the patentee of several portions of the
mill. Alarge quantity of pine, fir and cedar
logs have been ordered from Alta, and the
mill will be in operation a portion of each
day during the week. The exhibition of live
stock willbe the largest ever witnessed west
of the Rocky Mountains, and will embrace
some of the finest thoroughbred animals not
only of the United States but of the world.
From the number asking for coop space for
poultry the exhibition in that line willbo
large and varied. One thing was observable—

sent her. Supervisors Green and Lawrence,
Apseesor Maloney, Hon. J. 0. Maynard, and
many others of San Matco county, were be-
fore the 8.-ard. Tulare's Afse^eor and all
the Board of Supervisors appeared yesterday
before the Board in the interest of thair
county.

Instinct in Bees.
—

Aneighbor of coins
who keeps bees in bar-frame hives, had;
robbed them of some of their surplus
stores, but noticing a a fewdays afterwards
the honey running from the entrance to tte
hive, and the bees clogged with it,he raised
the top to ascertain the cause, when he
found the bees in so wofula plight that he
knew not what to do, and was quite dis-
heartened. Us mentioned the matter to
me, and Iwent to his assistance. Ifound
the hive in a dreadful state ;the combs
had fallen down, and the honey been Ret
free. Thousands of bees had been suffo-
cated and smeared with the honey, and it
was a work of come difficulty to set mat-
ters right. On the floor of the hive and
floating in the escaped honey were dozens
of white grubs, which had evidently been
forcibly drawn from the cells by the bees,
and the reason they sacrificed their pro-
geny appears to be that, finding them-
selves overwhelmed with the disaster that
bad fallen upon them, and having filled
every available crevice withthe overflowed
honey, they had found it necessary to
empty the cells of the young brood in
order to find space to store the balance
until the wreck could be repaired. There
was reason, certainly, for what they did,
and the fact has not, perhaps, been no-
ticed before because the people who kept
bees for observatory purposes would never
have allowed such a calamity to happen to
them.— Queeuslander.
