About 4 o'clock Jailer
George Newbsrt went to the cell and found
that the Chinaman had torn up bis bed-tick
and constructed a strong rope of it, which he
tied to the iron grating over the cell ar.d
around his Deck, and strangled himself
with it. He was near enough to tbe fljor to
have prevented etran;ulation ifbe had tried
to iii so. Toe officer quickly opened the
door of tho cell and cut the rope, but life
waa extinct. The body was sent to the
Morgue, to be disposed of by the Coroner.
