SOME CONSIDERATION OF THE ANTI-
CORPORATION SENTIMENT.

The Baibttay World calls attention to
the fact, which muat be apparent to all
careful observers, as itthinks, that in pro-
portion to the vehemence and persistency
of the anti-railroad agitation, the number
of antagonistic enactments against roads is
small. Itholds that the opponents of the
roads, despite all their clamor, are ineffi-
cient, and the reiteration of their fallacies
accomplishes no good, and bnt littleharm,
compared to expectation. This iB due to
dissensions among the reformers them-
selves, they aeldom being a unit on the
lines of proposed reforms. In one section
a road is abused because of alleged unjust
discriminations, while the same road in
another section is assaulted because it re-
fuses to discriminate in favor of certain
interests, and against the competitors of
one class in favor of another class. The
basis of freight tariffs approved inone sec-
tion as unsound and extortionate, is in
another commended as inaccordance with
the beat commercial usage and the true
principles of trade. Although it is unde-
niable thet American tariffs are lower than
those in Europe, very materially so, the
charge continues to be made that American
tariffs are too high, notwithstanding the
fact that their general tendency is down-
ward. The World shows that wry few
companies charge what the charters per-
mit. Laws to limitroads to 10 per cent,

dividends have found favor, but no one has
proposed to guarantee 10 per cent, divi-
dends at the expense of the State or
National treasuries. Says the World: "To
read the flaming editorials of the anti-
railroad press one must conclude the edi-
tors believe the railroads are always verit-
able bonanzas, and that a down-trodden
public is taxed to the last limit to support
them. The word

'
monopoly 'is clung to

despite the fact, than which there is none
clearer, that monopoly and free railroad
laws cannot be co-existent." While
economic science has established that con-
solidation is in the interest of shippers,
since it reduces expenses of government
and operation, yet those who most loudly
clamor for lower rates resist consolidation,
and compel an expense that must be
realized ont of tariff rates. The Boston
Economist, commenting on this fact,
admits that New England would
be materially wealthier to-day had
there been no opposition to con-
solidation. Massachusetts refused, for
instance, to permit a consolidation that
would have related the New York Cen-
tralline to those of her own, and as a re-
mit that road turned its energies in

mother direction, and the marvelous
growth of New York is inpart due tothat
fact, whileBoston has suffered materially.
The Economist shows that a consolidation
of the New Hampshire roads under
a single set of salaried officers
and ono management, would reduce
ihe cost of management to one-fourth the
present proportions and save to the people
$1,000,000 annually in operating expenses
that mast now be met by tariff rates. The
same paper points out the saving that
would result toNew Hampshire from cer-

tain consolidations now proposed, and the
'

redaction in rates and the increased mile-
age that would flow from auch a consum-
mation. But no sooner is snch a thing
mentioned than ths red flag of opposition
is hung out. We admit that the treatment
of the question of railroad crusades, a

cited in the outset, is philosophical ;but
we do cot believe the right conclusion is
drawn in one respect. As we read the
history of the country, the rabid anti-
railroad movement has resulted in much
damaging legislation, but it haa done more
injury to the States indulging initthan to
the companies against which directed. In
most of the States where the fever has
snlgided this fact has dawned upon the
people, while in those States where con-
servatism has prevailed the condition is
one of higher prosperity and more con-
servative relations between the transport-
era and the shippers, and as a result com-
merce has in those localities been stimu-
lated. For fear that railroad corporations
might become oligarchies, there has been
substituted for an effort at just control a

system of persecution, with a tendency to
destroy values and cripple efficiency.
Thia has led come to denounce rail-

roads as the enemies of public
liberty, as was done recently in the
French Chamber of Deputies, when
infact, as Bishop O'Connor has shown so

lucidly, every interest of railroad corpora-
tions must be bound up with civilliberty,
and the broadest freedom compatible with
republican institutions

