Itwill lie found that 1878 gave the cnolesl
weatr.er for fair week, while 1877 and 1873
gave the warmest. The statement below
shows the dates olcommencement of the fair
and the highest temperature reached on each
day of the fair from 1877 to 1883. The fair
began in September, 1877, on the 17cb :the
highest tersDerature for each day being 96,
UT, 98.

There was rain daring two fairs in the
past eight years, these being 1881 and 1882;
1881 giving over one quarter (.2. >) of an inch
on the 221, thereby wetting the attendants at
the races. About the same amount fell dar-
ing fair week of 1882, thore being the only
two out of eight years past, or back to 1876
The present fair hag therefore passed away
without any rain and without any extreme
beat during its continuation.

WOOL-GROWERS' ASSOCIATION.

Constitution and Resolutions Adopted-
Officers and Delegates Elected.

The Wool-growers met yesterday morning
at Pioneer Hall, in this city, according to
adjournment, and completed their organiz-
ation by adopting a constitution and electing
officers. The meeting was well attended and
considerable enthusiasm was manifested. The
following constitution was reported, and
after fullconsideration was adopted :
Constitution of tbe California State V.'osi-Growers'

Association.
I. This association shall be called the CaliforniaWool-';rowers' Association.
11. The object of this association shall be the ad-

vancemeit of the interests of the producers of »001,
biorganizing local societies for mutual interchange
of epiuion and securing the enactment of such laws
as willgive to woolgrowers allneeded protection.

111. Ever}' retail nt of the State at California en-
gaged in the production 'i wool may become a
member of this association by paying into the trcas
ury tbe annual sum of IE and signing their names
to this c atr-at tuti'aii.

IV. There shall be an annual meeting of this as-
sociation, on the da} preceding the last day of the
State Fair,at which meeting the officers of the so.
ctety shall be elected, and the annual report of the
Secretary a: \u25a0: Treasurer shall be presented.

V. Tliiofficers cf this association shall be aPresi-
dent, one Vice Pr sident fair each Congressional
District, a Secretary, Treasurer and Board of five
Directors.

VI. Tho duty of the President shall be to preside
stall meetings of tbe association, to consult and
advise with the Secretary and iloard of Directors as
ex officio member of that Board, and shall issue a
cali forspecial meetings of the Association when di-
rected todo so by either the Board of Directors or
upon the request of ten members of the associa-
tion.

VII.The duty of the Vice-Presidents shall be to
preside at the meetings of the association ii. tbe
absence of the President— taking precedence ac-
C'jrdit.g to numerical order— and ascertain the views
of all candidates for legislative office in tb- irre-
spective districts concerning matters that may come
before them if elected, bear ing upon the interests
of wool-growers, and notify the members of this
association accordingly.

VIII.The Secretary shall keep a rollcf the mem-
bers of the association and their postoffiee address*,
shall keep a minute of all the meetings and pro-
ceedings of the Mod* and Hoard of Directors,
shall receive all moneys and pay the same over to
the Treasurer, shall conduct all necessary corre-
spondence with local societies and similar organiza-
tions in other States, and shall circulate through
the press and local organizations

"''
information

that may tend to enlighten publicopinion as to the
justice ofour claims, and forsuch service shall re-
ceive the monthly sa'ary of £75.

IX. The Treasurer shall receive all moneys paid
to the Secretary for membership fees and other
sources, and shall pay all drafts upon the treasury
when signed by the President and {Secretary, when
sufficient funds of the association are in'his pos-
session to meet such drafts.

___. The Board of Directors shall exercise general
supervision over the interests of the association, and
shall fillall offices that may become vacant by res-
ignation or otherwise, between the annual meetings
of the association.

Order of procedure at meetings: (1) Calling of
the roll of members by counties ; (2) reading of
minutes ;(3) payment of dues ;ti) election of offi-
cers ;(5) report of committees ;(6) unfinished busi-
ness ;(7) other business ;(>)adjournment.

