CALIFORNIA.

Leprosy in Conrt—Collision of Vessels,

SAN Frawsoisco, Ssptember 145h.—A case
of interest was raized to-day by a writ of ha-
beas corpus issued ia bzhalf of Mrs. Marie
Nicolas, a nativa of the Hawaiian Ialands,
recently arrived here on asteamer. Upon
her arrival she was pronounced by the Qasr-
antine Officer affl cted with leprosy, ana was
not allowed to land, the intention being to
ship her back to the islands. The case came
before the Superior Conrt this afternoocn.
The City end Ceunty Attorney appeared for
the Quarantine Officer, and statea that
tha case was one of guch importance
that he desired to argue it fully.
1t would probably be made a test case, and
®8 he was not then prepared to go on with it,
he asked that it be continued. He did not
think the woman should be allowed to come
into the Court-room. Couusel for the woman
claimed that she could be produced, buf
agreed to continuance. The Court remanded
the woman to the custody of the Quarantine
Officer, and continued tha case until to-mor-

row.

The ship Montgomery Castle, for Quaeens-
town with wheat, was rua into by the C.
Pacific steamer San Pedro to-day, and was
so damaged that she will be detained several
weeks,

Two Years Im the EState Prison—Another
Sensation at Los Gatos.

Saw Josg, September 14th.—To-day Lem-
nel Little, a painter, was sentenced to two
years in the State Prison for assauiting his
wife with a deadly weapon. He was drunk
and jealous, and the weapon usad was a
butcher knife. The woman’s arm and hand
were cut severely,

Los Gatos has another semsation. Esrly
this morning three men were discovered dig-
ging the ground in_a four-acre lot below the
1.08 Gatos mill, They flad precipitately on
the approach of the night watchman, and,
getting into a buggy, drove rapidly towards
San Jose. It was found that the ground had
been dug over for a space of twenty feet
square, and it is belisved they were hunting
for a plant made by Majors and Jewell,
Hereafter a watch will be kept over the spot
until a search for the hidden treasure has
been made.

Contempt of Court.

San JosE, September 14th.—To-day J. B,
Kennedy, Chairman of the Democratic Coua-
ty Central Committee, was brought before
Judge Spencer to show cause why he should
not be punished for contempt of Court, in re.
fusing to unswer certain questions put to bim
while & witness in the case of County Treas-
arer Pfister va. the Central Pacific Railroad
Company, atthe taking of depositions before
a Notary Public. The suit was breught by
Pfister to recover $50,000 damages for a re-
fusal of the company’s agents to let him re-
tain State moneys in his possession while in
& car bound for Sacramento. It is alleged
by plaintiff’s attorney that ex-Ravenue Col-
lector J, N. Kelley had been spirited away
from the State by the defendant and his
agents, and that Kennedy knows something
about it, He refusad to answer the questions
pointing to this end. Judge Spevcer held
that the questions sre relevant, and directed
him to answer them when again asked.
Kennedy scted under legal advice in bis re-
fusal, and says he will tell all he knows, now
that he can do so legally.

This exhibit is inde-
pendent of the soap display, and can be seen at the
south end of the east ball. The Standard Com-
pany has become notorious during the past fifteen
years for making fine displays at the various State
and county fairs, and at the Mechanics’ Institute in
San Francisco—so much so, in fact, that their ex-
hibit has become a special feature of the fairs.
Their exhibit in the Pavilion is the most conspicu-
ous and attractive display this year, and although it
is near the center of the main hall, it is the first to
attract the attention of the visitor. The
design of the staud is Oriental,
being that of an Arabian Pagoda. The canopy is of
bright, beautiful and attractive colors, surmounted
with a pinnacle carved from soap, and supporting a
crescent and an American flag. There are soap
decorations on each of the four corners, and each
side is ornamented with an elaborate lambrequin of
unique design, and heavily fringed, and bearing in
gilt letters the words, “‘Standard Soap Company.”
Surrounding this psgoda and mounted on iron
pedestals are four ornamental show cases, contain.
ing samples of their goods in all the varieties that
are necessary to meet the requirements of domestic
and foreign trade. In one of the cases is an elab-
orate and attractive display of the various gold,
gilver and bronze medals which have been awarded
to this company at different expositions.
Last year at the Mechanics’ Institate in San Fran-
cisco this company made an elaborate and showy
exhibit, that was the admiration of all visitors. The
exhibit was entered according to the premium list
as the best display of soap. The Committee on
Awards at their first meeting agreed to privately
mark the exhibits, and then compare notes, when it
was found that the Standard Soap Cempany was un-
animously awarded the gold medal. The Secretary
then took it upon himself to instruct the committee
that they must divest the exhibit of all its decora-
tion and parapharnalia and make the award only on
the goods. This was not in accordance with their
understanding on ntering the goods, as it was ex._
plicitly stated that the gold medal should be award-
ed for the best display of soap, and in getting up
their exhibit they did so in accordance with the
printed premium list. After receiving the Secre-
tary’s instruction, a portion of the committee re-
fased to sign the report, and the person who drafted
it has since acknowledged that in the first instance
he marked the gold medal to the Standard Soap Co.
A premium of a bronze medal for the best display
and assortment of laundry soaps was not awarded,
the committee having made no report. Accord-
ingly, this year, the company arranged their ex-
hibit at the institute in such a manner as to leave
the matter of decorations and display entirely out
of the question. They simply put down a plain,
neat, white canvas, surrounded by a railing sup-
ported with turned posts all neatly varnished. In
the center of the canvas was placed two miniature
black walnut show-cases, one containing 100 sam-
ples of toilet soaps and the other a line of
laundry soaps. This exhibition, it would
seem from a telegram received yesterday, is
not in accordance with the ideas of the Di-
rectors, and they intima'e that it will ba removed
by their order, and a street display made of the
gsame. This, it is understood, has been left optional
with them. If they decide to let it remain the
worthy Secretary will undoubtedlyjhave no occasion
to interfere with the Committee on Awards on this
line of goods. What the oatcome of this affair will
be remaing to be determined ; but many will this
year miss the magnificent display of the Standard
soaps at the San Francisco exhibition, and no one
will deny that oae of the features of the fair will be
missing. Further developments in this difficulty
will be anxiously awaited,

J. J. McCallum, maoager cf the Belle Conserva-
tory, Tenth and Y streets, of this city, has not made
much blow about his exhibit of flowers and plants
at the Pavilion, but if the public will notice the
number of entry cards which bear his name they
will soon see what the conservatory would be if his
display was remaved. A distinctive feature is a
collection of tuberous flowering begonias. The
bulbs were imported last fall from a
well.known firm in  Lordon. He has
also some very fine specimens of ferns,
Most conspicuous among the collection is Adiantum
Cuniatum, or%naiden-hair fern. Among other rare
and costly plants are Pandamus Vietchie, or screw-]
pine, chiefly imported from the East Indies; Alla-
manda Shottii, a rare variely from Brazil, and a
good specimen; Maranta Zobrina, or arrow-root
plant. A kind ot arrow-root is obtained from
rhizomes, or fleshy roots, of some of the species.
Mr, McCallum could have easily filied the entire
conservatory with plants and flowers, and never
have seen where they were removed from the Belle
Conservatory. The attention of Pavilion visitors is
especially called to his exhibii of flowering plants—
this is a complete display of itself. Mr. McCallum
and the Belle Co‘emwry are too well known in
Sacramento to need any mention from the press,
and itisonly with a view of calling the attention of
strangers in the city to this magmificent display
that this article is written.
