THE TAX DECISION,

The decision of the Uuited States Cir-
cuit Court, Justice Field and Jadge Sawyer
presiding, relative to the constitutionality
of our aystem of aseessing the property of
railroad corporations, has been rendered,
and is adverse to the position taken by the
State.

THE VIRGINIA DECISION.

Judge Bond’s recent decision may not be
to the general reader perfectly clear, as the
reports sent on have not been -marked by
lucidity. Judge Bond is one of the United
States Circuit Judges. In the year 1871
the State of Virginia funded her indebted-
ness at about 62} cents on the dollar, issu-
ing $20,000,000 new bonds, with coupons
attached receivable for taxes and ail de-
mands due the State, In 1882 the Virginia
Legislature, in an Act passed, declared that
the bonds had been widely counterfeited.
It therefore forbade any State officer from
receiving any coupons on account of the
State until the person tendering them
ghould establish, in an action at law, their
entire genuineness, While so proving
shem to be originals, the taxpayer must
pay his taxes or dues in money. If he
gecared a verdict in his favor, then his
monsy should be refunded to him. This
procedure must be obzerved every time
taxes have to be paid, and as the coupons
matare. Of course, such a proceeding had
the effect of reducing bonds to the lowest
figure, and constituted the basis for the
charge against the ‘*Old Dominlon” of
repudiation. The constitutionality of this
Act was brought before the Courts, and
finally the Sapreme Court of the United
States by a majority decision upheld the
Act, deciding, to use the language of the
Court, that. ‘‘ whether the Tax Collector is
bound in law to receive the coupon notwith-
standing the legislation which, on its face,
prohibits him from doing so, was a ques-
tion not before the Court, and not passed
upon by it,” This undecided issue, how-
ever, was before Judge Bond, who held
that the officer designated to receive taxes
or other State dues must recognizs the ten-
der of coupons of State bonds as.a legal
tender, and that on his refusing to do so,
there can be no levy on property for fail-
are to pay taxes. And now that the two
decisions are placed side by side in the
simplest possible language, it will occur to
the reader that the distinction is so fine as
to bs somewhat cbscure to the lay mind.
Of course the case will go up to the Su-
preme Court, and if there affirmed, Virs
ginia’s repudiation scheme comes to grief.
The New York Herald, with grim humor,
remarks upon the astonishing *‘ surprise”
such an outcome will be to the ‘‘ Read-
juster party.”

WHAT WILL BE DONE WITH DAEOTA?

Dakota is holding a Constitutional Con-
vention, In Dscember she will knock at
the Federal gates for admission into the
Union, In 1861 she was corganized as a
Territory, She had property in 1880 pay-

lected $478,066 in taxes. She hasno terri-
torial debt, and that of her countiesaggre-
gates but $998,860 net. She had in 1880
in organized counties alone 134,045, while
in 1870 she had but 14,000 people, In the
last three years she has had greater acoess of
population than any other section of the
Union, and it is safe to put her population
at 200,000. In the fiscal year 1882-3, 52,-
061 homesteads were taken up in Dakota
under the United States Homestead Act.
In three years more, all the evidences in-
dicate, Dakota will be as populous a8 Flori-
da or New Hampshire, She has
more people mnow than Colorado,
and nearly as many as Oregon and
Nevada combined. The promise for the
Territory is' more flattering than that of
any which has preceded it in the sisterhood
of States, But Dakota is unquestionably
Republican, and in this fact the Democracy
wiil find reason for keeping her out of the
Union. It is suggested that the dominant
party in Congress may consent to her ad-
misgion on the prowiso that ehe shall not
take part in the election of 1884. That
will be a novel condition to attach, but it
is possible to frame the Act of admission
in such a way as to enforce it, If remains
to be seen if the party will have the ef-
frontery to do it. If it shall do so, it wiil
make a record that will forever bar Dakota’s
gates against the political organization that
will thus prostitute justice to secure =a
temporary political end.

The
tribunal holds that the Constitution
of this State, wherein it provides that a
morfgage on property shall be traat.
ed, for all the purposes of assessment
and taxation, as an interes’ in the prop-
erky, but especially excapts railroads from
the provision that the value of the prop-
erty, less the value of the security, shall
be asseased and taxed to the owner of the
property, is in conflict with and opposed to
the spirit of the Fourteenth Amendment
of the Federal Constitution, so far as snch
exception Is concerned. That amendment
prohibits any Siate from denying to any
person within its jurisdiction the equal
proteotion of the laws, This protection,
says the Court, ‘““implies not only that the
mesns which the laws afford for the pro-
tection of private rights shall bs equally
accessible to every one, put that no one
shall be subject to any greater burdens or
charges than such as are equally imposed
upon all others under like circums$ances,
and that persone are not deprived of such
equal protection in their property because
they associale themselves in a corpora-
tion ; that the power of a State over s cor-
poration by its reservation of right to al-
ter, amend or repeal ita charter, is limited
to what the State granis; that though a
State may prescribe the conditions upon
which the powers granted to a corporation
shall be exercised and the franchise en.
joyed, and may modify its grant in this re-
gpect at its pleasure, the property acquired
by the corporation in the exercise of its
power or otherwise is protected by the
gusrantees of the Constitution to the same
extent as the property of individuals.”
It would seem that this should be
patisfactory to the most prejudiced
antagonist of the railrcad corporations,
gince it is purely a legal question as to the
power of the State to discriminate—in im-
posing taxation—agains’ the property of
railroad corporations, and because the
holding is in accord with the ordinary dic-
tates of equily and the prizciples at the
foundation of a republican form of govern-
ment. Toe decision of the Court does
pot give warrant for the charge that
greater privileges are demanded in behalf
of persons associated in a Corporate oa-
pacity, but it dces maintzain the reasona-
ble docirine that no greater burdens of
taxation should be imposed upon the prop-
ecty of persons go held than upon the
property held by them or othsrs as natural
persons. Of course the question involved
will go up on appeal to the Supreme Court
of the United States, and until that tri-
bunal shall bave passed finally upon the
feeacs their debate will be large'y profit-
leze,
