Bremmer, the well-known minstrel, who died on
Saturday at Funda (N. Y.) Jail, where he had been
confined for vagrancy, at his own request, was
buried Monday in the pottars’ field, with the county
paupers. At one time Bremmer earned §250 a week.
He gave his banjo, which he bad carried through
prosperity aud adversity, to Jailer Dowd.

The New York Herald prints a long letter from
Commodore Shufeldt, whose experience in Chinese
seas gives weight to what be says. He recoenizes
the need for a display of naval force, and points out
that irrational semi-barbarous outbreaks against our
people are likely to occur at any moment.
