SOME VERY STRONG TESTIMONY FOR
CLEANLINESS.

Tho eminent English physician and mi-
crosoopist, William 13 Carpenter, -arhoHO ex-

perience extends back to tha cholera sea-

son of 1831, and whoso placo in medical
ranks is foremost, takes i&sue with l'rofes-
cor Tyndall, that the human inteatine is
the only breeding placs for the cholera

germ. In a recent letter to the London

Daily New*, he sets forth his own belief,
that that is not their only place of birth,
nor is water the only means of transmis-
sion of the germ. Insupport of this faith,
he cites three especially strong cases,
showing that cholera girins breed outside
the human body in collections of decom-
posing organic matter, and are transmitted
thence through the atmosphere. At
Alnwick, in Northumberland, every one
in a certain row of cottages was smitten
withcholera or its premonitory Bymptons
in a single night. Behind the cottage gar-
dens was a row of filthy piggeries. The
moment the wind blew from the cottages to
the piggeriee, the cholera abated ;as soon
as it blew to the cottages from the filth, it
set in again. The poor-furm of Baltimore
was situated where Itwas believed to be
espociaily healthful and pure in all the
surroundings. With the cholera raging ia
Kow York and Washington, only a few
cases appeared in Baltimore. Suddenly it
broke out in tho poor-houses, and the
deaths ran up to 30 per day out of a popu-
lation of SOO. There was no over-
crowding, every auppssed sanitary measure
had been adopted, perfect cleanliness pre-
vailed, the food was excellent, and the
drainage believed to be perfect. But as
the disease grew worse, examination was
had, and it was found that the drainage all
led off into a marsh tome distance away
from the houses, and below a deep r&vije
courted by a stream of water that carried
the drainage. The prevailing wir,d waa
from that direction, and the cholera was
the worit whenitblew longest and strong-
ost from the marsh to the houses, and the
first oases always occurred in the back part
of the houses, where the wind first met
them. The marsh was at once operated
upon, the drainage corrected, and instantly
the cholera ceased. The doctor says that,
lecturing some years after at Sion College
before a body of clergymen, he made bold
to ask them, after reciting the fact; in this
oase, if they believed that had all Balti-
more gone down on its knees inprayer and

enitenco, withouttaking measures to cor-
rect that msrsh According to the law* of
Divine government and under a knowledge
of the penalty for their infraction, the good
reiulta secured would have been brought
about? Ia other words, what the good
doctor asked was, "

Do you believe that
God wouldhave corrected that marsh for
yon while you eat idly, by?" His third
illustration is more striking thin the pro-
ceding swo, and fully establishes tho fact
that cholera germs will propagate in low
foal pUoes, and bo wafted on the wings cf
the wind to the nearest human habitations,
just as wo know are other germs of other
tilthdiseases ;hence the absolute necessity
for thorough cleansing of all filth reposi-
tories. Ia a town in Mexico of 20,000 in-
habitants the cholera appeared. The phy-
sicians notioed that though tha place was
on a high terrace on a mountain side, with
the purest air, the esses of cholera were
first along a particular line, and the disease
subsided as that linewrjdeparted frcmaad
grew in virulence as another line was sp
proached, this latter being at an angle
with tho first. This second outbreak was
•Iways preceded bya wind blowing from
the direction of the first line,it extended
to somo diitanoe on its angle. This led to
tfce co:clusioa that there was at a focal
point of the two lines • cause for the djs-

ease. The angles were followed up, and
the point found, and there was discovered
a huge heap of filthin a miserable yard, j

exactly at the point of convergacco of the|
two engle-s. The filthwas destroyed, and j
the cholera immediately ceased. He says j
ther* can be no doubt but that this filth

heap was the nidus in which the cholera
geroia were propagated. So he concludes
that the cholera germ willbreed outside
the human body, and the dtpoait of ex-

creta and the fluids of the human body in

the proper place willBet the breeding pro-
cess in operation ;that ia to say, the
proper conditions will,in filth depotits,

produce the cholera germ, and it willbe

oommunicated to human beings therefrom
by the atmosphere. In the light of thia
testimony there should be no hesitancy in

any community about utterly blotting cut,

no matter at what cost, every possible
breeding spot for cholera inor near every
community. Nor should there be any
longer a question debated by municipal
authorities as to the danger of depositing
the rejected matter of a single cholera
patiint in a filth receptacle, there to set

up the germ-breeding process by which
thousands willbs poisoned. In the light
of all the knowledge we now have we
Bhould be able to pretty effectually guard
American cities next year from any great
scourging by the cholera. The only ques-
tion is, will we do so ?

A KENTUCKY DISSECTION.