—
inshort, railroads

binding the country together are conserva-
tive ties and bonds that willnot permit the
nation to be dissevered, for they tend to
unify the interests of all the people, and
make the men and women of the nation
akin. We have it on the statement of a
distinguished English authority that un-

just interference withcapital and the man-
agement of roads is increasing in England,
and is rendering railroading leas desirable

there. There, itis prophesied, "railroad
property promises to be put on an inclined
plane with dishonesty at the top and con-
fiscation at the bottom." InFrance Leroy-
Beaulieu is translated by the New York

''\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0-' as Baying that the growing hostilityto
corporations is based on a delusion, and is
doing great mischief. He alleges that two
great railroads in Italy have been
ruined by hostile legislation, and that a
like cause in Spain has deprived that
country of 5,000 miles of line it sorely
needs, capital having been driven from its
proposed construction. In France, even
street railroads in one place have been
forced into bankruptcy, and inParis their
construction is so circumscribed by hos-
tility, that it is the moat ill-supplied
city with tramways in the world.
Beaulieu has not a grain of faith in the
doctrine that there is any danger in great
corporations, because the shares are small
in amount and widely diffused. While
his field of view is not extended toAmer-
ica, where the conditions are somewhat
different, his conclusion will apply here.
The fear that the corporation carriers of
the country will subvert the liberties cf
the people is absurd, and not justified by
any evidences. Nor willthe unprejudiced
mind entertain any fear that the corpora-

tions will,even if they desired, be per-
mitted bytheir own interests to impoverish
and oppress the people. The higheat pros-
perity of the people of all the country is
the interest of the carrier, who thrives
best when the people thrive best. So, as
onr New York contemporary concludes,
"it is no more likely that corporations

willwork the ruin of any modern Govern-
ment than that any modern Government
will persist in a policy of hostility to
aggregated capital after it has plainly
appeared that the result is to
frighten capital and chill enterprise."
And we may add our own belief, which is
that the day of the anti-railroad fanatic is
rapidly passing, and that the country is
coming to that state where the relations to
be established between the great carriers
and the State governments willbe har-
monious and friendly, and when conserva-
tive legislation willtake the place of polit-
ical rancor and the mad demagogy of
masking reformers. This roust be, else
our civilizationis a failure, and the popu-
lar estimate of the business sense ot the
country a delusion.

THE QUESTION OF EQUALIZATION.
The San Franciaco press is very much

puzzled over the equalization problem. If
we are to believe the representations being
made by it, the State Board of Equaliza-
tionis araging liongoing about to devour
the vitalinterests of the taxpayers of that
much persecuted city. Now the whole
truth is that the Bay papers, instead of
discussing the law as itis, are engaged in
debating the law as it should be according
to their ideas of what constitutes a correct
and just revenue system. They insist
upon treating the State Board as ifit was
a legislative body, in the first place, and
secondly, as ifitbad only politicalends in
view. The !'\u25a0 jard is to obey the law as it
finds it; it must construe the doubtful
points as the Supreme Court has directed,
and it must exercise euch discretion as is
committed to it ina manner by it deemed
for the best interests of the State, regard-
leas of communities and localities. Hav-
ing found as fact that in certain counties
assessments have been made too low,itis
its bounden duty to proceed to equalize
the estimates between the counties. It
cannot escape from this trust. The
Record-Union has the consolation of
knowing that it opposed the present reve-
nue system from the beginning. When
the scheme was first outlined in the new
Constitution we foresaw precisely what is
now transpiring, and did not fear tode-
clare oar belief that it was ill-adapted to
the requirements of the State, and that it
would result in intolerable friction, just
as it has. When some of our San Fran-
cisco contemporaries were urgently
advocating the adoption of the new Con-
stitution, and engaged in impugning the
motives of all who ventured to suggest
that that document was full of errors and
impracticable schemes, not the least of
which was the proposed revenue system,
and especially the equalizing methods, this
paper was among the few that pointed out
the fallacies of the instrument and warned
the people against the difficulties that must
arise under it. The Legislature that
enacted the lawunder the Constitution, to
carry out the revenue system, was actu-
ated by the same spirit that moved the
Convention, and