Afterthe adoption of the constitution, the
association proceeded to the election of offi-
cers, which resulted as follows: President,
J. H. Hoyt, Suisun ;Vic3-Presidentr», Henry
Wilson, li.d Bluff; Joseph Jasper, Wheat-
land ;Thomas 11. McConnelJ, E'k Steve ;
Charles Lees, San Francisco ;Dr. Bryar.
Gilroy;11. S. Baker, Los Angeles ;Secre-
tary, J. H. Hamilton, .Madera ;Treasurer,
J. S. Cone, Red Bluff; Board of Directors,
P. k),Townsend. Mendccioo county ;EH.
Ward. lied Bluff; Wm. Snow, Milton;J.
G. Stilt, Madera ;and J. D. Csrr, San Fran-
cisco.

Three delegates were also elected to repre-
sent the State Association ina National Con-
vention soon to be convened. Messrs. C. B.
A.Shunt, .1. H. Hoppin and J. M. Jasper
are the delegates.

The concluding business was the considera-
tion of the following resolutions, after the
adoption of which the meeting adjourned :

WiiKitKia.,The reduction of the tariff on wool,
passed by the last Congress, has seriously crippled
the wool-growing interests of the Doited States, and
Is in our judgment an unjust measure directed
against one of the lamest producing interests of
tne nation;and, whereas, we, the wool-growers of
California, in convention assembled, hereby pledge
our united efforts for remedial legislation in pro-
curing the adjustment of the same on an equitable
basis ;and, whereas, we arc fullyalive to the abso-
lute necessity of thorough organization for the ad-
vancement of wool-growing interests inevery par-
ticular ;therefore, le ithereby

l'.'r-h-.d, That we recognize the tariff law, as it
now stands relating toimported wools, to be an un-
justdiscrimination against the interests ofthe wool-
growers of the country, and the same merits our
earnest disapproval and condemnation.

2. That we urge upon and demand of our Senators
and Representatives in Congress to vote and use
their influence to repeal that part of the Tariff Ait
of 1833 which reduces the rates on imported wool,
and restore the rates putupon the importation -if
foreign wool by the Tariff Act of ISU7; or, failingin
that, we demand that th*.- duties on woolen fabrics
shall be so reduced as to bring the two industries of
growers and manufacturers to a more equally ad-justed plan of protection.

3 Tliat in future elections for legislative offices,
both State and National, we pledge ourselves
neither to vote for nor support any candidate who is
opposed to the interests of wool-growers in this
respect.

4. That we will cordially co-operate with allkin-
dred (organisations m other States in an honest ef-
foit to iff-_ct remedial legislation to protect the in-
terests of sheep husbandry.

5. That, agnizing the futilityof continuing the
present imbicile national organization, we favor the
formation of a new one, composed wholly of men
whose Interests willinduce them to defend the in-
dustry inwhich we are engaged.

6. That we elect three delegates who shall meet
in person or by proxy with delegates fromother
States to secure a thorough organization of the
stool-growers of the United States in anational or-
ganization ;but to none other than bona fide resi-
dents of California can any proxies be given.

7. That we urge upon the wool-growers of tbeI'.icrtiaj slope to organize associations in every county
and to make the same auxiliary to tbe central
association for the distric', State or territory, and
that to effect a more complete organization of the
wool growers of this State that the President of
this association appoint an agent for each county,
whose business itshall be to secure members to the
State Society, form county organizations, circulate
petitions and information of interest to wool-grow-
ers.

8. That werecommend the passage of a stringent
scab law in this State, and to that end we ask the
association to have such a law framed, and urge its
enactment at the next meeting of the Legislature ;
that the discussion of all matters appertaining to
the production, handling and manufacture of wool,
is beneficial to the producer, and therefore we rec-
ommend stated meetings for this purpose.

9. That we are alive to the necessity for the ad-
vancement in sheep breeding, and therefore rec-
ommend the adoption of a State register for thor-
oughbred stock for the better protection of all
concerned.

10. That we exert our Influence, collectively and
Individually, to further the business of sheep-
husbandry and Ihe protection of our mutual In-
..__-.._..__