Mr. Henry Watteraon and the Dem-
ocratic contortionist at San Franciaco dif-

Mr. Wattereon sees clear through
thi schemes and hypocrisy of the dema-
gogues of his party, and has the bravery
to prick the bladder of their conceit. He
pats in the knife without a tremor, and
plica the two-edged blade with a firm
hand. Hear him :

they have not the sagacity to an-

ticipate, nor the courage to meet any real
issue, and they think they see in Mr. Til-
den an escape from a "tarifffor a revenue
only.'' To them tax reform is a sealed book,
as was seven years ago administrative reform.
To them politics seems a bundle of expe-
dients, and "tarn the rascals out" is a
fhibboleth which gees to the heart of every
office-seeker in the land. In ISSO they
made a rose-water campaign and lost it;
in 18S4 they want to make a bilge water
campaign, and if they were allowed to do
bo they would lo3e that. They lore Mr.
Tilden no bettor than they ever did, bat
it is either him and the old issue they trod
upon and stamped out, or a new iasuo
which they dare not tackle, because ithas
the lireof truth and the blcod of life init.
Their hope 13 that Mr. Tilden, being Mr.
Hendricks' senior, will die firßt, wherein,
as is their wont, they would probably en-
counter disappointment, seeing that Mr.
Tilden is as blithe a philosopher as may be
found, and good fcr many a year, while
Mr. Hendricks tntters upon the lirinkof
the grave." We must confess that the pre-
science of our Kentucky contemporary ex-
cites our highest regard. How itcamo to
the reading bo accurately of the inward-
ness of its party in California we can
scarcely conceive. What it intended for
its party scullions and cowarda at large
applies with peculiar force to the party
managers in California, who prattle about
Mr. Tilden's availability without the
slightest idea of what that means or the
faintest conception of what that gentle-
man's candidacy would represent.

THE RAILROAD TAX DECISION AGAIN.

In the concluding portion of Justice
Field's decision of the railroad tax cases he
points out that railroads willnot escape
jast taxation if thti proper course is pur-
sued. Their property is heavily encum-
bered with mortgages. Why should they
not be allowed, on paying taxes on that
property, to credit it on their mortgages,
as any natural person paying it wouid be
allowed ?he asks. Why unjustly discrim-
inate against them ? Eliminate the invalid
words, "except as to railroad and other
quasi public corporations," and there will
no difficulty inassessing and taxing mort-
gages. The deoicion does practically elim-
inate the exception. Then, lays the Court,
place tho taxca on the mortgages which are
treated as interests in the property mort-
gaged. The records of the counties give
the mortgages and the Assessors can return

the Board of Equalization the value, of
tho property covered by the mortgages,
and the Board would have the value of the
property of the companies and the amount
of the mortgages before it. The tax is a
lienon the property and can be collected
aad the companies on paying could claim
credit for iton the mortgage. Thus, holds
the Court, justice would be done to corpora-
tions as to individuals. Generally in re-
gard to tho decision of tho Court referred
to briefly already, itmust be recognized as
conservative and in the interest of a proper
conservation of the rights of corporations.
There is no danger that too great a liberty
willbo allowedcorporations, or that Courts
wiilbold so favorably to them as to men-
ace private ownership in property. Allthe
tendency, on the contrary, is to divest cor-
porations of their rights, and to hamper
their development, and to do them abso-
lute wrong. Such decisions as the one
under consideration may be likened to the
slight pressure of a brake upon a train de-
scending the western slope of the Sierra*.
It may prevent judicial decisions from
flying the track altogether, but that it will
seriously impede the element of coeroion of
corporations by public opinion, to which
we aro so rapidly tending, is not at all
probable.

Thrilling Experience. —The follow-
ingia from the Djwnieville Messenger of
the 15th instant :

Wednesday morning, as James Oldham
was driving Weir & Mead's stage down
from the city, and when on the point just
below the Jim Crow trail, the iron which
held one of the whillletreea to the double-
tree broke, letting the former fall upon
the heels of one of the horses. The fright-
ened animal sprang forward, and in a
second the whole outfit was off the grade
on its way to the river, some sixty feet be-
low.

Petrified Human Remains.
—

The
Chico Record of the 14th instant says :

Last week in one of the Butte creek
mines the workmen made an astonishing
find, whichhas been the sole topic of con-
versation among our local scientists for
some days past. About 35 or 40 feet from
the surface of the earth the miners discov-
ered the petrified remains of a man, which
were unfortunately broken into small pieces
while raising them up a shaft. The "stene
man

"
measured about six feet. He rested

upon his back, and the arms were placed
close along. the sides. Near where this
important discovery was made they found
some Indian darts and a stone ax and pipe.
The head, feet and hands of the petrifac-
tion were collected and rent to the Mining
Bureau, where they will no doubt elicit
much curiosity. Whether the remains
were those of a common Digger Indian,
buried year* and years ago, or whether
they were ibose of a race of people who
lived here with the ma.nmotha before the
Indians, is a deep mystery, and the matter
ia left for knowing ones to decide. Itis a
great pity that the remains were shattered,
as they would have excited the greatest
cariosity.

Bio Strike.
—

The Amnrtor Dispatch
furnishes the following aoooani of a rich
miuin.; striko :

Aposket of ijuar'z of almost unparal-
leled richness w.is found less than IGO feet
from the surface at the Nevillior Mam-
moth mine, three miles south of Jsckeun,
Amador county, September Sth, in which
was found from §75,000 to $180,000, and
being about tn-o tons inquantity. Much
of this might justly be termed huge chunks
of gold instead of gold-bearing quartz.
Some of these immense pieces of almost
solid gold were about as heavy ns a man
cculd easily lift from the ground. The
largest piece was of au oral shape, ICx22
inches, and oor 7 inches thick. This gold
is almost black, and of the same character
as the former rich strikes found in the
same mine, and which have heretofore at-
tracted the interest and attention of the
mining men of the United States. We
hare no doubt but that this is the rich-
eat find of gold of this kind ever known in
the United States at one siDgle time.