,
we were thus given ;a

scheme for assessing, equalizing and :- tax
levying, that is now under the fire of ad-
verse criticism. . As a consequence the
press finds itself concerned in a debate of

revenue systems which is at thia time
wholly profitless. It would be better to

consider the duty of the officers under the
law and to cease condemning them for
that for which they cannot be justly held
responsible. Itis alleged, and with much
reason to support it, that San Francisco
has not for years been assessed as con-
templated by the law, in the enactment of
which that city had more to do than any
other section. Her assessment roll, it is
charged, is not less than 35 per cent, too

low. Instead of aggregating some §220,-
--000,000, it should foot up fully .*350,-
--000,000 at the very least. Now, the law

requires that property shall be assessed at

fallcash value, and fixes that value at the
taking price for payment of a just debt due
from a solvent debtor. Itis plained that
the Board have instructed Assessors tomeas-
ure values by the selling price of property
of likequality and similarly situated. Thia
to us appears to be the standard contem-
plated by the law. But whether this isor
is not a correct definition, and whether or
not the local Assessors have observed this
or some other rule in estimating values, is

not now in issue. Allthat has been before
the Board to thia date is the question
whether or not the assessments in the

counties bear that relation to each other as

regards value, as is contemplated by the
law. To that judgment, so far as the
State's interest iB concerned, the duty of
the Board is to be directed. Ifit shall
determine it to be its duty to increase cer-
tain assessments, and in so doing shall do
wrong, itwillbe an error of judgment, to

which allmen are liable;but to aim at the
equalization of assessments by increasing

or decreasing values estimated is the
bounden duty of the Board. Iv arriv-
ing at its final judgment it must be
guided by the rule it has itself estab-
lished. Regarding tha correctness
of that standard we are not now con-
cerned. The Board, or at least a majority
of it,is convinced that in many counties
there haa been under assessment, and ifit
is thus

'
settled in opinion ithaa a sworn

duty to perform, and that is to
right, . so far as its power ex-
tends, what it deems to be a wrong.
But whatever it does itmust be borne in
mind that it will result in good in the
warning this agitation has given local As-
sessors, and hereafter, probably, wa shall
have all assessment rolls more nearly
in compliance with the law. It is

urged that if the Board shall 3der
assessment rolls to be increased by a given

percentage, it willdo a great wrong, inas-
much as itwillthereby increase the values
of mortgages, which can have but their
face value. This is error inmany cases. It
is notorious that many mortgages are not
assessed at their true value, and ifneed
be, counties can be named in which the
mortgage securities are placed at a valua-
tion fully thirty per cent, below fullvalue,
or, in other words, values which the mort-
gages must realize on foreclosure or for
which they are "good as negotiable in-
struments. Bat if we admit that the
raising of an assessment roll willin some
instances work hardships, or that it willin,
many cases do grevious wrong, we have
but another instance of the crudities and
Impracticable schemes of the revenue
system, and which the notorious de-
cision of the Supreme Court, now so freely
debated, serves the more to complicate.
Bat we hold that no wrong of thin charac-
ter can be perpetuated. If in the necessi-
ty of its duty in the attainment of a good
end, the Board must inflictupon mortgage
holders injury, equity willrelieve them
from the burden, and thus the hardship
the Board may unwillingly visitupon a class
willbe negatived. As to the political mo-

tive alleged to be actuating the Board, we
have no idea that the charge is true. We
are not the politicalsponsors or apologists
for the Board, but we protest that the
presumption must be in favor of the of.
ficials. We bear inmind, too, that one of
the strongest friends, if not, indeed, the
head and front of the equalization process
objected to, is inthe political minority of
the Board. That gentleman cannot surely
be said to be moved by hope of political
gain for his party. Oar revenue system is
fall of wrong, the elements of g«od in it
do not preponderate to any great degree,
and until a revision is had, confusion and
demoralizing contests must result. When
the Board shall have acted, as itmust do
to-day, its judgment will be before the
public for criticism, and we shall not hesi-
tate then to speak of it as justice shall de-
mand.
